Trinidad, Colo, February 19—An 
li-year-old Slavisn boy held the cen- 
ter of the stage late today in the fed- 
eral investigation-of the Colorado coal

Captain 
Danks said it has not been determined 
whether the-alleged outrage was the

Hancock, Mich., February 19.—Sherifft 
James A. Cruse, of Houghton county, 
and his deputies today were censured 
by witnesses testifying before the con- 
gressional committee investigating the 
copper miners’ strike. The witnesses 
asserted that strikers had been mis- 
treated by the sheriff and deputies 
since the strike began.

NO CLASH WANTED 
WITH SHERMAN LAW 
President Urges That New 

Trust Bill Be Shaped to 

Conform to Decisions Ren- 

dered on Present Statute. 

Washington, February .19.—Presl- 
dent Wilson desires that bills dealing 
with the trust problem be so phrased 
and adapted to the decistons already 
rendered by the United States supreme 
court on the Sehrman anti-trust law 
that the efficiency of that statute 
neither shall be impatred nor compll- 
cated, but properly supplemented. 

Callers at the white house today 
were tola by the president that this 
was the principal object of his con- 
ference last night with Attorney Gen- 
eral McReynolds. He explained that 
the attorney general, whose counsel 
and advice was being sought by con- 
gressional committees, had given him 
& detailed Idea of the extent to which 
some of the things now proposed 
might conflict with the Sherman law, 

‘Trade Commiaston Measure. 
The president regards the dill cre- 

ating an interstate trade commission 
as the central figure of the trust pro- 
gram. He said a recent study of the 
statute creating the bureau of cor- 
porations had convinced him that this 
bureau had much greater powers than 
generally was realized. He believed, 
however, that the trade commission 
should include the bureau of corpora- 
tions and that additional duties be 
given to the commission. Mr. Wilson 
indicated in his talks that serious 
consideration had been given in the 
framing of the trust legislation to pro- 
visions that would protect small bus 
ness concerns from statutes prohibit- 
ing trade arrangements and combin:

BATTLE IN SENATE 
OVER THE TREATIES 

FOR ARBITRATION 
Debate Is Begun on Pacts 

With Eight Countries—De- | 

bate Is Marked by Some} 

Sharp Clashes. 

VICTORY FOR TREATIES 

SEEMS TO BE ASSURED 

O’Gorman and Root in a 

Heated Clash in Regard to 

the Carnegie Endowment 

for World Peace. 

Washington, February 19.—Exten- 
sion of general arbitration treaties 
with foreign nations as the first move 
in the general policy of the adminis- 
tration to rehabilitate ferelen relations 
of the United States, seemed assured 
tonight after the senate had taken up 
consideration of expired treaties and 
had closely defined issues involved im 
the situation confronting the netion. 

Before the debate in the senate de- 
wan on treaties with Great Britain, Ja- 
pan, Italy, Spain, Norway, Sweden, Por- 
tugal and Switzerland, President Wil- 
pon conferred with senators and repre- 
entatives about the treaties as well 
3 the paramount issue of Panama ca- 

nal tolls. He was assured that the 
leaders of both houses would vote to 
repesi the toll exemption for Amert- 
can shipe after the treathes hed been 
ratified. 

‘During his conferences, the presi¢ent 
explained that {t was the universal 
view of European nations that the 
United States had violated the Hay- 
Paunoefote treaty by the exemption 
clause in the Panama canal act. He 
said no official representations to that 
effect had been presented; in fact, that 
there had been no protest from Great 
Britain during the present administra- 
tion, Dut that he knew the impression 
was broadcast in Europe that the 
United States was becoming remiss In 
the keeping of treaty obligations. 

Lines Sharply Drawn. 
In the senate the Hines of damarka- 

tion as'to the foreign polley of the 
government were drawn sharply when 
Senator Chamberlain, of Oregon, sub- 
mitted a general amendment to all 
pending treaties, which would exempt 
from arbitration by The Hague tribu- 
nal the following subjects: 

‘Admieston, of aliens into the United 
Btates. 

‘Admtssion of alien chiidren into the 
schools of the various states. (Involv- 
ing the Japanese quesion on the Pa- 
cific coast.) 

