Plans are veing drawn tor the Sea- 
board now for these improvements of 
the Atlanta freight haridling facilities 
of the road, it will be about six or 
eight months before these plans are 
complete, sald Mr. Harahan, and the 
work of construction will begin imme- 

diately thereafter. 

Mr. Harahan stated that his road ht 
in view a site for the new freight ter 
minals, but would not disclose its loot 
tion now for the reason that the des 

for the purchase of the property “has 
not yet been closed, 

‘The improvements will consist of 
two freight depots on the single site. 
It will be equipped with ample sidings 
end truck ways. 

“Atlanta is one of the best points on 

our entire system.” said Mr. Harahan, 
“and the road is anxious for that rea- 

gon to improve its facilities here just 

as early as possible. Atlanta 1s a good 
town and a growing town. I find it is 

improved very appreciably since I was 
through here a year ago. You have 
two new skyscrapers and two new ho- 
tels, I notice, and I am informed that 
there are plans for several more large 
buildings in the near future.” 

Mr. Harahan and several other offi- 
clals of the Seaboard are on a tour of 
inspection of the road. They came to 
‘Atlanta form Norfolk and will so from 
‘Atlanta to Birmingham this morning. 
Mr. Harahan stated that he finds the 
crop conditions in the south much bet- 
ter than last year, especially in the 
neighborhodd of Atlanta.

a fire protective system and will ex- 
pend a sum at least equal to that ex- 
pended by the government.

‘I wish you would give the captain 
this little pamphlet," sald Senator Ba- 
con. “I have crossed on his ship sev- 
eral times, and seen hanging at the 
head of the main stairway a large 
painting of the Great Western, with 
the inscription that it was the first 
steamship to cross the ocean.” 

Judge Bartlett promised to set the 
captain right, and put the docu- 
mentary proof in the ship's Mbrary. 
The book contains a reprint of the 
senate debate on June 14, 1910, in 
which the controversy as to which 
steamship le entitled to the credit of 
being the premier ocean carrier was 
fought out between Senator Bacon, 
Senator Money, of Mississippi, and Sen- 
ator Gallinger, of New Hampshire. 
Later Senator’ Gallinger produced 
picture of the City of Savannah, which 
is made the frontispiece in the book. 
“The City of Savannah was oom- 

manded by Captain Moses Rogers,” gald 
Senator Bacon, in the debate 

“She was built in New York and 
failed on March 28, 1819. Arriving in 
Savannah after a passage af six days, 
she sailed thence to Liverpool in 
eighteen days. 
“When entering St. George channel, 

off the elty of Cork, she was descried 
by the commander of the British feet 
lying inthe harbor, She was though by 
him to be on fire, because of the vol- 
ume of smoke ascending from her. He 
dispatched two cutters to her relieZ 
She was greeted by thousands of per: 
sons on ther arrival at Liverpool.” 

Senator Money, of Mississipp! re- 
plied that his recollection was that the 
firet ship to cross was the Great Weat- 
ern. Senator Bacon then read from 
the Universal Cyclopedia and Atlas 
that Robert Fulton's “Clearmont” was 
the first steamboat built. Tt ran from 
New York to Albany in Atigust, ‘1807, 
making 6 miles an hour on the trip. 
John Stevens, of New York, who ante- 
dated Fulton in makin; 
steam engineering, built smaller ves: 
sels in 1804 and 1805, which proved 
that his deasof steam navigation were 
sound. His first steamboat, The Phoe- 
nix, was completed In 1807 shortly 
after the Clearmont. As Robert Ful- 
ton and Robert R. Livingston had ob- 
talned a monopoly on the Hudson river 
and Long Island sound, Stevens and 
his sons placed their boats on the Del- 
aware and the Connnecticut. The first 
steamboat in Great Britain was the 
Comet, 40 feet long and built in 1812 
to navigate the Clyde, 

In the senate debate Senator Money 
insisted that the City of Savannah was 
a sailing ship both before and after 
her voyage In 1819. He sald she only 
carried 75 tons of coal and 28 cords of 
wood, and that her engines were only 
working eighty hours on the entire 
trip of twenty-nine days. 
“Wer paddles could be taken out and 

laid on the deck,” said Senator Money, 
“and her main ‘reliance was on her 
sails. Her salling record was not al 
together unlike an individual who oc- 
casionally enjoys a lucid interval.”

Of course, e 
farmers in the upper sectione:.ofthe 
cotton belt have finished sowing: oats, | 
wheat and rye, but-in the andy 
lower sections most of them. are “now 
about to get busy. . 

Sowing Wheat. i 
I have more than once expressed. 

the decided conviction that the climate 
and sojl of the south—of the cotton re- 
sion at least—are not sufficiently well 
adapted to the Froving of wheat, te 
Justity sowing it at all, not, even 
small area to meet the family demand 
for flour. .Indeed, the small..quantity 
required for home use is one of the 
Teasons why It is not adviseble:to sow 
reer. Another reason Is the fact that 
we have not modern mills to proper! 
grind the grain into flour. sé ae 

But I still claim that the northern 
or Piedmont regions of Virginta, the 
Carolinas, Georgia and Alabama 
ought to produce a bountiful supply 
of wheat for the whole populations of 
these states. Florida, Mississipp!, Ala- 
bama, Loulslana and ‘the southern part 
of Texas might well be excused from 
growing this cereal. Of course, the 
remaining states of the south will 
be well within the zone ofoprofitable 
production. Taken altogether, the en. 
tire southern states should supply 
their own population and a, good many 
million bushels for export to other 
states and foretgn countries, 

The first week or ten days In No- 
vamber is about the best time for sow- 
ing wheat in the heart of the south. 

Practical wheat-growers have long 
since found out that It is not advi 
ble to eow on a soil deeply broken just 
before sowine. The work of: preparing 
the soil should have been done a month 
or more in ‘advance of sowing.so that 
It will have been somewhat compacted 
by two or three rains. Where this has 
not been possible the surface, three or 
four inches, may be pressed down by 
the use of @ heavy roller just ahead 
of the drill that puts In the seed wheat. 
By all means, if practicable, sow with 
& regular grain drill. The old-time 
method of sowing broadcast on top of 
the soil whether done by hand or ma. 
chine, and then plowing or harrowing 
lt under, should be relegated to the 
past. 

The best plan for wheat in the mid- 
dle south is a high, dry, well-drained 
soll, gray at surface it may be, with 
& good clay subsoil close by, A rich 
soil is not pest, but one of moderate 
fertillty and fertilized Iberally, using 
300 to 500 pounds per acre of the same 
formula used for oats. 

Sowing Oats. 
No apology is offered for so tre. 

quently urging on farmers the sow!n, 
of oats, for I believe this grain shoul 
be considered equal in importance to 
corn. This is because it is really a 
more valuable feed crop for all work 
stock and young animals, and I con- 
sider tt a moro certain crop, than Is 
corn an@ far more easily grown. In 
all the southern half of the cotton re. 
sion {t {s not too late to sow. Be sure 
to get some strain of rust-proof seed, 
sow In open furrows and fertilize lib:

teeth and toena! 
So the difference between one farmer

A farmer who 
sticks to the same plows and cultivat- 
ing and harvesting implements used 
by his great-grandfather finds it im- 
possible to succeed in his vocation so 
well. as another farmer, who wisely 
and judiciously adopts every material 
improvement @s soon ag practicable. 
This is the most remarkable age in 
history, remarkable for wonderful dis 
coveries and wonderful labor-saving 
Implements, machinery and methods.
