AGED SKULL TENDS 
TO SHOW THAT-APE 
SPRANG FROM MAN 

New York, November 14. 
Williams, of London, an 
thority gn, anthropology and geology, 
arrived today from Liverpool with 
teen skulls of pre-historic man, one of 
which he estimated to be 500,000 years 
old. This skull wae found by work- 
men near Folkestone, d, in 
strata that dated back prior to the 
pleistocene era and its existence and 
discovery have confirmed Dr. Williams 
in the belief that mankind is at least 
half a million years old. 

Dr. Williams said — the finding of 
these ancient skulls and other human 
bones did not disprove, in his opinion, 
the popular theory of evolution, but al- 
tered it in some degree. Instead of 
man being a descendant of the ape, 
Mr. Williams said, these skulls tend to 

‘confirm the belief that the anthropoid 
ape was an offshoot of primitive man. 
One of the cnief distinctions between 
these skulls and those of the ape, he 
said, was in the teeth.

committee. Senator Hitchcock and the

Arrangements probably will be made 

tomorrow to send both bills to the sén- 
ate for consideration some time next 
week,

vides for a system of eight’ regional 
banks, to be capitalized ‘by enforced 
subscriptions from the national banks 
of the country, with unlimited powers 
of rediscount and currency issue and 
the power to hold reserves, the entire 
system to be under the control: of a 
federal reserve board.

every description, are likely to make. To

played with, they are not likely to be ina 
coneiliatory humor, or one that will induce 
them to listen to the suggestions of a com-

clinching argumeat in favor of compulsory 
arbitration, As it is now, the people and the 

business of a great territory are threatened 

with a raflroad strike.

In the long run, the ulti- 

mate consumer will pay the freight in in- 
creased rates to pay for higher wages and 

lost time. 
At the very outset when dissatisfaction

JUDGE CLEMENTS’ SERVICE.

Judge Judson C. Clements, of Geor;ia, as 

an interstate commerce commissioner. Ac- 

cording to Washington dispatches it now 

seems probable that Judge Clements will be 
succeeded by ex-Governor R, B, Glenn, of 
North Carolina. 

Our correspondent states that the age 

of Mr. Clements, who {s 67, militated large- 
ly against him ‘n the mind of the president. 
Yet there ‘are men older than he in the 
public service, discharging their duties ef- 

fectually. And it is of record that Judge 

Clements is singularly vigorous. Perhaps 

the true explanation is found in the fact 
that Governor Glenn threatens to oppose 
Senator Overman, of North Carolina, for re- 
election. And it is likely democratic poll- 

cies need the support of Overman in the 

senate. Such maneuvers are sometimes 
imperative to materialize party programs. 

But {t is unfortunate that Judge Clements 
should have been sacrificed to the crisis. 

Not only has he done the country signal 
service, but he is also one of the best 

equipped members of the commission, 

which, at this critical juncture in railroad 
affairs, needs all the expert advice it can 

muster. 
The way in which the commissioner's 

colleagues regard his ability is shown in the 

fact that only a few days ago they waited 
on President Wilson and begged him to 

reappoint Judge Clements. Such tributes 

are not given a man every day.

If the corn club boys of the state can be 
interested in cattle raising Georgia will have 

taken a far step in keeping at home the 
millions of dollars now sent abroad for meat 

products. The boys have shown what they 
can do in corn culture. They have respond- 

ed splendidly to the call of the new agri- 

culture. They should, and we believe they 

will, make as good or better a showing at 

the matter of raising cattle. 
Mr. White has often testified that all that 

is needed to develop a splendid cattle indus- 
try in this state is to import into each 
county one or two good thoroughbred bulls 
to breed to the native cows. One sire of fine 
beef strain will eventually bring up the 

stock in the entire community.- The occu- 
pation ts fascinating, equally fascinating as 

corn culture, and in the long run just as 
profitable. 

Since the two pursuits go together, and 
since both bear materially on the new and 
highly-specialized system of farming, Mr. 

White hes started the ball rolling in the 
most practical fashion. It is to the interest 

of business men generally of Georgia to 4 
co-operate with him.

The American hen failed lamentably to 

respond to the policy of protection applied 

to encourage her industry. There have not 

been eggs enough to go around at a rea- 

sonable price for some years. In the season 
of natural plenty the benevolent cold stor 
age corporations are unable to lay by a 
quantity sufficient to supply the demand in 
the molting season. Eggs now in the mar- 

ket, for the most part, are not laid but de- 
livered by freight. “Early Aprils” are In 

much favor. There ts talk of fetching eggs 
from Siberia, Denmark or Norway. Cases 
are reported being rushed over the ocean 
at this moment from Germany and Austria 
Now is the time to contract for foreign eggs 
to be laid away in cold storage next spring, 
or to speculate in them. The Underwood 
tariff has revised the schedule downward. 
Dealings in foreign futures are encouraged 
accordingly. Will the American hen ever

