But when 
certain influential women in this 
country escape from indefinite- 
ness and explain thelr sympathy 
with Mrs. Pankhurst and the 
militants in a phrase which {s 
now becoming common, “The 
Jaws are different in England,” a 
man like myself, reasonably fa- 
miliar with British law, begs for 
enlightenment. 

In what respect to British laws 
press more hardly upon British 
women than American laws upon 
American women in the States 
where women are still unenfran- 
chised? 

An Important Matter, 
‘This matter Is important. Here 

is Mrs, Pankhurst pledging her- 

self not to advocate militant 

methods in this country, and 

American women pouring money 
into her hands for the purpose of 
financing militant methods in 
England, alleging as the reason 
why they themgelves will not be- 
come “militant* fh America while 
they want women in Engiand to 
burn houses, wreck trains, throw 
hatchets and explode dynamite 
bombs—alleging as the reason 
why they should keep themselves 
safe while other women endure 
imprisonment and torture—that 
“the laws are different in Eng- 
land.” It fs @ fair question: 
‘What laws? 

With one reply the distin- 
guished ladies referred to will be 
ready: The divorce laws are un- 
equal and bad. They are. About 
this there is no dispute. An 
Englishman can divorce his wife 
for an offense for which she can 
not divorce him. And tn my view 
this admits of no defense. 

Yet the explanation ts easy. 
‘The Engtishman fs conststent and 
he has the courage—it mar be, 
the brutal courage—of his con- 
victions. The law to which the 
American man submits {s better 
than the man’s own convictions. 
It ts the secret belief of nine out 
of ten men in America that there 
{8 one law of morality for men 
and another for women. He con- 
dones tn himself and in his own 
son that which he would neither 
condone nor tolerate in his wits 
or hi daughter. He has to sub- 
mit to equal divorce laws; Dut the 
average man is easily confident 
that what ts for his wife a crime 
is for himself a trivial affatr, 

The Englishman expresses In 
his law his deep convictions of the 
generations. He holds that an 
offense {s a worse offense when 
committed by a wife than when 
committed by a husband. And ro 
he makes his divorce law unequal. 

No Second Instance. 
‘Yet the sense of humor is not 

extinct in America. And it will 
not be seriously held that this in- 
equatity in the Iaws of divorce 
constitutes that “difference” 

outrage and a recourse to dyna- 
mite bombs!

the election of District Counctia, 
both rural and urban; Parish 
Councils, County Councils, Boards 
of Guardians, Town and City 
Councils, Unmarried women may 
be elected to these bodies: they 
may sit as Clty Councilors or 
County Counctlors; they may be 
Aldermen; they may be Mayors 
of cities, 

In London marriage does not 
disqualify, How is this, as com- 
pared with the 89 States of the 
American Union which have not 
onfranchised their women? 

One of the most efficient mem- 
bers of the City Counct! of Man- 
chester 1s Miss Margaret Ashton. 
Where is the woman member of 
the Atlanta Board of Aldermen? 
Women vote if they possess the 

qualification which entitles men 
to vote. There ts no such thing 
as manhood suffrage in England, 
‘There are some milifons of Brit- 
ish men who have no vote. There 
are innumerable “qualifications,” 
but—again broadiy—what qualf- 
fies a man to vote is the fact that 
he 1s a householder—not the fact 
that he is a male person of adult 
age. And British law does not alu 
low two votes for one “qualifica~ 
tion;” that is to say, the same 
tenancy can not entitle two per- 
sont to vote. So, if the house is 
in the name of the husband, he 
has the vote, If ft is in the name 
of the wife, she has it. 

In Scotland ownership, ag well 
as occupation, qualifies, So that 
@ woman who owns house 
bringing in an annual rental of 
£4 ($20) in counties and £10 
(350) in cities 18 enfranchised for 
all the purposes I have named, 
just as a man fs. Where fs the 
State in the Union, not havin 
vet enfranchised its women, 
which concedes so much? 

Who Will Say ‘‘Yes?’ 
‘Women can not vote for the 

election of members of Parlia~ 
ment. It is for this, the Parlla- 
mentary franchise, that they are 
fighting. They might have been 
voting to-day but for Mrs, Pank- 
hurst and the militants. Dr. 
Anna Shaw regrets Mrs, Pank- 
hurst’s visit to this country, be- 
cause she believes that harm has 
already been done by the violence 
of British militants to the cause 
of woman suffrage here, She be- 
Neves that more and greater 
harm may be done, 

‘The militants began thetr work 
more than seven years ago, What 
have they gained? And what are 
they Ikely to gain? Mr. B V, 
Lucas, in his “Mr. Ingleside,” rep~ 
resents a member of Parliament 
as suggesting mildly that women 
who “persecute and vilify and 
assault statesmen are not prow 
viding the best credentials as re 
sponsible electors.” Dr, Anne 
Shaw ts afraid that women here 
who applaud them and find 
mohey for them may impress 
American men in the eame way 
And this M. P., or Mr, Lucas tor 
him, puts the objection clearly:
