Two developments calculated to have 
diametrically opposite effects on the sit- 
uation occurred Monday morning to en- 
liven interest in the appointment of a 
United States senatof by Governor Sla- 
ton, for the ad interim term occasioned 
by the death of the late Senator Bacon. 
Clark Howell, editor of the Atlanta Con- 

stitution, friend and adyiser of the gov-, 

emor, returned to the city, and J. R, 
Smith wrote to the governor formally 
presenting the name of ex-Governor 
Joseph M. Brown as the most. available 
man for the vaeaney. Mr, Smith was 
Governor Brown's campaign manager in 

all of his races before the people. 
Mr. Howell had no statement to make 

ipon his return, He preferred first to 
familiarize ‘himself with the situation 
before commenting, and it is probable 
that, after wading through some four or 
five hundred letters of indorsement, he 
will see the governor for a conference 
that may have a very important bearing 
on the result.

The news of Mr. Howell's return to 

Atlanta was welcomed generally ‘by: the 
politicians who have besieged the gov- 
ernor since the funeral of Senator Ba- 
con.

Benton Incident Uppermost 
in Minds of General Public 

(By Associated Press.) 
WASHINGTON, Feb. 23.—The Mexi- 

can situation, especially the somewhat 
tense aspect which it has assumed as a 
result of the execution by General Villa, 
the rebel leader, of William S. Benton, 
a British subject, continued uppermost 
in the public mind here today. 

Detailed reports concerning General 
Villa’s explanation to American Consul 
Edwards at Juarez were due to reach 
here by mail today. Judgment is to be 
seserved by the American government 
until other details sought by indepen- 
dent investigation are recelved. 

In the meantime the feeling of appre- 
hension for the safety of Gustav Bauch, 
Roger Lawrence and an Englishman 
named Cutis, as well as other missing 
foreigners, served to emphasize the ex- 
tent to which the United States govern- 
ment had become involved in obtaining 
protection for foreign residents in Mex- 
ico. 

Especially difficult is the task of the 
American government in undertaking to 
care for foreigners in northern Mexico, 
where European powers have no con- 
sular representatives. One direct effect 
of this is that although Benton was an 
Englishman the United States feels 
called upon to render to Great Britain a 
full, explanation of the circumstances 
under which he met death. 

Talk of armed intervention, possible 
speeches in the senate by those who 
favor a drastic policy and a general ag- 
itation is again in the air. Administra- 
tion officials realize that the situation 
is fraught with-all sorts of possibilities 
in which the unexpected often plays a 
vital part. 

Administration leaders in congress 
were confident today that they would be 
supported by the majority of the Dem- 
ocrats as well as by many Republicans 
in their efforts to keep the question 
within the councils ef the senate for- 
eign relations committee and the execu- 
tive department of the government. Dis- 
position of most senators seemed to be 
to leave the question in the hands of 
President Wilson and Secretary Bryan.

“SHEET TROUBLE DELAYED! 
(No Prospects in Sight at Pres- 

ent of Deadlock Being 
Broken 

Mayor Woodward at the instance ot 
Chairman Humphrey of the finance 
committee decided Monday morning not 
td Call a special meeting of council on 
the finance sheet for 3 o'clock Monday 
afternoon as he had. intended. 

‘The. mayor said he might call a spec- 
jal meeting later In the week and con- 
tinue to call daily special meetings until 
the row over the finance sheet was 
settled. But for the present he said he 
would make.nd. move. 
Chairman Humphrey declared Monday 

that “he would make no overtures to 
the aldermen who are holding up the 
finance sheet for the purpose of ascer- 
taining exactly what amendments they 
want. 
From the aldermen it was learned that 

they are in the same frame of mind, 
They claim they have substituted onc 
list of amendments to Chairman Hum-~ 
phrey and that he declined to consider 
them. They further claim that the list 
of amendments to the sheet introduced 
in the general council-and voted down 
represented their wishes. 

This combination of attitudes, on the 
part of Chairman Humphrey on the 
one hand, the aldermen on the other. 
means that no agreeme.:t on the sheet 
is yet in sight. 

So far'as both Sidés of the controversy 
are inclined, at.the present time, there 
is no prospect of the deadlock ever bi 
ing broken. “Tt would be possible, per- 
haps, for the departments of the city 
to continue to operate for the balance 
of the year without a finance sheet.

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TRADE COMMISSION BILL 
TAKEN UP BY COMMITTEE 

President Wilson's Views Are 
Expected to Prevail in Draft- 

ing Important Measure 

(By Associated Press.) 
WASHINGTON, Feb. 23.—Work of 

‘rafting an interstate trade commission 
bill for the administration trust legisla- 
tion program was undertaken today by 
® house interstate commerce subcom- 
mittee. Representative Covington, of 
Maryland, chairman, was ready with 
data for use as the basis of the draft. 

