“There is no excuse for pistol toting,” 
said the jurist from the bench, “and 
it might as well be understood right 
new that every man, regardless of age 
or evlor, who is convicted before me 
of carrying a pistol, is going to re- 
ceive the full limit of the law. Iam 
rot going to allow convicted defendants | 
the alternative of paying a fine, but! 
on conviction they will be sentenced | 
to the chaingang for twelve months.” 

Judge Hill let_it be plainly known | 
that this policy will apply to persons | 
convicted of carrying a weapon with- | 
out a license as well as those convict- 
ea of carrying a concealed weapon: 

The case, which caused the com-| 
ments of the jurist, was against John 
Harris. a negro, who had entered a 
plea of guilty to the charge of carrying 
a pistol without a license, 

His attorney asked that the court 
treat the case leniently, and it was 
then that Judge Hill made his state- 
ment. 

The carrying of a concealed weapon 
and the carrying of a pistol without a 
license are both misdemeanors, and the 
maximum sentence in Georgia is twelve 
months in the chaingang or a fine not to 
exceed $1,000.

LONDON, rach ents Dick- 

ens met at King’s hall, Covent Garden, 
last night and gathered up the threads 
of Dickens’ unfinished tale, The Mys: 
tery of Edwin Drood.” 

The entertainment took the form of 
court proceedings in which John Jas- 
per wes placed on trial for the mur- 
der of Edwin Drood. G. K. Chesterton, 
the novelist, acted as judge. About mid- 
night the jury rendered this verdict: 

“In the British spirit of compromise 
we"adjudge the prisoner guilty of man- 
slaughter.” 

A rider to the verdict left the prison- 
er to the judge's mercy and threatened 
those daring to question the verdict 
with committal for contempt of court. 

‘The trial was held under the auspi- 
ces of the Dickens Fellowship and 
many. leading literary men of London 
took part. 

Bernard Shaw was foreman of the 
jury, and his sallies, with Chesterton's 
pompous gravity as judge, gave an en- 
joyable turn to affairs. 

J. Cumming Walters, “a well known 
authority on Dickens, was leading coun- 
sel for the prosecution. W. Walter 
Crothe, author of “Charles Dickens as 
a Social Reformer,” acted for the de- 
fense. He declared there was every 
reason to believe that Drood still was 
alive and suggested that the key of 
the story lay in the opium habit of the 
two men. He urged that in the unex- 
plained disappearance of Edwin Drood 
there was no evidence on which to con- 
vict Jasper of murder. 

The jury included such distinguished 
men as Jerome K. Jerome, Sir James K. 
Darrie, Sir Edward Russell, W. W. 
Jacobs, William De Morgan and Dr. 
w. Courtenay. 
The wholly spontaneous character of 

the proceedings—the opposing counsel 
not having consulted with each other 
or seen each other's briefs—added to 
the zeal of the affair. The trial had 
never been rehearsed. The Stage in 
the hall was set as a court scene and 
ali the witnesses, who Included imper- 
sonators of Dickens’ characters, ap- 
peared in the costumes of the period. 

The judge's summing up was a hu- 
morous wavering between the real ‘and 
make-believe. When the jury was bid- 
den to consider-the verdict the foreman 
sprang up and announced that the jury 
already had arranged the verdict in the 
luncheon interval. 
When the verdict was given, counsel 

for both sides protested that the jury 
ought to be discharged. The foreman 
retorted that the jurmen were too 
ready to be discharged. The judge then 
committed everybody present except 
himself for contempt of court, and the 
proceedings ended.

ROBBED FARMER EXPEGTS |

TRANSPORTATION OFFI- 
CIALS WILL HOLD MEETING 
Transportation officials of all rail- 

roads operating in southeastern derri- 
tery, marked by the Mississippi river 
on the west and the Potomac and Ohio 
rivers on the north, will meet in At- 
lanta January 15.

