WALL STREET IRRITATED 
OVER NEW INCOME TAX 

Inauguration of Law Causes 
Much Confusion in Financial 

District 
NEW YORK. Nov. 1.—Inaueuration 

of the income tax law was the cause 
of much confusion in the financial dis- 
trict today, Institutions and banking 
houses which act as fiscal agents for 
railroads and other corporations were 
busy receiving and rejecting coupons, 
the latter course being taken in cases 
where certificates of ownership were 
lacking. 

‘Wall street as a whole is irritated 
over the whole matter, Its ill-feeling re- 
sulting largely from the attitude of the 
treasury department, which, according 
to the street, has several times re- 
versed itself in its regulations. 

At the house of J. P. Morgan & Co. 
the fiscal agents for many large cor- 
Porations, coupons were being received 
in large amounts subject to latest rules 
issued by Washington. A- represepta- 
tive ot the firm said that it would take 
at least a month to pay off all coupons 
presented for payment. Heretofore 
such payments used to be made within 
a day or two of presentation. 

At the Chase National bank, which 
has several thousand out-of-town cor- 
respondents for whom it collects ccu- 
pons payable in this city, it was said 
that coupons are not being accepted 
for deposit but only for collection. it 
was required that certificates accom- 
panying the coupons state whether the 
bonds which they represent were taxa- 
ble or exempt.

It 
is the hope of the department that 
these bulletins will prove helpful to 
Bouse wives throughout the nation, The 
particular aim of the department has 
been to aid farmers’ wives, but the 
works cover such a wide range of sub- 
jects that housewives in citier and 
smailer towns will find in them many 
helpful hints and good advice calculated 
to lighten their burdens, 
Women who desire suggestions and 

advice from the department of agricu' 
ture may obtain copies of the bulletins 
free of cost by applying to the editor 
and chiet of the division of publications, 
United States department of agricul- 
ture, Washington, D, C. 

The bulletins are divided into more 
than 100 different classes, there being 
sometimes as many as a dozen pamph- 
lets for a single subject. 
There is one class of bulletins deal- 

ng with dairying. while others specially 
concern butter, cheese, cream and mill. 
Among the bulletins dealing with mili 
are the following: The care of mtik and 
its use in the home, ropy milk and 
2Team, bitter milk, clean milk, milk sup- 
ply of cities, tho covered milk pail, cost 
of market milk; Lacto, a new and 
aealthful frozen dairy product.

The selling semes to have 
been induced by outside influences rath- 
er than conditions imm@diately affect- 
ing the cotton trade, Financial troubles 
in India, the unsettled situation in 
Mexico and the quiet trend of busig s 
in general have restricted active buying 
here as prices approached 14 cents, 
while holders pressed their holdings on 
the market in an effort to secure the 
full benefit of the higher prices. No 
effort was made to support the market 
and in this way give courage to new 
buyers to accumulate at a certain fig- 
ure, but notwithstanding the general 
demand has been in good volume on the 
sca-e down, thus holding the market 
steady in tone. During the past wee 
reports have been current of an eas! @ 
be is in Texas, but this undoubtediy 
applies to the low grades only as white 
cotton appears to be in demand at full 
prices for both Buropean and domestic 
spinning interests.

Two Great Enterprises 

For Atlanta’s Upbuilding. 
Two enterprises of far-reaching importance to At- 

lania are now being considered—a plaza and_a public 

market. Both these improvements are essential to 

the city’s welfare, both. should be undertaken and 

pressed vigorously to completion. But the two 

should not be confused. Whether or not we have a 

public market, we should have a plaza; whether or 

not we have the plaza, we should have a public mar 

ket, Distinct committees, on each of which Council 

and the Chamber of Commerce are jointly represen- 

ted, have been appointed to devise definite plans for 

these projects. The market committee is dealing 

with an conomie problem that concerns Atlanta 

alone, the plaza committee with a civic problem in 

which the State is vitally interested. The former's 

aim {fs to provide means for direct and regular ex- 

change between the consumers and the producers of 

fresh table supplies, to the end that our cost of liv- 

ing may be reduced and truck farming in the sur 

rounding country encouraged; the latter’s purpose is 

to transform into an avenue of beauty and profit 

the gorge of smoke that now mars the city’s business 

center. 

‘This improvement would benefit the State no less 

‘That portion of the Western and At- 

lantic property east of the Forsyth street bridge is 

not essential to the raflroad’s operation and adds 

nothing to the value of the road's lease. West of 

the bridge, the State owns ample land for terminal 

needs. The valuable tract of central real estate be- 

tween Forsyth street and Central avenue should be 

freed from railway tracks and opened for business 

development. Atlanta would thus be relieved of its 

greatest nuisance and defacement and the State 

would be asured of a new income from its Western 

and Atlantic property. 

The Legislative Commission which was created at 

the last session of the General Assembly to formu- 

late plans for the future of the State's railroad will 

do well-to give generous consideration to this partic- 

ular phase of its subject. Business expediency alone 

demands that property lying in the mercantile heart4| 
of a rapidly growing city be put to better use than 

that of a switching yard, when adjacent land which 

would serve this purpose equally as well is available. 

Furthermore, the State should not infifct upon its 

capital city the unnecessary discomfort and injury 

of a railroad yard smoking and shrieking in the 

Atlanta’s interests and those of the 

commonwealth are interdepend€nt. The State can- 

not afford to hamper the growth and welfare of 

any of its cities. Atlanta asks no special privilege, 

but it rightly protests against special injustice. 

