National Agricultural Depart-| 
ment Decides to Supply Pub- 

lications With Figures 

BY RALPE ‘SMITH. 
wannrerem Nov, 5.—As a result 

of requests from editors and editorial 
associations in many states, the 
United States department of agriculture 
has announced that the November crop 
reports for each state will be supplied 
to the newspapers in all states through 
the central weather station, located in 
each of the states. The Georgia re- 
ports will be distributed from Atlanta. 

Under this plan the general stm- 
mary of the crops for the. United 
States will, as heretofore, be issued in 
Washington for telegraphic distribution. 
It has been found, however, that the 
conditions of crops within their partic- 
ular states are of especial value te the 
farmers and producers to 
conditions in their own state are im- 
portant in the marketing of their pro- 
duce. 

The crop data thus cfreulated by mail 
to the newspaper will give a full list 
of the crops, the average condition of 
each crop for ten years’ period in that 
particular state, and the condition of the 
Btate crops for November 9. In the 
adjoining column will be given the same 
data for the United States, so the far- 
mers who read these notices can com- 
pare the crops in their state as of No- 
vember 9 with the ten-year averages. of 
their own state, and in the same way 
with the average condition throughout 
the United States on November 9 and 
tor ten years. 
These state crop reports are not sup- 

plied to individuals, and are mailed only 
to editors of regular publications. The 
November state ‘reports for the thirty- 
nine states newly added to the list -will 
be sent only to the dally papers, the 
county papers, and agricultural publica- 
tions. Meanwhile the department -ts 
preparing lists of small town weeklies, 
and in December the erop reports” will 
be sent also to the smaller “papers.

| Good Omens for Democracy. 
There is much room for satisfaction, from the na- 

| tional Democratic point of view, in the several elec- 

tions Tuesday. Particularly is this true with regard 

to New Jersey and Masachusetts, in both of which 

the Washington administration was interested ac- 

tively. 
In New Jersvy, the president's home state, the 

Democrat who succeeded him was re-elected to the 

governor's office. Not only did the party win with 

J. F. Fielder as gubernatorial candidate, but it elected 

five of the eight new state senators, insuring party 
control in the upper house of the New Jersey assem- 

bly. It seems probable too that the party will con- 

trol the lower house. The victory in New Jersey is 

distinctly an administration victory, for the president 
and his policies were made the dominant issues there. 

The slump in the progressive vote, from 145,000 (the 

figures for Mr. Roosevelt one year ago) to about 

40,000, is hardly less notable than the fact that at 
least one-fourth of the difference went into the Demo- 

eratic camp. - 
In Massachusetts, Governor Eugene N. Foss, “the 

flopper,” elected as a Democrat some months ago, 
tailed the ticket with his “independent” candidacy; 

and David I. Walsh, Democrat, was elected by a big 

majority as his successor. A victory for the Demo- 

erats in the whole state ticket seemed to be indicated. 

From the returns in both of these states the Wash- 

ington administration can derive much encourage- 

ment. In both of them there had been campaigners 

who appeared almost as the personal representatives 

of the president himself, 
In other elections elsewhere the Democratic party 

won the honors of the day. Blair Lee, Maryland 

Democrat, seems to have been elected to the United 

States senate as the successor of a Democrat, the late

Pepys and His Diary 

When naughty King Charles If came back to Eng- 

land after an enforced stay in Burope for the benefit 

of his health—sharp throat trouble, due to staying 

overlong in England, had carried off his father to an 
eurly grave—when Charles II came back, and they 
chased the Puritans into the brush and joy was ex- 

ceedingly unconfined, Mr. Samuel Pepys began writing 
his diary. Mr. Pepys’ diary, like joy itself, was also 

unconfined, and in places ef so extremely frank a na- 
ture that it could hardly get away anywhere today ex- 
cept on the New York stase or in a New York novel. 
But it is one of the most interesting and valuable 

pooke in English literature for all that. 

