JULIAN L. MURPHEY DIES 
AT ST. JOSEPH INFIRMARY 

Sporting Editor of The Journal 
“Victim of Malady~ Which 

Baffled Physicians

Murphey, for years a _mem- 
of The Journal's staff, died Thurs- 

day morning at 11 o'clock at St. Joseph's 
infirmary, after a braye but hopeless 
fight against the strange malady which 
sapped “his strength. There is sadness 
in ‘The “Journal building, for no 
of the many. who have served the paper 
and passed. on ever. mude closer friends 
among his confreres. And the anndunce- 
ment of his death will bring deep re- 
gret far outside the circle of the 
Fourth Estate, too, for all the city 
knew Julian Murphey, and to know him 
was to be his friend. b 

Until a month ago Mr. Murphey kept 

steadily..at, his desk, as sporting editor, 
but for ® consigerable period he had 
found himself tiring more easily after 
physical exertion. Then one day on the 
golf links at’ East Lake He fainted. He 
rose and tried again, but was too weak 
to continue the round? It was not until 
then that he or his .friends realized 

that he was really fli, 

At St. Joseph's infirmary the physi- 

}cians said he was suffering from per 
nicious anaemia, a malady which grad- 
ually saps the strength of its victim 
through the breaking down of the blood 
corpuscles. There is no remedy known 
to science, and several physicians call- 
ed into consulation shook their heads 

and satd there was no hope. Mr. Mur- 
phey Ilngered several weeks, growing 
“@ little weaker every day. He did not 
suffer, and drifted into unconsciousness 
as the end approached. 

Mr. Murphy was born in Barnesville, 
on June 26, 1887, and received his edu- 
cation at Gordon institute, where he 
wag prominent in college sports and 
was quarter-back on the team which 
won the preparatory championship. His 
interest in athletic affairs brought him 
in touch with newspaper work, and in 
1906, two weeks before he would have 
been graduated, he joined The Journal 
staff and became assistant in the sport- 
ing news department. About two years 
ago he was promoted to be sporting ed- 
itor, and he held that position until his 
death. 

AS sporting editor and writer Mr. 
Murphey came into close touch with the 
wide ‘field of fe outdoors, and won 
numerous friends and admirers. among 
players and public alike. He was pos- 
sessed of a remarkable fund of informa- 

tion in his favorite field, and his views 
on athletic affairs were considered au- 
thority by a host of followers. 

Mr. Murphey was unmarried. He 
lived at North Jackson street with 
his father and mother, Mr. and Mrs. 
Otis A. Murphey, who survive him. E 
leaves alsoaa sister, Miss Mary Murphe- 
and five brothers, Clarence, Candler, Ly- 
man, William and Edward Murphey. 

Mr. Murphey's body has been taken 
to Barclay & Brandon's chapel. where 
it will remain until 12:30 o'clock Friday 
afternoon, when it will be taken to 
Barnesville, G&., his birth place and old 
home, for funeral and interment. 

No services will be held in Atlanta, 
although friends who wish may call at 
the chapel of Barclay & Brandon.

‘CORNER COPS’ WHISTLES 
TO CONTROL ALL TRAFFIC 

Chief Beavers Arranges Signal 
System-—Three Blasts Means 

Stop and Look Out 

Beginning at noon Thursday traffic on 
the congested downtown streets will be 
controlled by whistle blasts. Each 
traffic officer will be equipped with a 
peculiarly shrill whistle and ‘the number 
of blasts will indicate the line of traffic 
which has the right of way. 

Chief Beavers has studied the use of 
traffic whistles in New York, Cincinnati 
nd other large cities, and has found 

|that as soon as the public become fa- 
miliar with the meaning of the various 
signals the movement of traffic is great- 
ly facilitated. 

| “The whistle signals adopted by Chief 
Beavers for Atlanta are as follows: 

Ome blast means that north and south 
traffic has the right of way and will 
proceed, while east and west traffic will 
stop. 

‘Two blasts means that east and west 
traffic has the right of way and will pro- 
ceed, while north and south :traffic will 
stop. 

‘Three blasts means emergency and 
possible danger. When three blasts are 
blown by a traffic officer, all vehicles

sidewalks. Three blasts will be blown 
upon the approach of fire apparatus, 
ambulances and police patrols on hurry 
calls, runaway horses and similar occa- 
sions. 

Every citizen is urged by Chief Beav- 
ers to study these signals so he may 

interpret them correctly and be governed 

accordingly. 
The whistle signals will be first instt- 

tuted at Five Points, intersection of 
Whitehall and Alabama streets, and in 
tersection of Mitchell and Forsyth 
strets. Later all traffic policemer in 
the city will be equipped with the whis- 

tes.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.—We see a heap of curious 

things in this fe we live. The other day, or rather 
the other evening, I was passing along a street in the 
northeast section of this town, and heard a masculine 
yoice singing to the accompaniment of the piano, a 

dong that had not greeted my ears for more than half 
a century, I knew the Singer—“Clint” Price, of Indi- 

ane, an Abolitionist, not of the Oliver P. Morton 

brand, but of the George W. Julian regime. Morton 

advocated emancipation for politics’ sake; Julian be- 
lieved in it for conscience’s sake. 

