Advertising Pays in 
Church Work Declares 
Speaker at Conference 

ANNISTON, Ala, Nov. 18.—In a short 
address by way of introducing Dr. W. 
F. MeMurry, general secretary, J. R. 

Wilson, president of the church exten- 
sion work of the North Alabama confer- 
ence, with headquarters at Lincoln, 
deprecated the fact that the conference 

has heretofore been able to collect only 
68 per cent of the money subscribed 

to this fund, placing them thirty-eighth 

among all the conferences of the south. 
The reason for this, he said, is the 
failure of the members of the confer: 
ence to advertise. 

“Advertising pays in business and it 
pays in church work,” said Mr. Wilson, 
who is a successful merchant and bank- 
er. “It's the man who advertises who 
gets the business, and the reason we 
have not collected more is that we have 
not talked extension work enough.” This 
was substantiated in his address by Dr. 
McMurry, who showed how by educating 
the people on the work, one church had 
collected over $100 at one service when 
its assessment was only $50 and there- 
tofore It had been raising only $35 to- 
ward that amount.

TECHNICALITY TO GIVE 
LANIER A SECOND TRIAL 

Word ‘‘Smothered’' Instead of 
“Strangled’’ May Save Al- 

leged Child-Slayer 

Due to a legal technicality, W. C. La- 
nier, a young Waycross man convicted | 
of murdering his own infant an hour| 
aiter its birth, will have a new trial. | 
The decision in this ease was handed 
down by the state supreme court Thurs- 
day morning. 

The lower court is reversed because! 
Judge T. A. Parker, of the Waycross 
cireuit, in his charge to the jury In- 
structed that if the defendant or his 
wife (the wife being under a joint in- 
dictment with her husband for the! 
same crime) “smothered” the child they 
would be authorized to convict him of 
murder, 

The point made by the defense and 
sustained by the supreme court is that 
the bill of indictment Jid not include 
anything apout “smothering,” that 1t 
charged the baby was killed by “chok- 
ing, strangling, and by beating “and 
striking.” ‘ 

If Judge Parker had used the word 
strangling instead of smothering there 
would be no new trial for Lanier. The 
court's opinion was written ‘by Justice) 
Atkinson, Justices kvans and Lumpkin 
filed a dissenting opinion, taking the 
position that the lexicons make little if 
any distinction between strangling and 
smothering. 

Lanier was convicted of murder with 
a recommendation to merey which car- 
ried with it the life penalty. His wife, 
Nina Lanier, is yet to be tried. The 
state contende that the baby was an 
unwelcome arrival at the Lanier home 
and that its parents conspired to get 
rid of it by strangling and beating it 
to death. 

It was also testified by the state's 
witnesses that within an hour after 
the baby's death Lanier took its body 
in a buggy and driving out in the coun- 
try buried it in the sand. Both La-| 
nier and his wife insist that the baby 
died from natural causes.

as in 1968, 

y other matters of interest to

President Hunter. Some of them 
follow: 

In 1913 the number of cars of pe. 
shipped out of Georgia was 1.219 as 
compared to 7,157 in 1912. The early 
frosts cut this year's crop short, but 
also resulted in a better price to th« 
growers. Owing to the short crop thr 
exchange shipped to only thirty-fou 

cities in 1913 as compared to eighty-si 
citles in 1912, 

Eighty-four per cent of the frat! 
growers in the state are now member 
of the exchange, which has 493 stock 

holders. In 1913 the earnings of th 
exchange amounted to $24,205.99; its ex

I am sorry to say that the American congress 1s 
much given to an improvidence—it never does a thing 
this session if it can possibly put off the job till next 
session. The reason is not far to seek. Your average 

congressman is always a candidate for re-election and 

his paramount principle may be stated thu 

greatest political calamity that could posstbly befall 
this country is my defeat.” Of course, there are nu- 
merous and honorabie exceptions, and I could name a 
solon in either house of the American congress the 

last thirty years who would—and did—set their polit- 
ical fortunes upon a caSt and stood the hazard of 
the die. 

But as a general proposition congress is afraid and 
that is how it came that for many years party polit- 
ical platforms have meant Httle—after election.

I recollect when Mr. Cleveland was chosen presi- 
dent the second time in 1892. 1 was working then for 
What was perhaps the leading Democratic newspaper 
in th, south, and in my poor, little, flimsy way I in- 
sisted on convening congress to go to work on the 
tariff. The editor would have none of it and declared 
it would be suicidal and idiotic to have an extra ses- 
sion. 

In August, following His inauguration in March, the 
president was forced to convene congress to look after 
he purchase of silver. By that time the tariff would 
have been fixed all right without “party perfidy and 
party dishonor,” had the extra session been called. 

And don’t you think that great editor has a hun- 
dred times since denounced Grever Cleveland for fail- 
ing to convene congress to tinker with the tariff in 
March, 1893? Fact. ~ 

Mr. Cleveland was a very great man,°a powerful 
personality. Unfortunately he was devoid of tact, and 
while he was not without sentiment he was lamentably 
deficient in imagination. in the matter of firmness 
he was all that Jackson was; in the matter of honesty 
he would gaze an eagle blind. 1 fear he was also lack- 
ing in that highest quality of a public man, instinct. 
that would have forced an extra session of congress 
as soon as he became president in 1893. 

What a brave man it was! Speaking of Mr. Car- 
lisle when all the batteries of the adversaries were qi- 
rected against him, Mr. Cleveland grimly said: “He 
knows all I ought to know; and I can bear all we 
have to bear.”