‘All questions arising from the Mon- 
roe doctrine.

Pijecussion of the subject enilvened 
the senate, behind closed doors as it 
has not been moved in many days,.and 
a clash Detween Senators O'Gorman 
and Root, of New York, marked the/| 
climax of heated debate. Senator 
O'Gorman assailed the Carnegie endo 
ment for international peace, of which 
Senator Root is president, declaring 
that its prime motive was # corrupt 
motive. That it did not seek to pro- 
mote international peace but to cry 

international alliano etween 
Great Britain and the United States to 
benefit officials who would profit 
from such a consummation. Senator 
Root, taking the remarks of-his col- 
league as @ personal offense, resented 
them In vigorous language and precipi- 
tated a long discussion. 

Shively Fights for Treaties. 
Senator Shively, acting chairman of 

the foreign relations committee, called 
up the treaties when the senate had 
Foceeded to consideration of executive 

Business, and in a speech outlining the 
tmportance of restoring the relation- 
ship of the United States with other 
great powers of the world, appeal: 
fo the senate to disregard local issues 
for the common welfare. He offered a 
resolution that the treaty with Spain, 
which had expired after five years 
txistence, be extended without amend- 
ment.

The robbers then ordered the train 
crew to stay with the rest of the train 
while they departed with the mall car 
and engine. Two miles further south 
they stopped again. and, going back 
to the mail car, femanded an entrance. 
The five clerks within had suspected 
a hold-up and extinguished the lights. 
However, hearing loud curses and 
threats, the mail clerks, fearing that 
the mail car would be blown up dy 
dynamite, lit up the car and open 
the door. The clerks were unharmed. 

Armed With Pistols. 
As soon as the door was opened 
ung man in dark clothes, 

Jandkerchief covering all of his face 
but his eyes. jumped within the car, 
and two others quickly followed. They 
were armed with nickle-plated pistols, 
t t to be by the clerks of the 
Giwithead type.

ton—Carries $18,947,000. 

Washington, February 19.—Chairman 
Lever, of the hduse committee on agri- 
culture, today completed_and tomorrow 
Will report to. the house the annual 

agricultural appropriation Dill. It ag- 
Bregates $18,947,000, exclusive of per- 
manent appropriations, an increase of 
$960,000 over last year's total. 
Many radical changes a! proposed. 

Including reorganization of ti weath- 

er bureau and preparation by the sec- 
retary of agriculture of a plan for r 
organizing and systematizing depart- 
ment work. The report sets forth that 
the department is “now developed to a 
point where its present system of bu- 
Teau organization has become cumber- 
some, is not as effectively efficient as 
it should be,” and the bill contemplates 
that existing bureaus should be r 
arranged to cover five or six main lines 
of work, such as the research, rural 
organizations, state relations, weather 
and forest services. “ 

For Farm Development. 
‘The bill appropriates $26,000 to en- 

courage agricultural development of 
the reclamation projects through dem- 
onstrations and advice to settlers. An 
Increase of $25,000 over the present.ap- 
propriations is provided for co-opera- 
tion with states in the protection from 
fire of the forested watersheds of navi- 
gable streams, 

The elaborate Mount Weather ob- 
servation station, occupying elghty- 
four acres in. the Blue Ridge moun- 
taina of Virginia, which haa cost, since 

approximately $483,000, would be 
virtually abolished by the bill, the sec- 
retary of agriculture being empowered 
to sell or lease, in whole or in part 
and to maintain there only an “ordi- 
nary” observation station, to cost not 
exceeding $1,000 4 year. “The commit- 
tee and the department hold that the 
special work hereafter carried on at 
Mount Weather can be better perform- 
ed_in the west. 

To increase the benefits from natio: 
al forests, the Dill would authorize the 
Secretary’ of agriculture to rent or 
lease to responsible persons or corpo- 
rations, for not exceeding twenty 
Years, portions of ground for construc- 
Uion ‘of hotels, summer residences, 
Stores or other bulldings for recreation 
or convenience.

Coat of Living Problems.

Villa Accepts Zone Plan.

with General Hugh L. Scott. 