Our Diplomatic Service 

At Its Lowest Ebb 

(From The Providence Journal.) 
James Davenport Whelpley, an experi- 

enced and capable observer, who has re- 
cently returned from a long journey of in- 
vestigation in foreign countries, gives it as 
his opinion that the diplomatic service of 
the United States Is now at its lowest ebb. 
“Our Digorganized Diplomatic Service” is the 
title of his article in the November number 
of The Century. This service has never been 
what it should be, though it ‘nas always 
enjoyed, the presence of distinguished men. 
We have usually been fortunate, for exam- 
ple, in our ministers aad ambassédors to 
Great Britain; and of late years most of our 
diplomatic representatives in South America 
have been well qualified for their positions, 
But there are two reasons, as Mr. Whelpley 
points out, why as a whole it is inferior to 
the services of other nations. “The first of 
these,” he says, “lies in the fact that the 
diplomatic corps is a footpalt of the politi- 
clans and a victim of amateurish experi- 
ments in statecraft. The second reason lies 
in the lack of a continuous forelgn policy 
on the part of the American government.” 
These conditions, bad in themselves, are ag- 
gravated when a new administration makes 
sweeping changes In the service. Mr. Whelp- 
ley 18 emphatic in his remarks on the pres. 
ent situation: 

AL no time in the recent history of the 
state department has the American dipio- 
matic service been In a state of such utter 
disorganization and ineffectiveness ag at 
present. important posts remain vacant; in 
many others the American representatives 
are literally sitting on their trunks, 1gno- 
rant of their possipie fate, unable to make 
plans for the future, and unsuccessful, after 
repeated effort, in exiracting trom Washing- 
ton any word as tb what is guing to hap- 
pen. . Past services have counted tur 
hothing In changes that have been made, 
and the new men have not been sent to any 
particular place because of the special re- 
quirements Of that piace, but because of the 
wishes om importance of the man himseli, 
This clserganization has now extended even 
0 the sec! si os these 8 Of the embassies and 

The weak spot in the record of the Wil- 
son administration, Indeed, has been its 
dealings with the diplomatic service. How 
much of the blame should be imputed to 
the president and how much to the secre- 
tary of Staee does not now matter. It is 
at least a fair assumption that if Mr. Bryan 
had been less interested in his chautauqua 
lectures and more in his duties at Wash- 
ington the record would have been different. 
True, the habit of playing politics with the 
service is not a new one, and every admin. 
istration has indulged in it more or less. 
At the same time, the two previous admin- 
istrations made honest efforts to recognize 
the principle of security of tenure and pro- 
motion for creditable work. Their aim should 
not have been undone by the reckless dis. 
placement of tried officials by untried. Fur- 
thermore, if Mr. Whelpley is right, the loote 
ing has not been accomplished effectively; 
everything is at sixes and sevens, and no 
one knows what Mr. Bryan really intends

* a conditton of affairs like this is thor- 
oughly reprehensible. The United States is 
Young prestige in the far east, in South 
America, in the Orient. by a ‘vacillating 
policy insplred by no definite aim. Never 
Std we need more the assistance of skilled

“The World's Mysteries i 
WAS AMERICA KNOWN TO THE'ANCIENTS? 

Many attempts have been made for years 
to try to conclude, from some of the lines 
from the gncient writers, that they were 
familar with the existence of the Western 
Hemisphére. Those investigators who have 
made a close study of the subject have gone 
as far back as Theopompus, « learned bis» 
torian and orator, who flourished in the time 
of Alexander the Great. In a book entitled 
“Thaumasia”, he gives a dialogue detween, 
Silenus and Midas, in which the former says 
to the latter, after much supplementary con- 
versatlon, that Europe, Asia and Africa are 
but islands suyrounded on all sides by the 
sea: but that there was a continent. sit- 
uated beyond there, which was of immense 
dimensions, even without limits; and that 
it was so luxuriant as to produce animals 
of prodigious magnitude; and men grew 
to double the height of themselves and that 
that had many great cities: that gold and 
silver was there in vast quantities, ete 

And yet another writer, ‘Hanno, who 
flourished when the Carthaginians were in 
their greatest prosperity, the best account 

of whom is to be found in Marlana’s “His- 
tory of Spain." He is supposed to have 
lived about 800 years before the Christian 
era. He was an officer of great enterprise, 
having sailed around and explored the coast 
of Africa, wet out from the Pillars of Her- 
cules, now called the Straits of Gibraltar, 
and salled westward thirty days. Hence it 
is inferred by many that he must have vis- 
ited America or some of its islands. He 
wrote a book, which he entitled “Periplus,” 
giving an account of his voyages, which was 
translated and published about 1633 in 
Greek. 

Diodorus Siculus says that some “Phoeni- 
clans were cast upon a most fertile Island 
opposite to Africa.” This writer lived 100 
years before Christ. Islands lying west 
of Europe and Africa are certainly men- 
tioned by Horace and Homer. They were 
called Atlantides, and were supposed to be 
about 10,000 furlongs from Africa.