The views of President Wilson, who 
has indicated that the trade commission 

bill is first in importance among the 
proposed measures, are expected to pre- 
vail in the bill which the subcommittee 
drafts. It {8 proposed to give 
only big business subjects to the juris- 
diction of the trade commission, but how 
a limit shall be fixed is still to be de- 
ided. 
The president has suggested the dif- 

ficulty of framing a limitation in terms 
of dollars and that it might be imprac- 
ticable to exempt all concerns under 
$5,000,000 capitalization from the com- 
mission's. inquisitorial powers. 
Some of the main ‘provisions likely to 

be embodied in the subcommittee’s draft 
of the bill, it is understood, would re- 
quire: 

That all corporations, joint sto¢k com- 

panies and corporate combinations sub- 
ect to the terms of the bill annually 
report all required information, state- 

ments and records of their organization, 

bondholders and stockholders, business 

practices and relations to other concerns 
of the same class and answer specif- 
ically all questions the commission may 
ask at any time. 

PROVISION FOR FINE. 
That failure to comply within thirty 

lays of the required time would — be 
deemed a misdem nor, subject to a fine 
not exceeding $1,000 for every day vf 
the failure to comply 

That on its own initiative or on rea-

That courts be authorized in any 

equity suit brought at the instance of 
the attorney gener to ref either 
during progress of e or after judg- 
ment, to the commission any aspect of 
the litigation or any proposed decree, 
the commission to report its findings to 
the court to become part of the record 
in the cause

gress by December 1 each year, giving 
facts and statistics that would not con- 
travene the limitations on publicity 2 
ready mentioned, and recommending any 
necessary additional legislation.

“Just now everything depends on the 

report of my architect, and I could, of 
course, formulate no plans until I hear 
from’ him.”

be done with it, several ambitious news- 
paper reporters have already erected 
skyscrapers on the corner. The tenants 
are well pleased with their location and 
are anxious, it 1s understood, to go 
ahead with their leases.

v on than has ever been known before. 
We ¢an take for instaneé, men who produce say 200 gallons of 

lk per day who are twenty miles from Atlanta and heretofore de- 
vended on sending this milk on a train or suburban car to the city, sell- 
Ing it at wholesale. The buyer of this milk is naturally some milk 
depot, some hotel or soda fount. They would have to send every 
morning at probably 11 or 12 o’clock during the middle of the day when 
it is very hot and haul this milk either from the suburban office or the 
Southern Express office.’ This milk had probably been milked at 3 or 
{ o'clock in the merning and would not reach the ice box or the con- 
sumer before noon of that day. Naturally it would take from 200 to 
400 pounds of ice, a lot of extra packing and expense, cans and tubs to 
keep this milk at the proper temperature for these six or eight hours. 
A eat risk would-be taken in the milk inspectors getting milk that 

y not ef the right temperature. And, if it should be dirty. the bac- 
eria multiply by the millions and the buyer would naturally -want 

this milk for 10¢ per gallon less than he would be willing to pay for it 
if delivered soon in the morning. With 200 gallons of milk not less 
than 10¢ to. 15¢ per gallon extra expense could: be secured when it. 
could be carried direct from the barn in less than one hour’s time over 
a good read with a good truck to the consumer. They would not hes- 
tate to pay 10c per gallon more. A big saving would come from ice, 

and a great relief off a man’s mind by knowing his milk would always 
he good and get in on time. With a dairy of say 200 gallons of milk per 
day a saving of not less than $25 per day can now be had, and a farm 
iwenty-five miles from the city made profitable and fertilized from dai- 
rying that heretofore would never have been thought of. This is sim- 
ply one of many instances, and one of many lessons learned from good 
roads and automobiles. * 

In many instances people doing business in the city would not 
mind living in the country and enjoying a nice ride in the morning and 
night over a good country road with a car to a nice country home 
fifteen to thirty miles from the city, that heretofore-people would not 
consider having such a thing at all. These are a few of these things 
that good roads have brought about. 

When there is a good road built in a community, good schools 
are the next thing to come, and with a good school there, is always 
a big increase in settlers, and good communities are soon built up, where 
good schools are to be had. Property values increase. Children’s minds 
are developed, people are brought together, are more friendly and are 
socially entertained in such communities that would never be if it were 
not for schools, churches and good roads. During the past five years 
one who has been a close observer and watched these things in our 
country can not help but see and figure out and know that there is 
ie to follow during the next five or ten years. 

Thousands of city people will go to the country now. and ‘thousands 
dollars that has been invested in the city will be invested in the 

luntry from now on, and taking all things together we will see such 
shange in our country within the next ten years that but few people 
realize what it will be. While it has worked hardships on some at