A Regional Bank tor theSoutheast. 
\ The Southeast is clearly entitled, under the pur- 

pose of the new banking and currency law, to a fed- 

eral reserve district and a regional bank. The in- 

terests of the States comprising this part of the Un- 

ion are so great, so varied and distinctive that they 

could never be adequately served or duly~ protected 

except through a district of their own and a bank 

easily accessible to them all. This fact seems gener- 

erally recognized by financiers the country over and 

it cannot fail to impress the Government officials:who 

are entrusted with the organization and allotment of 

the reserve banks. i 

It is essential, however, that the “cities and the 
business institutions of this section pull together for 

their common interests in order that the Southeast 

may be assured of getting what it deserves. Should 

they fall to fighting among themselves or forget their 

general good in petty, internal jealousies, they may 

quin the entire section's opportunity and, instead of 

securing a regional bank, be forced depend upon somé 

remote financial center. 

There are cheering indications, however. that such 

will not be the case. The prevailing opinion is that 

Atlanta is the logical location for a regional bank in 

the Southeast.’ Especially significant in’ this regard 

is the action of the Macon banks; the Macon Chamber 

of Commerce and the Columbus banks in cordially 

indorsing Atlanta as the place for a regional bank. 

The generous and far-ighted attitude of these insti- 

tutions and cities is believed to be typical of thought- 

ful opinion throughout Georgia and neighboring 

States. They realize that Atlanta’s claim to a re- 

gional bank is pre-eminent and that they can best 
serve their own interests and those of the entire 

Southeast by combining their strength for the point 

that is most likely to be selected. 

The action of Macon and Columbus is to be com- 

mended not merely because of its favorable influence 

for Atlanta but chiefly because of its potent influence 

in the campaign to secure a federal reserve, district 

and a regional bank for this great section of the 

Union. It is earnestly to be hoped that other cities 

and other States will join in this effective movement. 

State banks as well as national banks-should enlist, 

for it is, important that Georgia and the Southeast 

should make the strongest possible showing before 
the-Reserve Bank Organization Committee. United, 

we shall sticeeed; but divided, we may fail. 

It is not necessary at this moment to particularize 

Atlanta’s claims to a regional bank. _ Suffice it to say 

that, this city is by common agreement the logical 

center of any reserve district which may be estab- 

lished for the South Atlantic States.

To 
tell the truth, this is the only determination that de- 
serves the name, since the.moment of the catastrophe 
that severed the once single body into two distinct 
parts, earth and moon,’must be considered as-the real 
birth date of both. 

For this calculation, of which it is impossible to 
give details here, Darwin was obliged to make several 
arbitrary hypotheses, so chosen that the number of 
years sought should be as small as possile. The fix- 
ure: thet he otained-was 53,000,000 years. 

As may be seen, all these methods, different as they 
are, produce results of the-same order of magnitude. 
They all reach the conclusion. that the phases of the 
earth’s history embrace tens and hundreds of millions 
of years.—Literary Digest.

President Tener of the Nation 
oes 

Tener Defends 
Organized Ball 

Against Feds 
New President of the National) 
League Says Reserve Clause 
in Contracts Will Stand—Be- 
lieves Public Will Support 
Them Against the Invasion 
Which Is Financial Venture 

(By Associated Pre: ‘ 
CINCINNATI, Jan —President 

John K. Tenex, of the National league, 
at a meeting of the directors of his 
organization here yésterd: issued a 
statement in which he prophesied that 
public opinion would be on the side 
of organized baseball in a war 
were waged by the Federal league. 

Pointing out that the Federal league 
attacks upon organized baseball have 
been confined to two points, one that 
the reserve clause was invalid, and the 
other that the parties to the national 
agreement are members of a_ trust 
President Tener voiced his opinion that 
neither charge could be considered se- 
riously. The statement follows: 

“Baseball today owes its popularity 
and very existence to organization. 
Such organization alone has developed 
and will preserve and perpetuate the 
game to and for the American people. 
Nevertheless, organized baseball is be- 
ing attacked today by those and those 
only who desire to reap commercial 
benefits thereby. 