It does not propose to put the State to a dollar’s ex- 

pense in remedying the evils of this railroad cut. It 

merely asks permission to work out its own salva- 

lion in that regard and at the same time to add 
incaleulably to the permanent walue of the State's 
property:

Any reasonable plan to this end should. receive 

full and fair consideration from the Western and 

Atlantic Commission. The so-called. plaza plan 

seems to meet all the city’s needs and at the same 

time to guarantee protection for all the State’s in- 

terests. A plaza constructed above the railroad 

tracks between the Washington and Forsyth street 

viaduets would rid the city of this unsightly gap and 

would greatly enhance the worth of the State's prop- 

erty. Several enterprises of this character have 

been proposed but the main object in each of them 

is to do away with the gorge of smoke and to re- 

Jease for busintss improvement the valuable space 

that is now sacrificed to a switching yard. 

Tt Is the Puiyuxe of the committee recently ap- 

pointed from Council and the Chamber of Com- 

merece to prepare and submit to the W. and A. Com- 

mission a definite program for this improvement. 

It is to be hoped that the City and the State will 

agree and co-operate in a matter in which their 

important interests are so closely interwoven. 

Whatever may be done in regard to the plaza, the 

twovement for a public market should go independ- 

enUy forward. This is an enterprise that lies wholly 

im Atlanta's own hands. It is simply a question of 

whether the municipality will deal fairly with its 

people, The time has come when continued lack of 

® public market will prove a serious handicap to At- 
fanta’s growth and prosperity. It may not be true 
‘hat the cost of living is higher here than in any 
other American city except Boston, but it is unques- 
tonably true that the cost of truck products. and 
other fresh foodstuffs is much higher in Atlanta 

han in those cities which conduct markets. 
This is naturally to be expected. When truck 

eroducts are imported from distant quarters, they 
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necessarily cost more than when they are grown 

near the source of demand and sold directly to the 

consumer. In Des Moines, Iowa, an average reduc- 

tion of more than thirty-five per cent was effected in 

the price of foodstuffs within a few weeks after a 

central market had beh established. In. Nashville, 
‘Tennessee, which has long enjoyed the advantage of 

a market, table supplies are reported to cost at 1 

ten per cent less than in Atlanta, and at the same 

time the farmers of the adjacent country receive 

nearly thirty per cent more for their products than 

do those in Fulton and neighboring counties- 

The need and value of a public market are, in- 

deed, so obvious that they should require no exposi- 

tion. The main question for Atlanta now to deter- 

mine is where a market can be most advantageously 

placed, The Journal has previously suggested that 

an excelent location may be found in that part of the 

railroad property which lies beyond the Union +ta- 

tion between Central avenue and the Washington 

street viaduct. Above this space there could be con- 

structed a plaza similar to the one proposed for the 

Western and Atlantic property. This area, as we 

understand, is owned entirely by the railroads so 

that only their consent to bridge it over would be 

necessary. 

This plan is more practical, we believe, than that 

of directly connecting the market enterprise with 

the main plaza enterprise. In the latter case, the city 

would have to walt on Legislative uncertainties and 

delays before it could move a step in establishing a 

market. But it could soon be ascertained whether the 

railroads would agree to the construction of a market 

above their tracks between Central avenue and Wash- 

ington street. There is no apparent reason why they 

should object, if the matter is properly presented to 

them; certainly this plan could be worked out so 

as to serve their interests as well as the city’s. 

This location, if available, would be almost an 
ideal site for a public market. It would be accessible 

from all neighborhoods and from every section of At- 

lanta’s rural territory. It would afford ample market 

space without disturbing any business center and 

without encroaching upon land needed for other pur- 

poses, 

It is a question, to be sure, whether the railroads 

will permit the city to use the space above their 

property, but that can soon be determined. If they will 

not, then no time should be lost in finding some other 

suitable site. 

This is a problem that will grow more complex 

and burdensome the longer it 1s delayed.. 

Ten years ago a public market could have been 

established in Atlanta with little difficulty or ex- 

pense. 

Ten years hence {t will be well-nigh impossible to 

secure anything like a central location within reach 

of the city’s purse. 

It will never be easier to establish a market but, 

if we neglect to do so, now, the disadvantages and 

hardships which the lack of such an institution en- 

tails will pecome steadily more onerous. 

The Council and Chamber of Commerce committee 

has an inspiring opportunity to serve the public and 
to set forward Atlanta’s prosperity and renown. 

The committee may depend upon the people’s 

hearty support for any well-considered plan it form- 

ulates; and each of its members by pressing this 

great enterprise to completion will earn for himself 

an enduring place on the roll of the city’s master 

builders.

A Million a Day for Roads. 
A milion dollars a day is spent in the United 

States for the improvement and extension of high- 

ways. That fund, if competently applied, would 

produce in the course of a few decades a nation-wide 

system of excellent roads; but if ignorantly or care- 

lessly employed, as is too often the case, 1t will yield 

a scant return to the people who contribute it, 

Scientific, businesslike methods are the great need 

of the good roads cause in America. 

The United States Office of Public Roads which 

has recently given particular attention to this phase 

of its subject finds that “some communities are spend- 

ing thousands of dollars on macadamized roads when 

cheaper dirt roads would do as weil;” that “some 

communities spend great sums to bring materials 

from other States when they have materials just as 

good close at hand;” and that “far too little attention 

has been paid to road maintenance.”” 

It is in this cunnection that the importance of 

State Highway commissions becomes manifest. Every 

State should maintain some central agency through 

which the various counties can secure expert aid and 

advice in working out their particular road problems. 
Under this plan roads can be built better and more 

cheaply. Thus only can the taxpayer recelve due 

returns, 

It is gratifying to know that the Prison Commis- 

sion of Georgia has taken a step in this direction by 

providing for the employment of a State road supter- 

visor whose counsel and help will be at disposal of 

each county during a certain number of days each 

year. Tho results from this new service will be so 
valuable, we are sure, that in a few years a number 

of supervisors will be employed and a distinct bureau 

of roads created.