Not that Mr. Pepys was a great man himself, by 

any means, but because he wrote down everything he 
saw and did and thought. And he saw and did and 

thought a lot of things. Apparently he did not write 
his diary with any idea that it would be published— 

he might have checked some of its exuberant confi- 

dences if he had. It was published, however, and It 

furnishes us a wonerfully good picture of the times in 

which it was written. Real intimate pictures are these 

from Pepys’ diary—we learn what Mr. Pepys had for 
dinner in one paragraph, and in the next what was the 

latest witticism of the king. Generally Mr. Pepys’ 

dinners were a good deal more sayory than the king's 
jokes, too. 

But the diary does more than that; it gives us a 

pitilessly clear picture of Mr. Pepys himself, with all 

Ris vanities, and quaint concelits and faults—some of 

them very entertaining, others—well, rather Rabelai- 

sian, to say the least. That is one reason why a good 

many people who don’t care a rap about the times of 

Charles Tt find an interest in Pepys’ diary. It's 50 
entirely human. 

Samuel Pepys, who wrote the famous diary, was 
born in 16; the son of a poor and improvident tailor 

who had small faculty for getting along in the world. 

But Samuel had exactly the faculty his father lacked. 
He was an industrious young man, who kad a passion 
for doing things ‘well and orderly,” and the first thing 
he contrived to do well was to get an education. Where 

the money came from to send Pepys through Cam- 
bridge university is a little uncertain—maybe Samuel's 

cousin, Sir Edward Montagu, who afterward found a 

job for him with the government, supplied it. at any 

rate, to Cambridge went young Pepys, and about the 

only reference to him on the records of the university, 
besides the routine notice of his entrance and exit, 
mentions a rebuke “for having been scandalously over- 
served with drink the night before.” 

At twenty-two Pepys married Elizabeth St. Michel, 

the daughter of a poverty stricken Huguenot. She was 
a pretty, docile, empty headed little lady, it seems “My 
wife is a fool,” observes Pepys in an offhand way in 
the course of his diary, but he continued to love her 
all his life, even though he wrangled with her fre- 

quently. 

Pepys had no money and no job when he married, 

but the Providence who looks after the sparrows sent 

Sir Edward Montagu along about this time, and Str 

Bdward found his poverty stricken relative a govern- 
ment job. Pepys at onée began to make good. His 

passion for neatness and accuracy made him a valua- 
ble man for office work. He continued in government 

employ during the last years of Cromwell's protecto- 

rate, and his patron was agile enough to eiimp up on 

King Charles’ bandwagon in ample time, so that when 
the Merry Monarch came back, Montagu continued to 

hold office, as did all his relatives. It was in the year 
of the return that the famous diary began. It con- 
tinued nine years, when, owing to the failing eyesight 
of its author, it was discontinued. 

Now, little Samuel Pepys—you somehow always 
thing of him as little, whether he was or not—had one 
ef the prime qualifications of a good reporter. He 
was tremendously interested in life. His: own life, the 
lives of those around him, all the ever$day things in 
the world continued to fascinate Pepys. They kept 
him young and alert. He saw a lot and he wrote 
down everything he saw. His sense of proportion was 
very small. Thus we find him devoting almost as 

much time to an account of how he forgot to bring 
home lobsterg that he had bought for dinner as ne 
gives to telling of the restoratiof of the House of 
Stuart. Both incidents interested him tremendously. 
Every day was an adventure to the chatterful diarist. 