« Well, this song was an Abolition ditty, and there 
comes the wonder of what I am going to tell you, “It 
was written by a northern man, evidently opposed to 
slavery, and it became instantly popular, and nowhere 
more so than in Barren county, Ky., a slave-holding 
community, where abolition was simply abhorred by 
all, including most of the negroes, nearly all of them, 
in fact.

In North Barren county was a young man, a schoel 

master, his father a slaveholder, his name Isaac Wtl- 
coxson. I revere his memory. He taught me to read 
—advanced me from the old “Blue-back Speller" to 
Goodrich's “First.” As a mathematician his superior 
was not in all the land round about. He was the au- 
thor of a tade mecum, a textbook relating to the scl- 
ence that ought to "have made his fame as boundless 
as the rule of “Tare anid Tret.”~ 

He was @ very athletic man, above six feet, splén- 
idly proportioned, and properly trained for the “mill,” 
he could have licked a greater than John L. Sullivan 
in the fistié prize ring. Also he ‘was a llon-hearted 
man, as you shall see if you have the patience to read 
this through.

Wilcoxsen..had @-fine tenor yolce and he was pas-

The 
master ignoble, the negro was base. No greater pride 
of place was ever held by woman that ever wore garter 
than that of an “old black mamma” I have in mind.

loyal and devoted could love. 
And so Wilcoxson, and none else there and then, 

thought the song “‘Nellie Gray” a reflection or an as- 
sault on the “institution” as we had it—suileless them- 
selves, they suspected gttfle from none without.

(not a part of it), and a considerable development of 

civic consctence. 
The form of a republic can be used to 

greatest tyranny. The Caesars were adepts 
ancient Rome; the stedici in Florence knew 

perfectly. 
Many of the so-called republics of today

If Man Were Only 
As Big as An Ant 

If man were much larger or much smaller than he 
is he could not have accomplished many of the most 
important feats of civilization, says a writer in the 
World Magazine. For man, by his stature, is just the 
right size to make the best use of everything around 
him. In an article in La Nature, Georges Claude 
points out some of the reasons for this. 

If man were the size of an ant, for example, he 
could have made none of the machines with which he 
has conquered the world. The dimensions of such ma- 
chines as he could have built would condemn them tu 
uselessness, as the surfaces upon: which friction musv 

take place would be out of all proportion to the wor 
ume of the apparatus. 

Such avman could not make a balloon that woulc 
float in the air. The delicacy of the materials he 
would have to employ would prevent this, for when a 
certain point of tenuousness is passed the gas diffuses 
quickly through the envelope. He could not build 
ships that would cross the ocean or float on any large 
body of ‘water, because the dimensions of such vessels 
would have to be so inferior to the length and heignt 
of the waves as to make certain the immediate swamp~ 
ing of the tiny craft. 

He could not even produce great heat, because the 
external surface of his furnaces would be so large in 
proportion to their volume tnat most of the heat 
would be lost. This would cut him off from all the 
chemistry that involves high temperatures, and there- 
fore from metallurgy and mechanics. 

But a chonge in the size of human beings would 
not make their existence impossible, nor would it pre- 
clude a high civilization. This, however, would be a 
very different civilization from ours, perhaps one 
evolved from some such primitive beginnings as those 
of the ants. *

Senator Lea's Resolution Call-

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.—The lease of 

the Western and Atlantic railroad by | 
the Nashville, Chattanooga and St. Louis 
railroad and the use of the tracks of 
the former railnoad by the Louisville 
and Nashville, will be the subject of a 
sweeping and thorough investigation by 
the interstate commerce commisston, The 
senate passed a resolution by unanimous 
vote this afternoon directing the com- 
mission to institute the inquiry, and pro- 
viding ample legal machinery to make 
the probe effective. 

‘The resolution was introduced a couple 
of months ago by Senator Luke Lea, of 
Tennessee, but at that time it made no 
direct reference to the Western and At- 
lantic lease nor to the use of the state 
road’s track by the Louisville and Nash- 
ville. An amendment specifically cover- 
ing these questions was adopted without 
objection when the resolution was called 
up for passage today. 

It is well known in Georgia that the 
Louisville and Nashville has for several 
years used the tracks of the Western 
and Atlantic railroad from Cartersville 
to Atlanta and has thus far escaped 
payment to the state of Georgia of a cent 
for this use. The inquiry by the interstate 
commerce commission is expected to de- 
velope the relations existing between the 
Louisville and Nashville and the Nash- 
ville, Chattanooga and St. Louis, which 
has enabled the former to divert to its) 
own use the property of the state of} 
Georgia without compensation. 
As finally perfected by amendnients in 

the senate, the Lea resolution has sut- 
ficient power to make the investigation 
of the relations between the Louisville 
and Nashville and its subsidiaries the 
most thorough to which any railroad 
company has ever been subjected.