"I am willing to do anything to pro- 
tect the non-combatants,” said Villa 
to the American general. “I would be 
willing to have the battle outside the 
city if the federals would agree, leav- 
ing citizens safe in their homes.”

Beef steak and gravy. The dest steak for 
this {s ‘the reasonable priced flanks ‘as it 
has no waste ‘of bone or gristle. Score it 

; well on both sides after 
removing all the tissue 
and rub flour into ‘th 
cuts and over the entire 
surface. Heat two table- 

spoons of drippings and 
when this smokes place 
thesgteak in it. Cover 
and let it cook until you 
know the flour {s com- 
mencing to brown. Turn 
it now, cover again and 
cook as before. Finish 
cooking slowly. keeping 
the cover over the meat. 
Diah on @ heated platter 
and cover. Make the 
gravy by blending two 
tablespoons of flour 
with \the dripping and 
meat juices in the fry- 
Ing pan. ‘When this 
mixture is smooth ‘pbur 
on @ pint and « half of 
cold milk, or milk and 

cold water, Stir continually until it is as 
thick 2x you like it. If the flour browns 
tao. much -tn.the fat it will not thicken the 
milk, but {f It does not brown a little the 
Sravy will lack the rich flavor you want. 

‘Stuffed corn beef. This is a different way 
of cooking this familiar meat. Select a lean. 
chunky piece and after cooking or soaking 
it in fresh ‘water, to remove the brine, mak: 
several deep*incisfons in it. Fill these cuts 
with bread ‘stuffing. highly seasoned with 
pepper and onion. Tie \the stuffed meat 
tightly in a cloth, dip in vinegar and then 
simmer it in boliing water. Allow twenty 
minutes for each pound of meat Drain well 
defore untying ‘the eloth. 

Boiled salt pork is so often the target 
of the dieticlan’s sharp arrow that no one 
ever admits that the men of the family like 
{t or that they ever cook it for them. but 
cooking teachers know that there are times 
when It is cooked'and eaten heartily, so

Balted pork for boiling should have 
streaks of lean running through !t. Two 
pounds will not be too much for five men 
(young people and women seldom eat it). 
Serape and wash the meat well and put to 
cook in three quarts of cold water, add a 
pinch of soda. At the end of an hour change 
the water, filling up with boiling water from 
the tea kettle. Boil it another hour, then 
place it on a tin in the oven; incline the tin 
40 the grease Will draw away from the meat 
as it tries out. As often as a rust forms 
on the meat. turn {t over until the whole 
outside is crisp. Serve with hot baked po- 
tatoes or other starchy vegetabl: and it 
the men don't like it. 

Curried meats: Put any chopped cold 
meat, fish or fowl in 8 sauce pan with a pint 
of boiling water, cook unt!l the meat {s hot, 
remove it and thicken the liquor with a lit- 
tle flour. Add a teaspoon of curry powder. 
and salt to sult taste. Pour this over the 
meat, or have rice boiled and seasoned and 
add the meat and curry to it 

Ham Balls: Chop cooked hem very fine, 
add other meat or not as you like, mix with 
cracker crumbs and egg. Form into bails 
and roll in flour, fry brown in a Httle butter. 

Scotch Hash: Sometimes called “Ham- 
burg” hash. One pound of chopped raw beet 
browned in m tablespoon of dripping and 
butter, salt and pepper to season and add 
one minced onion and three coid-boiled, diced 
potatoes and @ little parsley cut fine. Cover 
with hot water and simmer ten minutes. Dis- 
solve @ teaspoon of cornstarch in a cup of 
milk and add; cook five minutes longer and 
Serve over hot toast 

STOCKHOLM. 
By GEORGE FITCH

Stockholm, the capital of Sweden, con- 
tains @Pout 400,000 people, almost all of 
whom are related to some one tn Illinois. 
It is situated in the southern part of the 
country on & mass meeting of Islands and 
penisulas and its suburbs are navigable in 
all @irections. 

The ocean traveler. who visits Stockholm, 
leaves the Baltic and travels through flocks, 
swarms and coveys of islands, until he sud- 
denly beholds a handsome city approaching 
rapidly out of the water from around a cor- 
ner of land. This is Stockholm. It puts its 
best foot forward towards the sea, like New 
York. Naples and Venice, but it backs up its 
advertisements with a handsome city behind. 
Stockholm is not cursed with billboards, va- 
cant lots or shanties and hasn't burned 
down for several centuries. 