THE MOON OF NUTS. 
Nut bread is very rich and Is well liked 

by lovers of good eating. I use American 
or black walnuts for it and find it sweeter 

than when’ made with 
the English walnut. 
Make a bread sponge as 
usual, but add a cup of 
scalded white gorn meal 
to the flour before put- 
ting in the yeast. In 
the morning work It 
down and incorporate & 
cup of chopped nut ker- 
nels to every loaf of 
bread that you plan to 
make. Shape and put 
in well greased bread 
pans to rise. Bake in 
@ moderate oven. 

‘Vegetarians all look 
to nuts to furnish them 
with meat substitutes 
for, with the exception 
of chestnuts, they are 
all rich in oil. 

Nut butter is liked 
by all persons fond of 
a rich spread, with the 

help of a food chopper it is easily made at 
home. and finer in flavor than the commer- 
cial article. The principal reason for mak- 
ing them at home, however, is to have them 
fresh, as these butters are sold in stores at 
a lower price than we can purchase the 
nuts and make them. 

You need not use all peanuts, but these 
usually form the base; pecans and Brasil 
nuts make a splendid addition, Use the 
finest knife in the food chopper and put the 
nuts through twice, season with salt, and 
a tiny bit of pepper the second time, if 
the butter is to be used immediately a few 
drops of cream may be added. 

Nut croquettes are favorites with those 
persons who cannot indulge in fried tood 
as they are baked. Rice is used for the 
base in the place of cream sauce; if it is 
too dry moisten with the yolk of an egg. 
A half cup of walnut kernels is used with 
each cup of rice, but more or less will not 
injure the result. Shape the croquettes and 
roll them in well buttered crumbs. Bake 
in a very hot oven until the outside is a 
nice golden brown.

Not only these passages from the an- 
clent authors have been cited and moderns, 
but many more, though less to the point, 
to show that in some way or other America 
must have been peopled from some of the 
eastern continents. Almost every country 
has claimed the honor of having been its 
first discoverer and, hence, the progenitor 
of the Indian:

Homer kept on composing more poetry. 
and putting it to music until he cowld sing 
seven or eight hours.at one sitting on the 
same poem. Each year he drew larger audi- 
ences, and some of the magazines were con- 
sidering taking up his stuff, when he finaliy 
died of old age and inflammatory rheuma- 
tism, caused by sleeping on the rocky hill- 
ssides of Thrace in the late fall, witha tooe 
Well ventilated mantle for a quilt, 

‘After Homer died, the people missed him 
and they began to dig out copies of. his 
poems which he sometimes sold for 2 night's 
lodging. The poems read so well that lit- 
erary critics began to praise Homer, and 
within a few years he was the greatest poet 
of his times. His fame kept growing until 
Grecian towns were compelled by law to 
read his works at certain festivals, and

We MAST KEEP EAT 
ATH AS, SAYS TAFT 

Only Danger of War Is in Our 
justice, Declares For- / 
mer President. 

Washington, November 14.—Assert- 
ing that the Japanese government hed 
faithfully lived up to its treaty ob- 
ligations by keeping Sts coolie labor 

e'from American shores, former Pres! 
dent Taft, in an address before the 
National Geographic society here to- 
night, declared that the United States 
government must keep faith with J 
pan by not discriminating against its 
people. - “And,” he said, “no matter 
what the reckless and injust acts of 
thoughtless people in California or 
elsewhere may be, they should be re- 
‘strained. 

Before a distinguished gathering of 
scientists and government officials, the 

former president scouted the probabll- 
ity of war between Japan and the 
United States, saying {t was the last 
thing the statesmen of Japan desired. 

“The only danger of a war,” he add- 
ed, “is in our injustice to-the Japa- 
nese, They are fighting the baitle for 
trade and not for conquest or further 
|acquisition of territory, at iéast in this 
jdirection. All we have to do to avold 
other than business rivalry is to treat 
them as we would wish to be treated,” 

War an Idle Dream 
Critics who have spoken of the prob- 

ability of an armed conflict between 
the two countries and of the landing 
of @ great Japanese force on the Call- 

fornia coast, the speaker declared, pro- 

ceed on an assumption that never in 
fact will be realized. 

“The transportation of any army 

9.000 miles across the trackless waste 
of the Pacific, with all the chances of 
attack upon the troop ships that would’ 
have to carry them," he said, “is an 

idle dream apd the Japanese would 
not deal in idle dreams, even if they 
coveted our country, ag they do not.” 

Mr. Taft spoke of Japan as a great 
power, and sald it is in the interest 
of the civilization of the world that 
America and its people keep on good 
terms with Japan. 

The Philippine Problem. 

Speaking of the Philippine problem 
My. Taft declared it would take at 
least two generations for the Filipinos 
to become fitted for self-government, 
and said: that for the American gov- 
ernment to promise within any definite 
time to give them independence was 
“very foolish. 

“It would be a failure in duty to 
|them,” he said; “it would be a failure 
on our part in maintaining the self- 
respect that we ought to have in dis- 
charging @ responsibility that has 
come to us under circumstances we 
could not control and which we are 
quite able to discharge with compara- 
tively small effort.