“Today, however, finds baseball 
completely and thoroughly 
than ever and, therefore, better able 
to withstand and combat the attacks 
that are being made upon it. The Fed- 
eral league does not base its attacks 
upon an allegation that the public has 
not been given good, clean, high class 
baseball or that the players have not 
been fairly treated or paid commensu- 
rate salaries, but it is endeavoring to 
induce players to break their contracts 
and seeks to excuse and justify its| 
conduct upon two logical points, name- 
ly, the alleged illegality of the reserve 
clause in the’players' contracts and the | 
general statement that organized base- 

more 
orgmnized 

ball constitutes a trust. I mean by 
this thatthe Federal league has of- 
ficially announced that it will test the 
reserve clause in the courts, and fail- 
ing to justify its contention of ille- 

gality, it will then seek to have or- 
ganized baseball investigated and dis- 
solved as a trust. 

“But such a threatened war on or- 
ganized baseball begun by promoters is 
simply for financial gain and based 
upon broken contracts of players. takes 
no heed or account of the sport-loving 
public or the real welfare of our na- 
tional game, and I believe the disap-| 
proval of such a war at the bar of 
public opinion will count far more 
against this movement and i pro- 
moters than any technical decisions in 
the courts, even though such courts 

should again uphold the legality and 
equity of the reserve clause. 

“In point of fact it is well known 
that the legality of the present form 
of contract between the league and play- 
ers was attached but its validity in law 
and equity was sustained by the su- 
preme court in Pennsylvania in the La- 
Joie case. With respect to the allega- 
tion that either the National or Amer- 

ican league or both of them as parties 
to the national agreement are illegal 
combinations or trusts in restraint of 
trade or in violation of anti-trust sta~ 
ues, it is difficult to take such declara- 
tions seriously, Wxperience has demon- 
strated that this national agreement, ex- 
isting between and satisfactory to all| 
leagues, has done more to place our na-| 
tional game foremost among all out- 
door sports the world over than other 
influences. Under the provision of this 
agreement a player has his day in court 
and through the national commission an 
opportunity is given him for a fair, im- 
partial and thorough hearing to the| 
end that full justice may be done him. | 

“We naturally and properly, as sanc- 
tioned and sustained by our courts of 
justice, object to players breaking their 
contracts, but if the proposed Federal| 
league will draw its supply from the 
growing field of baseball players com- 
ing to the front every year, it will meet 
with no opposition from us. 

‘Speaking for the National league, 1 
may add that we propose to continue 
our policy of fair dealing with our 
players and with the public 
and we have no doubt in so doing, 
actions will meet with general approv- 
al and approbation.” 

The proposed meeting of the nation- 
al baseball commission did not take 
place today, partly owing to the lengthy 
meeting of the National league direc- 
tors and because President Tener had 
to leave on an early afternoon train. 
The committee from the National As- 

sociation of Professional Baseball 
Leagues had hoped to take up several 
matters with the commission concerning 
legislation that was brought up at the 
last méeting of the naional association, 
but this plan was abandoned when Gov- 
ernor Tener left town. 

The National league meeting devel- 
oped little other than the statement is- 
suedt by President Tener, The requests 
granted to the Baseball Players’ fra-

round alfalfa meal, a small amount 
f meat scraps, some charcoal and 

salt they certainly should make a 
fine chicken feed. The only thing | 
ubout it would be a very rich feed 
and too fattening for laying hens, 
but for your growing chick- 
ens and to put the fat 
on gfowls there would be noth- 
ing better as they are rich in pro- 
tein. I will plant the seed that you 
sent me and if they grow and do 
well here it would be the richest 
chicken feed we could possibly grow 
They would be all right boiled and 
mixed with wheat bran, but should 

be fed in limited quantities to lay- 
ing hens. I think it would be bet- 
ter to grind and feed in the shape 
of a Mash rather than to feed cook- 
ed.