Progressive England. 
Those timid folk who sometimes fear Uncle Sam 

is whipping too hotly up the road of progressive leg- 

islation should take a look at John Bull. Sobersided 
old England with its dukes and earls and high- 

thronged traditions is going faster and further than 

the youngest or boldest of our own radicals would 

dare, Within the last few years it has enacted more 

laws for the abolition of special privilege and the 

establishment of common rights than America has 

dreamed of in half a century. It has stripped the 
House of Lords of immemortal power, has extended 

and increased its income tax, has adopted far-reach- 

ing plans for the protection and social betterment 

of working people, and now it is on the verge of 

granting home rule to Ireland, of dis-establishing 

the Curch in Wales with a view to religious liberty 

and, what is especially significant, it is preparing to 

revolutionize its land laws which have enabled a 

small class to monopolize the island’s rural interests. 

This last reform will probably mean more for 

English progress and security than any other one 

measure the Liberal Government has put into effect. 

Some fourteen milion acres of England's soil are 

now locked hard and fast in a system that virtually 

amounts to feudalism. Much of this land consists of 

vast estates, which the owners themselves are unable 

or unwilling to improve and which they will not re- 

lease for individual enterprise and the country’s com- 

mon needs. On other great tracts’ the tenants are 

without protection against injustice from landlords 

and without encouragement to develop the property. 

As a result of these conditions, it is said, there are 

six hundred thousand fewer farm workers in England 

today than there were fifty years ago; and agricul- 

tural {nterests are on an alarming decline. 

The Liberal Government proposes to bring this 

waste and idle land within “the wealth producing 

sphere” and also to assure tenants fair treatment, 

the object being to restore that free, stout-hearted 

yeomanry which in days of old was the country’s 

strength and pride. 

It is a peculiarly interesting fact that both the 

great political parties of England recognize the need 

and justice of such reform- As regards the principle 

involved, they agree; it is chiefly on the question of 

means and method theat they differ. Among the Un- 

fonistt, or Conservatives, a plan for the State pur- 

chase of undeveloped lands has found marked favor. 

The Liberal ministry, while not overlooking this 

phase of the scheme, purposes to go further and pro- 
vide thoroughgoing supervision of rents and tenure. 

A new administrative department, headed by a Min- 

ister of Lands, is proposed. “Under his direction,’’ 

we are told, “there will be a judicial commission 

having authority to fix falr rents to be paid by 

tenants to landlords and reasonable prices to be paid 

by buyers to sellers. For tenants there will be se- 

curity of tenure and protection of their improvements 

—which means that while the tenant pays the judicial 

rent, the landlord will be unable to turn him out and 

confiscate his improvements on the farm.” One ob- 

server of English conditions comments in this con- 
nection: 

“Those who know what the conduct of greedy 

landowners has been will understand how benefi- 

cent these provision are. For the agricultural 

laborers, there are at last to be decent homes, 

with at least land enough attached to each cot- 

tage to provide the family with vegetables. This 

may bring laborers back to the soil.” 

The United States with its abundance of land is 

untroubled by many of the problems with which 

progressive England has to contend. Our people have 

the freedom and resources to overcome many difficul- 

ties which in England the Government itself must 

handle. Happily we do not need paterialism in our 

government; we are determined to solve our social 

and economic problems before they reach so crucial 

a stage,

than Oscar Underwood might boast? He 1s the grand- 
son of Joseph R. Underwood, a near kinsman of George 
Rogers Clark, and one of the most illustrious of tne 
citizenship of kentucky. He helped to make what we 
call “tne land law,’ not by legislative statute but by 
judicial interpretation, of the old commonwealth, and 
@ great English jurist pronounced the land law of 
Kentucky, as expounded by her supreme bench, as one 
of the most notable of the many notable triumphs of 
English jurisprudence. 

This here Oscar Underwood is not as handsome a 
man as his granddaddy, but he strikingly favors Jo- 
seph R. Underwood. Judge Underwood, as everybody 
catls him in old Kentucky to this day, was repeatedly 

representative in congress and served one term as 
United States senator. The quality of ideality was 
abnormally developed in him and John Quincy Adams 
declared that he would have proposed and made pow- 
ertul argument in support of an amendment to the Ser- 
mon on the Mount nad he been there. He was a sol- 
dier of 1812 and when he wenf, to his honored grave 
at great age—more than four-score—his body bore tho 
Scafs of the wounds he got when he “run the gantlet” 
a prisoner in the hands of the Indian allies of the 
British. He was the personal friend and follower of 
Henry Clay, his colleague in the United States senate. 
He was a “Conscience Whig” or emancipationist, and 
do you know, if that scurvy set, the New England 
Anti-Slavery society, had kept its dirty paws out of 
the dish, such men as Henry Clay, Joseph R. Under- 
wood, the Breckinridges, the Marshalls, the Prestons, 
the Randolphs and others of the leading families of the 
south would have freed every nigger down there with- 
out shedding a drop of blood? Fact. 

Joseph R. Underwood preserved the union, I make 
no doubt, Though he had a son in the Confederate 
army, he saw nothing but political chaos in the suc- 
cess of the secession movement. He conceived the 
policy of “neutrality” that early prevented the seces- 
sion of Kentucky. His pen wrote the “Crittenden Res- 
lutions” that passed both houses of congress the day 
after first Bull Run with a singlo dissenting voice in 
each branch—Stevens in the house and Sumner in the 
senate—and those resolutions later prevented the se- 
cession of Missouri and paralyzed the Confederate cause 
in Kentucky and Maryland.