The home things were quite as important to Pepys 
as outside matters. His wife, as untidy a person as 
he was orderly, distressed him frequently. «© 

“After that,” he writes, “I went home, where I was 
angry with my wife for her things lying about, and in 
my passion kicked the'lttle fine basket which I bought 
her in Holland and broke it, which troubled me after I 
had done it” 

She seemed to hav. © @ passion for ill-s 
which annoyed Pepys, himself a Bel Baap hie pd in dressing. He tells about her appearing in “a black moyre waistccat and short petticoat, laced with silver lace so basely that I could not endure to see her" Poor Mrs. Pepys! She must have had a trying time of it some days. But she wad very sincerely fond of him, as he was of ker, and somehow their affection survived the constant gales that threatened it. Pepys might tweak his wife's nose occasionally, and she chuce him around the room with a pair of red hot tongs, but they were always “sorry afterwards,” and made up.

RURAL CREDITS 
XII—PLUNKET’S WORK IN IRELAND. 

B. FRED#RIC J. HASKIN. 

In looking over the field of rural credit operations 
no other country seems to come quite so close home 
to Americans as Ireland, whether by reason of the 
American admiration for the sturdiness of the Irish 
character in its native surroundings, or whether 
through sympathy in their efforts to solve the hard 
economic problems of absentee landlordism and the 
harder governmental problem of home rule. 

eee 

This the whole world knows about Ireland: that for 
generations the masses of its people have lived under 
an agricultural system that has yielded them tho 
barest existence. And this the few who have investi- 
gated present-day conditions know: that transplanting 
the German idea of co-operative credit in particular, 
and of rural co-operation in general to Irish soil has 
brought forth fruit in the way of the attainment of 
economic independence, in abundant méasure. Tne 
Irish take pride in show!ng to the world how one of 
the English-speaking peoples has benefited by learning 
the lessons the German farmer has to teach them all. 

eee 

During the past quarter of a century England has 
had a new policy in Ireland—a policy of enabling the 
soil to come into possession of those who till it. Sir 
Horace Plunkett admirably sums up the results that 
are coming about in Ireland by saying: “The out- 
standing fact of Irish lIffe today is that after a con- 
flict of centuries old between the small class which 
owned the land and the large class which occupied and 
cultivated it, the agrarian revolution common to most 
European countries is ending, as it always does and, 
by the transfer of the land to the tiller of the soil.”

After the crown decided upon the issuance of $2,- 
000,000,000 of imperial credit to enable the Irish ten- 
ants to become the Irsh farm owner, a commission 
was organized to spy out the farming experiences of 
the world and to bring back to Yreland the grapes of 
sucecessfully applied practice. The one lesson which 
this Investigation learned, according to Sir Horace 
Plunkett, was that the prosperity of rural communities 
was due to state educational assistance plus self-help. 
They found everywhere that what the farmers could 
do for themselves by intelligent co-operation was im- 
measurably greater tnan what the best intentioned 
state could do for them. 

see 
The result of the work of Sir Horace Plunkett and 

Father Finlay, the Jesuit priest who had studied con- 
ditions thoroughly in Germany, in promoting rurat 
credit conditions and other forms of co-operation in 
Ireland has been that 100,000 Irish farmers are now 
united in the self help that comes from rural banking 
and co-operative production and distribution. Ireland 
is being transformed from a country of rich absentee 
landowners into a country of small farmers, few of 
whom grow rich, but most of who may now enjoy a 
decent living for themselves and their families, The 
Irish have imported the Raiffeisen bank from Ger~ 
many, almost to the letter, and it works as well there 
as ever it did on its native soil. 

‘The Irish idea is to make co-operative banking only 
one part of a general scheme of co-operation among 
farmers, and the men who have been responsible for 
tLe transplantation of co-operative credit from the con- 
tinent to Ireland have insisted all along that the eno 
form of co-operation must go hand in hand with tho 
other.

A bill has been pending to sub- 
stitute the present form of unlimited lability, which 
permits the creditor, in the event of the liquidation of 
a bank, to demand the whole of his debt from a single 
member, for a form of lability for supplementary pay- 
ments. Under the substitute the creditor would hold 
the society and not the individual member responsible, 
and the society would have to meet the debt by a pro 
rate assessment rather than by permitting the creditor 
to recover from an individual member.