Stockholm was founded about 790 years 
ago on a small island, and as it grew {t an- 
nexed islands, straits, peninsulas, archipela- 
gos, lakes, rivers and other geographical fea- 
tures with great industry. The city has more 
bridges than Copenhagen, but has not gone 
In for canals and gondolas like Venice. Stock- 
holm has tfo need of canals. It has enough 
water already. The eastest thing in the city 
to find {s water, and the hardest is a street 
that doesn't have to use @ bridge. Most of 
the millionalres of Stockholm are ferrymen. 

Stockholm has broad, fine streets, with 
handsome public buildings on them, and !s as 
well behaved as a young ladies’ seminary In 
America. Very few Swedes have time to 
break the law. They are too busy breaking 
records. Stockholm entertained the Olympaid 
in 1912, and ever since then has been train- 
ing up in @ body for the next meeting. 

‘Ocean steamers come up to Stockholm's 
docks and her factories fill them full of iron, 
steel and safety matches. The city is a sum- 
mer resort for half the year and there are 
near it upwards of a half a million building 

lots, each one reaching down to a sheet of 
water more beautiful than Long Island Sound, 
and not so thickly infested with millionaires. 
There are many quaint and ancient houses in 
Stockholm. and many quaint and ancient cus- 
toms in the city. Its government. for In- 
stance, is honest, and its restaurants serve 
food without tango music. 

The king of Sweden ilves in Stockholm, 
and receives advice dally from citizens as 
he rambles about the streets. Stockholm has 
no skyscrapers, but it has telephones on 
every corner, and polite policemen. 

TRIAL OF 
- CASSIE CHADWICK. 

Ten years ago the Cassie Chadwick 

swindle was unearthed, and the name of this 

queen of female crooks was circulated from 
one end of the country to the other. Pos- 

sibly no other woman in history, unaided and 
alone) save the notorious Madame Hum- 
Dert. of France, was able so thoroughly to 
hoodwink financiers as to be able to borrow 

& million dollars with no vistble security. 
At the time Mrs. Chadwick was fifty 

years old, without physical charm or intel- 
lectual attainment, and yet she secured from 
bank presidents and hard-headed men of 
affairs, hundreds of thousands of dollars 
with only the whispered “confidence” that 
she Was the Illegitimate daughter of & promi- 
nent American millionaire as security. 

The “frenzied financiering” of © je was 
the means of bringing one man to an un- 
timely death, Ianded another in prison, and 
dealt ruin to hundreds who had deposited 
their money in the Citizens’ National Bank 
of Oberlin, Ohio, The story of her career 

reads like a tale from the “Arabian Nights.” 
Mrs. Chadwick claimed that she had 

holdings of millions in securities, and on 
the strength of her statement she was able 
to borrow hundreds of thousands with ease. 
To lend strength to her relationship claim 
with a steel king, Mrs, Chadwick said she 

had ten millions in steel stocks, built up 
from an original fortune of $500,000 by him. 

The Chadwicks li in great sty on 
Euclid a@veaue, Cleveland, Cassie be- 
stowed gifts on everybody she me in con- 
tact with. One day she went to the most 
prominent piano rooms In the city and or- 
dered eight pianos which she sent around to 
the houses of her friends as a delicate com- 
Pliment. On one occasion she took a dozen 
girls on a trip to Europe and paii all the 
expenses, and in Paris she had miniatures 
painted of each member of the party. 