A Friend of Anthony Trollope 

It was very early In the 50's that T. H. S. Escott, 
whose “Anthony Trollope; His Work, Associates and 
Originals” (Lane) has grown out of amagazine arti- 

cle projected in 1878, first met the novelist, then a gov- 

ernment employe. “Living as a child, with my parents 
in Budleigh Salterton, in South Devon, I found one day 
the morning's lessons interrupted by the announcement 
that a strange gentleman who seemed in a hurry de- 
sired to see my father. The visitor, then on his post: 
office rounds in the west, and known as the author of 
“The Warden,’ and the visited had not seen each other 
since school days at Winchester, The stranger, I can 
just recollect. as I watched him at our midday dinner, 
seemingly added to his naturally large dimensions by 
a shagsy overcoat or large, double-breasted peajacket, 
making him look like one of those sea captains of the 
Devonshire coast.” Penny postage was then on its 
trial, and every corner of the western counties was 
being traveled over by Trollope for the purpose of in- 
suring the regular delivery of letters. ‘This .pilgrim- 
age was for two reasons a landmark in Trollope’s 
course, literary and official. It gave him all that he 
wantedinthe way of human varieties for peopling not 
only the pages of ‘The Warden,’ but of the other Bar- 
chester books. And it enabled him to show that the 
public department he had entered at nineteen had now 
no more active, alert and resourceful public servant 
than himself.” But the only words Mr. Escott can rec- 
ollect of Trollope’s at this time were, “Boy, help me 
on with my coat.” 

Many years later the acquaintanceship was resumed, 
to grow into an intimacy ended only by death. “One 
November day, at Euston station, he entered the com- 
Partment of the train in which I was already seated, 
on some journey due north. Just recognizing me, he 
began to talk cheerily enough for some little time; then, 
putting on a huge fur cap, he suddenly asked: ‘Do 
you ever sleep when you are traveling? I always do’; 
and forthwith, suiting the action to the word, sank into 
that Kind of snore compared by Carlyle to a Chaldean 
trumpet in the new moon, Rousing himself as we en- 
tered Preston "station, he next inquired: ‘Do you ever 
write when you are traveling? ‘No.” ‘I always do. 
Quick as thought out came the tablet and the pencil, 
and the process of putting words on paper continued 
without a break until nis journey was done”—New 
York Evening Post.

He must meet these as well as his inter 
est payments, and that means frugality and sustiine 
effort at getting out of debt. thereby Inculcating th 
habit of thrift. It also reduces the Interest burden of

Two Great Enterprises 

For Atlanta’s Upbuilding. 
Two enterprises of far-reaching importance to At- 

lania are now being considered—a plaza and_a public 

market. Both these improvements are essential to 

the city’s welfare, both. should be undertaken and 

pressed vigorously to completion. But the two 

should not be confused. Whether or not we have a 

public market, we should have a plaza; whether or 

not we have the plaza, we should have a public mar 

ket, Distinct committees, on each of which Council 

and the Chamber of Commerce are jointly represen- 

ted, have been appointed to devise definite plans for 

these projects. The market committee is dealing 

with an conomie problem that concerns Atlanta 

alone, the plaza committee with a civic problem in 

which the State is vitally interested. The former's 

aim {fs to provide means for direct and regular ex- 

change between the consumers and the producers of 

fresh table supplies, to the end that our cost of liv- 

ing may be reduced and truck farming in the sur 

rounding country encouraged; the latter’s purpose is 

to transform into an avenue of beauty and profit 

the gorge of smoke that now mars the city’s business 

center. 

‘This improvement would benefit the State no less 

‘That portion of the Western and At- 

lantic property east of the Forsyth street bridge is 

not essential to the raflroad’s operation and adds 

nothing to the value of the road's lease. West of 

the bridge, the State owns ample land for terminal 

needs. The valuable tract of central real estate be- 

tween Forsyth street and Central avenue should be 

freed from railway tracks and opened for business 

development. Atlanta would thus be relieved of its 

greatest nuisance and defacement and the State 

would be asured of a new income from its Western 

and Atlantic property. 

The Legislative Commission which was created at 

the last session of the General Assembly to formu- 

late plans for the future of the State's railroad will 

do well-to give generous consideration to this partic- 

ular phase of its subject. Business expediency alone 

demands that property lying in the mercantile heart4| 
of a rapidly growing city be put to better use than 

that of a switching yard, when adjacent land which 

would serve this purpose equally as well is available. 

Furthermore, the State should not infifct upon its 

capital city the unnecessary discomfort and injury 

of a railroad yard smoking and shrieking in the 

Atlanta’s interests and those of the 

commonwealth are interdepend€nt. The State can- 

not afford to hamper the growth and welfare of 

any of its cities. Atlanta asks no special privilege, 

but it rightly protests against special injustice. 

It does not propose to put the State to a dollar’s ex- 

pense in remedying the evils of this railroad cut. It 

merely asks permission to work out its own salva- 

lion in that regard and at the same time to add 
incaleulably to the permanent walue of the State's 
property:

Any reasonable plan to this end should. receive 

full and fair consideration from the Western and 

Atlantic Commission. The so-called. plaza plan 

seems to meet all the city’s needs and at the same 

time to guarantee protection for all the State’s in- 

terests. A plaza constructed above the railroad 

tracks between the Washington and Forsyth street 

viaduets would rid the city of this unsightly gap and 

would greatly enhance the worth of the State's prop- 

erty. Several enterprises of this character have 

been proposed but the main object in each of them 

is to do away with the gorge of smoke and to re- 

Jease for busintss improvement the valuable space 

that is now sacrificed to a switching yard. 

Tt Is the Puiyuxe of the committee recently ap- 

pointed from Council and the Chamber of Com- 

merece to prepare and submit to the W. and A. Com- 

mission a definite program for this improvement. 

It is to be hoped that the City and the State will 

agree and co-operate in a matter in which their 

important interests are so closely interwoven. 