There was not a tradesman in Cleveland 
who was not delighted when Mrs, Chadwick 
came into his store. She dressed her cook 
in sealakin, and when she would go driv- 

ing she would call for three or four car- 
riages and take the one that most pleased 
her fastidious taste on that occaslon 

For several years previous to her aristo- 
cratic life in Cleveland the woman had been 
living at various places under the alias of 
Madame De Vere and Mrs. Hoover, Under 
the former name she was arrested on a 
charge of forgery and served a term in 

prison. 
After a period in which her movements 

were not easlly followed she met and mar- 
ried Dr. Leroy S Chadwick. Just how much 
her husband knew of her past life did not 
appear. The person who startel the ex- 
posure of Mrs. Chadwick was a Uoston capit- 
alist, Herber N. Newton, from whom she and 
her husband had borrowed a tarke sum of 
money and failed to repay it. He sued her 
for the recovery. Almost simultanecus with 
this suit came the collapse of the “berlin 
bank under the weight of the adwick 
paper in its vaults. The notes the pank had 
indorsed for her aggregated $1.250.00. 

‘When Mrs. Chadwick found that exposure 
was forthcoming she left Cleveland and de- 
teetiv were placed on her track and she 
was arrested in New York clty in her apart- 
ments at the Hotel Breslin on December 27, 

1904. The charge was conspiracy with the 
president and cashier of the Citizens’ Na- 
tional Bank of Oberlin to defraud that in- 
stitution.. She was arraigned the following 
morning and ball was fixed at $15,000. Un- 
able to secure ball, she was taken to the 
Tombs. On December 12 she was twice in- 
dicted by the grand jury for forgery, and 
the following day she was taken from New 
York to Cleveland, where she was landed in 

ail. 
; Mrs. Chadwick's trial began in Cleveland 
on March 6, 1905, with Andrew Carnegie 

present, whom she had claimed as her 
father in order to secure money. The trial 

continued until March 11. The first day the 
accused collapsed and on the final day, when 
she was being led away to her cell she tried 
to break away from the officers, crying “Let 
me go: I'm not guilty The jury found her 
guilty on seven counts, each one of which 
carried with it a penalty: of two years’ im- 
prisonment and a fine of $10,000. 
“Mra. Chadwick was sentenced on March 

to ten years in the Ohio state peniten- 

tiary by Judge Robert V. Taylor. The queen 
of female swindlers served about two years 
and a half of her sentence, when she died 
in the woman's ward of the Ohio penitentiary 
on October 10, 1907. It was the closing page 
in the life of a woman who had had one of 
the most remarkable careers of any woman 
that the criminal world had thua far to 
contend with

‘The boat-hull construction lends itself to 
endless modifications and improvements, 
especially in the important matters of size 
Gra weight. The alr-and-land machine— 
what the French call a geavion—has been 
given a iitting eapacity that even a year ago 
would have been thought a wild dream. An 
aeroplane has lifted three tons into the air 

And flown with that welght for no brief time, 
‘This 1s the seven-passenger aerobus bullt by 
the Russian Sykorsky, fitted with four Argus 
motors of 100 horsepower each. and weighing 
in itself net 2,700 kilos, that has flown, with 

its cabin holding seven passengers, for an 
hour and seven minutes. On another flight 
it covered 90 kilometers at an altitude of 
12,000 feet with five passengers. It will be 

equipped with guns when the Russian gov- 
ernment, that has acquired it, fits it for pur- 
poses of warfare. Such facts as these pre- 
pare the mind for a constant increase in size 
and strength in the alr-and-water type, 
especially flying-boats intended for naval

FOR 5,000 RAIL WORKERS 
Increase Will Cost the Burling- 

ton System About $100,- 

000 a Year. 

Chicago, February 19.—Increasea in 
wages approximating $100,000 annual- 
ly were granted taday five thousand 
trainmen of the Chicago, Burlington 
and Quincy railroad by a bonrd of ar- 

three months. The award granted full 
payment for all services performed, 
but denied requests for extra payments 
for services incidental to regular 
duties. No reductions in pay were 
made. A minimum wage per month 
was established for the first time for 
passenger trainmen, and is as follows: 

Conductors, $184.20; — bagsaxemen, 
$80.85; brakemen and flagmen, $74.80. 
The minimum pay for Chicago subur- 
ban trainmen was increased to the fol- 
lowing: Conductors, 4112.80; collect- 
ors, $85; brakemen, §72. 
Among other awards aro: 
Trainmen must be paid for lost time 

through the failure of the company to 
call them for service. 

Passenger trainmen are relieved of 
work in connection with their trains 
at terminals, where yardmen and car 
inspectors ate employed.