Whatever may be done in regard to the plaza, the 

twovement for a public market should go independ- 

enUy forward. This is an enterprise that lies wholly 

im Atlanta's own hands. It is simply a question of 

whether the municipality will deal fairly with its 

people, The time has come when continued lack of 

® public market will prove a serious handicap to At- 
fanta’s growth and prosperity. It may not be true 
‘hat the cost of living is higher here than in any 
other American city except Boston, but it is unques- 
tonably true that the cost of truck products. and 
other fresh foodstuffs is much higher in Atlanta 

han in those cities which conduct markets. 
This is naturally to be expected. When truck 

eroducts are imported from distant quarters, they 
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necessarily cost more than when they are grown 

near the source of demand and sold directly to the 

consumer. In Des Moines, Iowa, an average reduc- 

tion of more than thirty-five per cent was effected in 

the price of foodstuffs within a few weeks after a 

central market had beh established. In. Nashville, 
‘Tennessee, which has long enjoyed the advantage of 

a market, table supplies are reported to cost at 1 

ten per cent less than in Atlanta, and at the same 

time the farmers of the adjacent country receive 

nearly thirty per cent more for their products than 

do those in Fulton and neighboring counties- 

The need and value of a public market are, in- 

deed, so obvious that they should require no exposi- 

tion. The main question for Atlanta now to deter- 

mine is where a market can be most advantageously 

placed, The Journal has previously suggested that 

an excelent location may be found in that part of the 

railroad property which lies beyond the Union +ta- 

tion between Central avenue and the Washington 

street viaduct. Above this space there could be con- 

structed a plaza similar to the one proposed for the 

Western and Atlantic property. This area, as we 

understand, is owned entirely by the railroads so 

that only their consent to bridge it over would be 

necessary. 

This plan is more practical, we believe, than that 

of directly connecting the market enterprise with 

the main plaza enterprise. In the latter case, the city 

would have to walt on Legislative uncertainties and 

delays before it could move a step in establishing a 

market. But it could soon be ascertained whether the 

railroads would agree to the construction of a market 

above their tracks between Central avenue and Wash- 

ington street. There is no apparent reason why they 

should object, if the matter is properly presented to 

them; certainly this plan could be worked out so 

as to serve their interests as well as the city’s. 

This location, if available, would be almost an 
ideal site for a public market. It would be accessible 

from all neighborhoods and from every section of At- 

lanta’s rural territory. It would afford ample market 

space without disturbing any business center and 

without encroaching upon land needed for other pur- 

poses, 

It is a question, to be sure, whether the railroads 

will permit the city to use the space above their 

property, but that can soon be determined. If they will 

not, then no time should be lost in finding some other 

suitable site. 

This is a problem that will grow more complex 

and burdensome the longer it 1s delayed.. 

Ten years ago a public market could have been 

established in Atlanta with little difficulty or ex- 

pense. 

Ten years hence {t will be well-nigh impossible to 

secure anything like a central location within reach 

of the city’s purse. 

It will never be easier to establish a market but, 

if we neglect to do so, now, the disadvantages and 

hardships which the lack of such an institution en- 

tails will pecome steadily more onerous. 

The Council and Chamber of Commerce committee 

has an inspiring opportunity to serve the public and 
to set forward Atlanta’s prosperity and renown. 

The committee may depend upon the people’s 

hearty support for any well-considered plan it form- 

ulates; and each of its members by pressing this 

great enterprise to completion will earn for himself 

an enduring place on the roll of the city’s master 

builders.

A Million a Day for Roads. 
A milion dollars a day is spent in the United 

States for the improvement and extension of high- 

ways. That fund, if competently applied, would 

produce in the course of a few decades a nation-wide 

system of excellent roads; but if ignorantly or care- 

lessly employed, as is too often the case, 1t will yield 

a scant return to the people who contribute it, 

Scientific, businesslike methods are the great need 

of the good roads cause in America. 

The United States Office of Public Roads which 

has recently given particular attention to this phase 

of its subject finds that “some communities are spend- 

ing thousands of dollars on macadamized roads when 

cheaper dirt roads would do as weil;” that “some 

communities spend great sums to bring materials 

from other States when they have materials just as 

good close at hand;” and that “far too little attention 

has been paid to road maintenance.”” 

It is in this cunnection that the importance of 

State Highway commissions becomes manifest. Every 

State should maintain some central agency through 

which the various counties can secure expert aid and 

advice in working out their particular road problems. 
Under this plan roads can be built better and more 

cheaply. Thus only can the taxpayer recelve due 

returns, 

It is gratifying to know that the Prison Commis- 

sion of Georgia has taken a step in this direction by 

providing for the employment of a State road supter- 

visor whose counsel and help will be at disposal of 

each county during a certain number of days each 

year. Tho results from this new service will be so 
valuable, we are sure, that in a few years a number 

of supervisors will be employed and a distinct bureau 

of roads created.

Progressive England. 
Those timid folk who sometimes fear Uncle Sam 

is whipping too hotly up the road of progressive leg- 

islation should take a look at John Bull. Sobersided 
old England with its dukes and earls and high- 

thronged traditions is going faster and further than 

the youngest or boldest of our own radicals would 

dare, Within the last few years it has enacted more 

laws for the abolition of special privilege and the 

establishment of common rights than America has 

dreamed of in half a century. It has stripped the 
House of Lords of immemortal power, has extended 

and increased its income tax, has adopted far-reach- 

ing plans for the protection and social betterment 

of working people, and now it is on the verge of 

granting home rule to Ireland, of dis-establishing 

the Curch in Wales with a view to religious liberty 

and, what is especially significant, it is preparing to 

revolutionize its land laws which have enabled a 

small class to monopolize the island’s rural interests. 

This last reform will probably mean more for 

English progress and security than any other one 

measure the Liberal Government has put into effect. 

Some fourteen milion acres of England's soil are 

now locked hard and fast in a system that virtually 

amounts to feudalism. Much of this land consists of 

vast estates, which the owners themselves are unable 

or unwilling to improve and which they will not re- 

lease for individual enterprise and the country’s com- 

mon needs. On other great tracts’ the tenants are 

without protection against injustice from landlords 

and without encouragement to develop the property. 

As a result of these conditions, it is said, there are 

six hundred thousand fewer farm workers in England 

today than there were fifty years ago; and agricul- 

tural {nterests are on an alarming decline. 

The Liberal Government proposes to bring this 

waste and idle land within “the wealth producing 

sphere” and also to assure tenants fair treatment, 

the object being to restore that free, stout-hearted 

yeomanry which in days of old was the country’s 

strength and pride. 

It is a peculiarly interesting fact that both the 

great political parties of England recognize the need 

and justice of such reform- As regards the principle 

involved, they agree; it is chiefly on the question of 

means and method theat they differ. Among the Un- 

fonistt, or Conservatives, a plan for the State pur- 

chase of undeveloped lands has found marked favor. 

The Liberal ministry, while not overlooking this 

phase of the scheme, purposes to go further and pro- 
vide thoroughgoing supervision of rents and tenure. 

A new administrative department, headed by a Min- 

ister of Lands, is proposed. “Under his direction,’’ 

we are told, “there will be a judicial commission 

having authority to fix falr rents to be paid by 

tenants to landlords and reasonable prices to be paid 

by buyers to sellers. For tenants there will be se- 

curity of tenure and protection of their improvements 

—which means that while the tenant pays the judicial 

rent, the landlord will be unable to turn him out and 

confiscate his improvements on the farm.” One ob- 

server of English conditions comments in this con- 
nection: 

“Those who know what the conduct of greedy 

landowners has been will understand how benefi- 

cent these provision are. For the agricultural 

laborers, there are at last to be decent homes, 

with at least land enough attached to each cot- 

tage to provide the family with vegetables. This 

may bring laborers back to the soil.” 

The United States with its abundance of land is 

untroubled by many of the problems with which 

progressive England has to contend. Our people have 

the freedom and resources to overcome many difficul- 

ties which in England the Government itself must 

handle. Happily we do not need paterialism in our 

government; we are determined to solve our social 

and economic problems before they reach so crucial 

a stage,

As for that, where will yon get o finer pedigree 

than Oscar Underwood might boast? He 1s the grand- 
son of Joseph R. Underwood, a near kinsman of George 
Rogers Clark, and one of the most illustrious of tne 
citizenship of kentucky. He helped to make what we 
call “tne land law,’ not by legislative statute but by 
judicial interpretation, of the old commonwealth, and 
@ great English jurist pronounced the land law of 
Kentucky, as expounded by her supreme bench, as one 
of the most notable of the many notable triumphs of 
English jurisprudence. 

This here Oscar Underwood is not as handsome a 
man as his granddaddy, but he strikingly favors Jo- 
seph R. Underwood. Judge Underwood, as everybody 
catls him in old Kentucky to this day, was repeatedly 

representative in congress and served one term as 
United States senator. The quality of ideality was 
abnormally developed in him and John Quincy Adams 
declared that he would have proposed and made pow- 
ertul argument in support of an amendment to the Ser- 
mon on the Mount nad he been there. He was a sol- 
dier of 1812 and when he wenf, to his honored grave 
at great age—more than four-score—his body bore tho 
Scafs of the wounds he got when he “run the gantlet” 
a prisoner in the hands of the Indian allies of the 
British. He was the personal friend and follower of 
Henry Clay, his colleague in the United States senate. 
He was a “Conscience Whig” or emancipationist, and 
do you know, if that scurvy set, the New England 
Anti-Slavery society, had kept its dirty paws out of 
the dish, such men as Henry Clay, Joseph R. Under- 
wood, the Breckinridges, the Marshalls, the Prestons, 
the Randolphs and others of the leading families of the 
south would have freed every nigger down there with- 
out shedding a drop of blood? Fact. 

Joseph R. Underwood preserved the union, I make 
no doubt, Though he had a son in the Confederate 
army, he saw nothing but political chaos in the suc- 
cess of the secession movement. He conceived the 
policy of “neutrality” that early prevented the seces- 
sion of Kentucky. His pen wrote the “Crittenden Res- 
lutions” that passed both houses of congress the day 
after first Bull Run with a singlo dissenting voice in 
each branch—Stevens in the house and Sumner in the 
senate—and those resolutions later prevented the se- 
cession of Missouri and paralyzed the Confederate cause 
in Kentucky and Maryland.

could know an old man. My father; a Democrat, was 
bitterly hostile to him in the field of politics. I re- 
peatedly played chess with the old gentleman, a game 
of which he was passionately fond, and his opening of 
the “bishop's gambit" was a fine and a formidable 
play. Of all the men I ever met Judge Underwood was 
the most courtly,"and it was a politeness that was the 
child of kindness. in this respect | am sure Oscar is 
very much the grandson of his grandsire. 

And in the senate Oscar will just about rank with 
the place his grandsire held and that 1s mighty high; 
but why does a man want to go downstairs? As I 
remarked, I would rather be*chairman of the ways 
and means committee of the American house of repre-

A Friend of Anthony Trollope 

It was very early In the 50's that T. H. S. Escott, 
whose “Anthony Trollope; His Work, Associates and 
Originals” (Lane) has grown out of amagazine arti- 

cle projected in 1878, first met the novelist, then a gov- 

ernment employe. “Living as a child, with my parents 
in Budleigh Salterton, in South Devon, I found one day 
the morning's lessons interrupted by the announcement 
that a strange gentleman who seemed in a hurry de- 
sired to see my father. The visitor, then on his post: 
office rounds in the west, and known as the author of 
“The Warden,’ and the visited had not seen each other 
since school days at Winchester, The stranger, I can 
just recollect. as I watched him at our midday dinner, 
seemingly added to his naturally large dimensions by 
a shagsy overcoat or large, double-breasted peajacket, 
making him look like one of those sea captains of the 
Devonshire coast.” Penny postage was then on its 
trial, and every corner of the western counties was 
being traveled over by Trollope for the purpose of in- 
suring the regular delivery of letters. ‘This .pilgrim- 
age was for two reasons a landmark in Trollope’s 
course, literary and official. It gave him all that he 
wantedinthe way of human varieties for peopling not 
only the pages of ‘The Warden,’ but of the other Bar- 
chester books. And it enabled him to show that the 
public department he had entered at nineteen had now 
no more active, alert and resourceful public servant 
than himself.” But the only words Mr. Escott can rec- 
ollect of Trollope’s at this time were, “Boy, help me 
on with my coat.” 

Many years later the acquaintanceship was resumed, 
to grow into an intimacy ended only by death. “One 
November day, at Euston station, he entered the com- 
Partment of the train in which I was already seated, 
on some journey due north. Just recognizing me, he 
began to talk cheerily enough for some little time; then, 
putting on a huge fur cap, he suddenly asked: ‘Do 
you ever sleep when you are traveling? I always do’; 
and forthwith, suiting the action to the word, sank into 
that Kind of snore compared by Carlyle to a Chaldean 
trumpet in the new moon, Rousing himself as we en- 
tered Preston "station, he next inquired: ‘Do you ever 
write when you are traveling? ‘No.” ‘I always do. 
Quick as thought out came the tablet and the pencil, 
and the process of putting words on paper continued 
without a break until nis journey was done”—New 
York Evening Post.

This revolutionized the money lending business 
and built up a system of credit, combining the Iss 
ance of bonds, the gradual repayment of the princh 
pal by the mortgage maker, and the building up of & 
sinking fund to meet the bonds when they should fall 
due. Each of these functions ts indispensable to the 
success of the system, but the greatest among them 
is the principle of amortization. The borrower de 
cides how many years he requires to pay back tht 
loan, and it is then divided into so many annual In 
stallments. He must meet these as well as his inter 
est payments, and that means frugality and sustiine 
effort at getting out of debt. thereby Inculcating th 
habit of thrift. It also reduces the Interest burden of 
the borrower from year to year, at the same time ln 
creasing with each passing year the margin betwott 
the value of the mortgage and the size of the debt 

The present day landschaften are simply syndicates 
of borrowers, who supply themselves with capital upot 
the lowest possible terms and upon the easiest possible 
methods of repayment.

\lf Made in One Day, No-Time 

Would Be Left in Which to 

Stop and Visit Various 

Plants Along the Way 

Last week saw two steps of import- 
ance taken toward completing the plans 
for the big “Industrial Seeing Atlanta 
Tour," which will be conducted some 
time between November 19 and 15 by 
the industrial bureau of the chamber 
of commerce. 

On Wednesday afterfoon the terminal 
agents of the yarious railroads met 
with members of the bureau and gave 

their cordial indorsement to the plen, 
and on Thursday afternoon the termt- 
nal agents held a meeting and mapped 
out an itinerary for the special train 

that will take members of the cham- 
ber and business men on a circuit of 
the manufacturing plants in Atlanta 
and Filton county. The object of the 
trip is that the citizens of Atlanta may 
visit end inspect the varfous industrial 
enterprises which are doing so much 
to build the city and increase its weaith 
and power. 

The itinerary as mapped out by the 
railroad officials contemplates a total 

distance to be traveled of seventy-eizht 
miles and eight and\a quarter hours in 
which to make it. 

“This will not permit of any time 
for those whd go on trip to stop and 

| visit the factories and this being the 
| main object of the tour, it is likely that 
we will run the excursion on two days 
so as to give ample opportunity for the 
Inspection of each plant,” sala W. H. 
~eahy, secretary of the industrial bu- 
reau. “Everybody I have talked with 
is enthusiastic over the project and 
the trip is assured. It only remains 
now to work out the details of the 
plants to be visited and the time to be 
consumed at each. Lunch will be pro- 
vided on the train for the passengers. 

The members of the industrial bureau 
wi hold “a meeting in the next three 
or four days at which a list of the 
manufactories to be inspected will be 
compiled. The itinerary formulated 
by the raflroads only sets forth the 
places at which the train will stop and 
doesn't name the enterprises that wilt 
be visited.” 

The sightseeing train as at present 
planned will leave the Union station at 
8:30 a. m. and will return to the Ter- 
minal station at 5 o'clock, p. m. It

MAKE USE OF ADVANCE CARDS

\Veteran Sample Caser Dis- 
cusses the Uses and Styles 
of Visit Announcers and 
Tells How Present Differ 
From Past 

“Dont neglect your advance cards.” 
This is the message of R. B. Me- 

Whorte, trraveler of thirteen years’ ex- 
perience, who carries a grip for the 
Ridley-Williamson-Wyatt company. 

“Traveling mefi today do not seem 
to give the attention to this feature 
of the work that they did ten or fifteen 
years ago," Is the observation of Mr. 
Me Whorter. 
“Many of the younger fellows on 

the road are hardly using advance cards 
at all. It is my experience that ft 
pays and pays well to send them close— 
t» send one to every customer you 
can set a date for and then to be there 
on that date. 

“I like a plain ecard, a very plain 
one. I notice that the fancy advance 
cards, especially the somewhat flippant 
kind, are often treatd flippantly by the 
merchant who receives them. 

“The plain card naming the date is 
the proper thing. My experience is that 
the notice sent merely stating that you 
will call soon is worth very little as a 
rule. The merchant thinks you are 
not coming so very soon or you would 
have given the date and he may give the 
order to a compeitor, espécially if the 
other salesman heppens to strike him 
when he needs goods badly.” 

Mr. McWhorter also speaks from the 
merchant's viewpoint as he was in the 
retall meréhandise business for several 
years himself. 
“When I was a merchant and a sales- 

man who served me satisfactorily wrote 
definitely ‘See you Wednesday,’ I al- 
ways waited.

Are Cared for in the Barclay 
Day, Nursery 

For about eight hours a day six days 
in the week, sixty-five little children at 
the Exposition Cotton mills are made 
temporary orphans. 

For eight hours a day mother and 

father are away at the whirling mills, 
toiling for the food with which to fill 

so many hungry little mouths and the 

clothes to protect so many warm Httle 

bodies from the heat of summer and 
the winter's call. 

And eight hours a day sixty-five lit- 

tle children find a new home in the 

Barclay Day nursery, where tender- 
hearted women teach them to play as 
other little children play, to sing the 
folk songs of the kindergarten, hear 

wondrous tales of childhood and romp 

together in merry children’s games. 

The Barclay Day nursery has been in 
existence a scant four years. Once the 
tiny people of the cotton mill district 

found a playground in the gutter and a 

parent in some Kind yet distracted 
neighbor. Today mothers take their 
little ones to the day nursery as they 
depart for the mills. at early morning, 
and find them waiting, safe and happy, 
when they plod homeward as the day 
is done. 

Children from the age of two to three 
weeks to those of six and seven years 
are sheltered in the nursery dally, or 
else in the Kindergarten that is conduct- 
ed in connection with it. The nursery 
Was the {dea of the late Mr. Barclay; 
the Kindergarten is supported by the 
mills itself. 

Only those wee lads and lassies who 
can hardly walk are cared for in the 
nursery.

The objections to using a knife to do the 

work of a fork are founded on common 
sense more than on any fashion. Among

To my cry of pain my 
mother responded sternly: “I am glad 
you hurt yourself, and I hope y-a will do 
it every time you put ‘your knife in your 
mouth.” Apart from the danger of the cut,

there was the taste of steel on the viands 
which ruined the delicate flavor of fruit, 
salads, fish, and many other articles.

tages dre less striking, and yet this practice 
saves the trouble of changing the knife and 
fork from one hand to the other and back 
again—a habit much jeered at by our 

A Pr} 
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British cousins—and makes for quietness 
in the preparation of the food. I acknowl- 
edge It is’ more convenient to cut up all 
your food before you begin, and be able to 
eat without interruption—and yet, on the 
face of it, doesn’t it look rather absurd 
to do It, just as it offends your senke of 
fitness when you see a man bite an outline 
of his mouth out of a slice of bread, or 
lay it on the table and butter it as if he 
were spreading mortar with a trowel? 

All peculiarities in eating are to be 
avoided, whether it be the extreme of old 
or new habit. There is no force in my 

D. D. guest's defense that he had always 
taken his tea in that way. So I heard a man 
the other day buttress himself against 
criticiam by saying that he had always usec 
a toothpick at the table and that he tet 
always caten his meals in his shirt sleeves. 
Custom is no standard if it 1s a poor cus- 

tom.

Easily Grow Careless. 
To return for a moment to the attitude 

of the young people who point out to us 
the error of our wayn in table manner’ 
well as in other lines, We may dislike tt. 
but would we really prefer that our faults 
should not be indicated to us and that we 
should go on in the careless habits into 
which we had unconactously slipped? 

I thought of that the other day when I 
saw a worthy old gentleman eat corn from 
the cob. It was a long car, and he but~ 

tered, salted, and peppered it all to his 
taste and then proceeded to gnaw It loud 
ly from one end to the other. I could not 
altogether blame the young scamp of a boy 
who whispered to me that “ Old pop is 
doing @ Marathon up and down that car of 
corn.” Yet if any one had intimated to 
him that it would have been well for him to 

break the ear in two and butterand season 
only & little of it ata time, he would have 
resented the suggestion flercely. So he 
went on obscuring his countenance with 

flakes of corn kernels and making a rather 
dingusting sight of himself for the benefit 
of the tableful. 
Do you appreciate how prone we all are 

to @lip Into careless ways when we have 
Paased the age when any one dares correct 
or criticise us? Look at yourself from an 
outsider's standpoint if you can, and ob- 
serve the result. I was horrified the other 
‘day to find that I had slipped into the way 
of picking up bite of food like scraps of 
bacon and the like in my fingers instead of 
with my fork, and I even caught myself 
putting my sticky finger Into my mouth to 
cleanse it by the natural method acter eat- 
ing @ piece of frosted cake. You may see 
others about you using their fingers a 

“ pushers” to get their food on their forks 
or spoons, or gnawing meat from chop and 
chicken bones because they get more off 

in that way than by cutting it. You are 
shocked, perhaps, at the spect..cle, but does 
tt occur to you that little habits of the same 
sort may have crept upon you? 
Years ago I visited at the home of « 

friend whose father had the habit of taking 
from the platter in front of him such frag- 
ments as suited his fancy. I thought then

Remedy for Moths. 
“ IT notice in your Corner a request for the 

name of a moth exterminator. Several 
years ago when I was away from home for 
some time moths entered and took posses- 
sion. They were in everything, even the 

piano, and tuere were so many they could 
be swept up by the handful. Usual reme- - 
dies failing to dislodge them I invented the 
following: . 
“Five cents’ worth of cayehns pepper 

was placed in a quart glass fruit jar and 

the can was then filled with gasoline. The 
cover was screwed on and the can was left 
closed all night. The next day it was 
ready for use, I procured a small tin 
sprayer, such asis to be found where chick- 
en supplies are sold, the attached bottle, 

holding three or four ounces was filled 

with the gasoline and pepper mixture, and 
the fine spray pumped everywhere that 
moths could exist. While doing this the 
mouth and nose must be covered with @ 
wet towel. A week later I sprayed every- 
thing again and a third time at a week’s 
interval. After this no more moths could 
be found. I sprayed their favorite haunts 
once a month for several times. It har

Some Final Things and the Final Thing 
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Some of their large dairy manufac- 
turing factories in Germany | and 
Holland. “At these establishments 
butter and cheese are manufacturea 
in large quantities. All the capitai 
invested in these plants is owned by 
the farmers in the surrounding ter- 
ritory, stock being issued on the 
basis of the number of cows owned 
and milked by each farmer. Milk 
from these farms is delivered daily 
to the factory. The cream is at 
once separated from the milk, which 
is then delivered back to each farm- 
er, who takes it home to be fed to 
the calves and pigs, A well- 
equipped laboratory is operated in 
connection with these factories.
