Alleged Issuance of Passes by 
Political Agents Will Be 

Probed 

BY RALPH sMITH. 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—Investiga- 

tion of ‘the ownership, management, 
methods and practices of the Louisville | 
and Nashville railroad and allied lnes, | 
will be instiuted about December, 1/ 
by the interstate commerce commission, 
by direction of the United States senate 

Tt has not been decided definitely who 
Will conduct the inquiry, which promises 
to be the most thorough and sweeping 
ever undertaken by the federal govern- 

ment. his detail, and the general 
scheme to be followed by the inquisi- 
tors, will be determined by the commis- 
sion at an early date, so the inquiry 
may get under full headway by the 
first of next moath. 

The Lea resolution, under which the 
investigation will be conducted, covers 

ja wide range of subjects, and it is the| 
[belief here that dionths may be required 
to complete the inquiry and formulate 
a report for the senate. The report will 
|be as clear and comprehensive as was 
|the commission's finding with reference 
|to the New York and ‘Hartford railroad, 
which it investigated recently. 

And the Louisville and Nashville re- 
port is expected to disclose a lot of in- 
teresting—and possibly sensational— 
tacts that were not touched in the in- 

(igation of the New Haven road, 
Senator Lea, in the preparation of his 

resolution prefited by the experience 
of the commission in its previous in- 
quiries wud so worded it that.no es- 
cape will be left for any fact pertain- 
Ing to the Louisville and Nashville. 

POLITICAL ACTIVITIES. 
The alleged political activities of the 

Lopisville and Nashyille will, it is be 
lieved, furnish a subject of lively in- 
terest for the investigators, In this 
connection, the accumulation of date 
concernirg the alleged lavish issuance 
of free passes by the “Louisville and 
Nashville, political agents, promises to 
make interesting reading, and to cause 
several persons prominent in public life 

a lot cf discomfort and uneasiness. 
The report, once it is submitted to 

the senate, will become a _ public 
document, and the demand for it will 
undoubtedly result in the publication 
of several thousand copies for free dis- 
tribution. In this way, not to mention 
the newspaper publicity that will be 
given it, the going and comings (on 
free passes) of politicians in Ten- 
nessee, Kentucky and otter states “will 
be given to the public, and, in some in- 
stances, may explain possibly the

Distle, brought in a tomato weishing 
one pound and nearly one ounce. He 
said this was a sample of his fall to- 
mat ‘erop and his. vines were full of 
ripe fruit and flowers. He» believes if 
the farmers of this sectlon would pay 
as much attention to the truck crops 
as they do to raising cotton, corn and 
hay, they could double their farm profits. 
One farmer, G. B. Hopper, recently 
brought in nineteen green vegetables 
from his fall garden, including ripe to- 
matoes, okra, squash, Irish potatoes, 
snap beans, peas, turnips, collards, sweet. 
potatoes, eggplant, bell peppers, rad- 
ishes, young onions, lettuce, pumpkin, 
kershaw. 

J. M, Green, who formerly lived in 
this county and moved to Miami two 
years ago, i here ona visit and is very 
much interested in the deyelopment of 
the trucking industry here. He declares 
that south Florida affords a splendid 
market for the truck grown in this sec- 
tion, After the truck season there is 
over there is almost a famine for vege- 
tables. He says the truck growers of the 
Miami section are usually people ¢ho 
come down from the north and spend 
four or five months producing a tomato, 
or similar crop. The principal money 
crops are tomatoes, bell peppers and 
eggplant. He says common green field 
peas sell in Miami for 16 cents a pound 
in the hull, sweet potatoes retail for 
$1.70 per bushel, corn is 5v cents per 
dozen eafs, never less than 25 cents per 
dozen, And these crops which are pro- 
duced cheaply here are the farmers’ op- 
portunity: 

This refers particularly to the spring 
truck crop. Mr. Green declares there 
is & great opportunity here in spring 
truck because this season would begin 
just as the Plorida season ends, and al- 
ways the market is better at the close 
of the Florida season than at the. be- 
ginning for the reason that the weather 
is beginning to get. warm at the north 
and this stimulates the demand for 
green vegetables.

In Heavyweight Potatoes 

TIFTON, Ga., Nov. 15.—One Tift 
county farmer who has ten acres in 
sweet potatoes, from which he expecte 
to get at least 200 bushels to the acre, 
has two potatoes from the patch which, 
weigh 71-2 and 81-4 pounds respective- 
ly, This is about the largest patch ot 
sweet potatoes ever grown in Tift coun- 
ty, and the potatoes are some size 
themselves.

Her husband insisted on weeping the 
housekeeper despite her pleas, she al- 
leged. Denham, answering, declared 
that his wife would not be content in

He alleges. that his wife was so in- 
sanely jealous that she coupled his 
name with that of practically every 
woman in the community in which they 
lived.

“The facts are, that I had during the 
afternoon been moving my home from 
the country, near Ormwood, to the 
north side near my place of business, 
and to avoid loss of time from my 
work, I began in the afternoon and the 
last load was delivered near midnight, 
and I had gone to the store, where I 
had a bed and had been sleeping, to pay 
off the draymen, and for the purpose 
of retiring.

By perfecting a stronger organization 
than has ever before en#agedsins this 
work in Atlanta, the Hed Cross Christ- 

mas seal committee proposes to place 

in Atlanta and vicinity this year more 
than twice as many of the seals as were 

sold last year, and thus to accumulate 
a larger and much-needed fund for 

the support of the Atlanta Anti-Tuber- 
culosis association. 

This purpose is to sell a million seals, 

which means one million cents or $16.000 
for the prosecution of the warfare 

against the white plague. Chairman H.

NEW YORK, Nov. t-aetretare 
of War Garrison declared at a. dinner 
given in his honor at the Lotus clubs| 
tonight, that the people of the United 
States, as a whole, did not regard the 
army in the proper attituae. 

“For one thing,” said he, “I think the 
people fail to , discriminate, between 
their absolute hatred of bloodshed and 
war and the funetion of the army in re- 
spect thereto. For the fireman, physi- 
cian, engineer and for the clergyman, 
none of us have words other than of 
praise and encouragement. .And yet-for 
the soldier, whose very presence is a 
protection against others attempting 
to use force and. whose efforts in our 
behalf when force. is used against us 
are essential to our defense, the people 
have either a negligent.attitude or very 
ofteon one of disapproval. I. cannot 
on apy: reasonable ground:sccount/tor 
this. 

“Tfiit: were ‘true:that the: officers and 
men of the arms~-were swaggering bul- 
lies, seeking to engage im war for war's 
sake, or undesirable. citizens whe 
brought disgrace upon the uniform and 
the country there-would be-reason for 
this public attitude. But exactly the 
contrary is the case. The army, both 
officers amd men, never was ‘of higher 
tone ‘than today, nor as high, in my 
pinion. 

“No sane man possibly. can think that 
a-nation situated, as is. the United 
States. with respect to the world, could 
do without an army. Weal Ihbelieve 
that the tendency of the American goy- 
ernment’ is toward righteousness; ‘that 
we have no desire for aggrandizement, 
for oppression’ or for taking away from 
any one.or any nation. that which. right 
fully belongs to it. But we also know 
that it itakes two to Keep the peace 
and we cannot Safeguard the’ interests 
of our people without the force .con- 
stantly ready! to méintain, and secure 
it 

Secrétary ‘Garrison cited as’ proofs’ of 
the efficient character of the army the 
numerous instanéés in which it has been 
effecively used, especially.in relief work 
during floods, forest fires and “Other 
great disasters. 

“In view of all this,” Mr. Garrison

There never was 
such a reformation as that which took 
place in the kingdom of Judah as the 
result of the reading of this book. As 
they appreciated the curses which 
would come upon their nation if they 
turned away from their God, and as 
they realized that they were then In 
the midst of the very things against 
which they had been warned, they 
trembled at the thought of the wrath 
of God, which was coming upon them, 
and the reformation resulted. 

The Book of Deuteronomy is the 
heart of the Old Testament. Every de- 
vout Jewish boy recited a chapter of it 
daily. It had a marked influence on 
the life of Isaiah. Jeremiah quoted it 
frequently. Hosea and Amos show its 
effect upon their lives. Ezekiel has 
many references to it; and almost every 
quotation from the Old ‘Testament 
which Jesus, the great prophet of Naz 
areth, made comes from this book. No 
wender the high critics have tried tn 
vain to destroy it. They might as well 
try to destroy the earth with a grain 
of gunpowder. 

It consists “largely of 
speeches which Moses made after he 
realized that God was not going to 
allow him to lead his people into Ca- 
naan. I say mainly because there are 
Parts connecting these speeches more 
or less descriptive, and there is also 
the Book of the Covenant, or a sum- 
mary of all the laws, which Moses had

There never was 
such a reformation as that which took 
place in the kingdom of Judah as the 
result of the reading of this book. As 
they appreciated the curses which 
would come upon their nation if they 
turned away from their God, and as 
they realized that they were then In 
the midst of the very things against 
which they had been warned, they 
trembled at the thought of the wrath 
of God, which was coming upon them, 
and the reformation resulted. 

The Book of Deuteronomy is the 
heart of the Old Testament. Every de- 
vout Jewish boy recited a chapter of it 
daily. It had a marked influence on 
the life of Isaiah. Jeremiah quoted it 
frequently. Hosea and Amos show its 
effect upon their lives. Ezekiel has 
many references to it; and almost every 
quotation from the Old ‘Testament 
which Jesus, the great prophet of Naz 
areth, made comes from this book. No 
wender the high critics have tried tn 
vain to destroy it. They might as well 
try to destroy the earth with a grain 
of gunpowder.

I find very few men who care about it. It’s too much 
work, and they like the idea of steering the girl around 
best. 

‘The variations in this dance are few, because oncg peo- 
ple start it they don’t want to stop it. It is really such 
fun and in such good time that you can keep it up all 
night and not get tired, for it is really not an effort. There 
is, however, one variation that I personally like to do,

Simple if You Start Right. 

A good change ia to Castle eight counts and then walk 
along eight counts, then back to the Castle.

the piano man has callouses on his finger tips and the 
drummer is paralyzed and never ask for a change of steps. 

‘The Castles sometimes g> from this walk into a skip. 
You have probably ere this been knocked down by some 

couple who saw them do it in New York and thought it 

looked simple. It is simple if you start right. Just start 

as if you were a kid skipping off to school, only you have 

a girl in your arms that vou did not have in the childhood 
days, and if you're a girl you're skipping backward, 
which would never get you to school, but really that’s the 
idea—just act foolish. 

In this skip zou go sround the corners the same way 

with the girl ‘bending to the side. When you do all these 

bends or even read about them, one ¢an almost understand 
the anti-corset brigade. 

The success of this childish dance has been wonderful 
and helps to sustain my argument tat there is nothing 
low about this dancing wave. It is just this: For years 

people who -have been led to believe dancing was difficult 
now see people just walking about to the time of music 
and loving it. So they try it and love it, and that’s the 
answer. It is not that the new dances are seductive but 
that they are simple that makes them a success. Men 
who have never danced a step often make the most expert 

Castle walkers, for they are naturally stiff, and it is hard 
for a good and graceful dancer to stiffen his legs and be- 
lieve he is doing it right.

BIRTHPLACE IS STOCKHOLM.

“Of southern cities I know notn- 
ing, for I have only gitmpsed Atlanta 
and have seen no others.

Why, coming over on the 
boat, Americans who had gone 
abroad and were returning, hadn’t 
lime even during thrs vacation (o 
rest.

They couldn't sit down ana 
take things easy. 

LOST ART OF RESTING 
“They had worked so much and

CHILDREN ARE SOLD 
30° TO: 200 PESOS: APIECE 
In submitting his report, Mr. 

Phipps says: “‘I-have no hesitancy 
in saying that I think the eharges 
of Secretary Worcester, that slavery 

ts in the Philippines, are fully 
ained. A question has been 

raised as to the term ‘slavery,’ say- 
ing that it was not a legalized insti- 
tution in the Philippines, such as it 
was in the United States. 

“I do not think that the question 
of the legality or iliegality *enters 
into. the question of facts as io 
whether or not slavery exists, as 
slavery exists in many countries 
which; perhaps, have no statutes on 
the subject at all, so that human 
slavery is a condition of human be- 
ings where one human being keeps 
another human being in a state of 
servitude or bondage; and where 
one person is subject to the will or 
command of another; where the 
slave is obliged to labor for a mas- 
ter without the consent of the ser- 
vant. All the conditions that enter 
into such a definition of slavery ex- 
ist in the Philippines, and I am 
quite certain that his excellency, the 
governor general, and Secretary 
Worcester will be sustained in their 
allegations that slavery exists in ths 
Philippines. 

“The almost universal report 
made to me by each person who had 
been asked to investigate was that 
slavery in some form existed, to his 
personal knowledge; with a number 
it is a form of peonage which is the 
most extensive form of slayery 
practiced here; with many others, as 
will be.noted by the reports sub- 
mitted here, it Is the barter and sale 

of human beings by one person to 
another, who holds such persons so 
sold to him in absolute subjugation, 
and they perform duties and labor 
for him without compensation 
further than scanty clothing and, in 
many instances, indifferent food.” 

From J. A. Stiver, district auditor 
at San Fernando, province of Pam- 
panga, Mr. Phipps receivea a report 
saying: “It is admitted that slavery, 
sale of human beings and involun- 
tary servitude exist in this province. 
But in every case the one who gave 
me the information made his state- 
ments to me only after being as- 
sured that his name would not be 
used in any connection with any in- 
vestigations or reports that might 
follow. 

NEGRITO SERVANTS SLAVES. 

“One man told me confidentially 
that practically every Negrito serv- 
ant in these parts had  originaliy 
been bought. He explained that 
they are generally bought when 
quite young and kept as staves until 
they become old enough to shift. for 
themselves; that they are kept in 
servitude throughout their minority; 
that when they reach the age of 
discretion they learn that there 
18 no law which compels them 
to remain in servitude, and that if 
they are dissatisfied after they learn 
their rights in the matter, they 
leave the owner’s house and either 
return to the mountains or seek em- 
ployment—the latter being the more 
usual, as, after they have been 
away from their native hills from 
childhood they have lost all econnec- 
tion with the hill people and have 

no occasion to return to the moun- 
talns. 

“This seems to be the limit of the 
slavery as in vogue here. It is con- 
fined to Negritos, and lasts until the 
slave knows that he may escape with 
impunity. When many of them 
learn their rights they do not 
leave their masters, as they have 
better homes than they could other- 
wise provide for themselyes.”’ 

Mr. Stiver then describes how a 
slave is bought. One who desires 
to make such a purchase sends up 
into the mountains to a chief of a 
Negrito tribe. The bargain is made 
for the delivery of a boy or girl, as 
desired, at a price of from 60 to 
100 or 120 pesos, the chief to de- 
liver the child to some person wao 
will, in turn, deliver it to the pur- 
chaser and get the money in pay- 
ment. Mr. Stiver’s informant was 
unable to say how the chief ob- 
tained the children. 

For a child to become a slave 
through a system of binding a 
marriage is a common thing, and 
slavery is more apt, so one man 
told Mr. Stiver, to occur in this 
way than in any other. He sets 
forth an example. A .marriage is 
arranged between a young man and 
young woman. The bridegroom's 
fataer must pay the father of the 
girl a certain sum of money.

He tas no es- 
cape, he must keep working, work- 
ing. 

“In France, the wife not only lends 
her help, but when she marries sne 
orings with her a wedding portion, 
her ‘dot,’ as they cali it. Even the 
poorest girl would refuse to marry 
until she had some small sum of 
money, even though it was but 
trifle, which would be her marriage 
portion. 

MONEY PROBLEM SOLVED. 
“This way of preparing for the 

first expense of marriage ana the wil- 
lingness of the wife to aid in the 
money making, frees marriage in 
France of much of the money trou- 
ble that you find here. 

“But, of course, I know that cus- 
toms in all countries can’t be the 
same. And I wouldn't have them the 
same. I am glad that America is so 
different from the continent, and of 
course I don’t mean to criuczse Amer- 

ican women or men. I find much 
bere that is better than condi- 
tions in France. The neea of Amer- 
ican husbands working incessantiy 
without time for leisure, is stmply 
phase of American life thar I think 
is unfortunate. 

“Customs here and in Burope are 
as different as customs mcre and in 
China. But after ar this difference 
consists chiefly in the easier way 
that the European takes life. 

“Now, in Sweden, weahave a poor 
country, and the peopes must work 
hard, but there you see sone of the 
hurry that characterizes American 
cities. The tension and me nervous- 
ness are absent. People rind more 
time for pleasure, for recreation. 
What is needed in America is more 
time, more leisure.” 

ADVICE TO SINGERS. 
Madame Dogmar began the train- 

ing of her voice when she was but 
sixteen years old; and, immedtately 
after studying in Paris, she appeared 
in Stockholm in “Carmen."’ But she 
would discourage other singers from 
attempting opera berore thetr voices 
have matured or they have completed 
their studies. 

An early beginning m the runda- 
mental training of the volce is well 
enough, but a venture into opera be- 
fore the voice has reached its 
strength means failure that other- 
wise might have been avoided. 

She also has seen the hardship that 
awaits the student in Par:s wno goes 
there with insufficient money. 

“It is necessary,” she said last 
week, ‘to study in Paris if you wisn 
to become a professional singer. But 
you should study there at least two 
years. A few months can do no 
good. 

“J remember meeting there an 
American girl, I think she was from 
Texas. Like a great many students 
she had come to Paris with scarcely 
any money, and when I saw ner she 
was sick, she was breaking her 
health down with privacion and 
overwork, and, as is always true, her 
chances of success were about one in 
a hundred. I advised her to go horny 
and to think about her happiness as 
well as her voice. 
“Any hard work is worth while 

when your voice can be developed for 
real operatic work. But it is no gooud 
going to Paris and starving and then 
failing. My advice to any peginner

is to stay at home until you have 
money enough to keep you in simple 
comfort during two years’ study 

abroad. 
ROUGH ROAD TO SUCCESS. 

“Even under those circumstances 
the life will be hard enough. qt 
will mean incessant work, work that 
calls for everything you have. But 
then if you succeed, this success 
makes all your hard work worth 
while. 

“There is no more sattsfying\work 
than that of a singer who is success- 
ful, It is the work of an artist. It 
is a work that, in itself, wouta be its 
own reward. If you can succeed as 
a singer, don’t let the preparation of 
hard work scare you. But remember, 
there is no more miserable existence 
than trying to starve and study in 

Paris. 
“Yet, I don’t believe anyone can 

get the training in New York nec- 
essary to fit him for operatic sing 
ing. I don't think the ecachers there 
are capable of giviny such training 
In my opinion it is avsolutely nec- 
essary to go to Paris to complete the 
culture of the voice. 

“I went from Stockholm to Paris 
when I was only a girl, I began and 
completed my study there, and /then 
began at once to sing 1m opera. I 
sang about twelve years in London 
at Covent Garden, and afterward 
made tonrs of Scotlanw and Ireland, 
of France and of Germany. 

“England I find is best for con~ 
certs, and France and Germany for 
opera. Concerts are ® rarure in 
Paris.” 

Her impression of grand opera in 
America is that the marvidual sing- 
ers here, those of greatest proml- 
nence, such as Caruso, are the great- 
est in the world. But she believes 
that the companies as a whole in Eu- 
rope are better selected. 

Her parting advice to singers is 
to learn by observation. 

“I don’t exactly mean tmitation,”” 
she explained. “Of course, it never 
is well to imitate. But It 15 well to 
follow the example of those who are 
successful. I have srearnea more 
from attending the opera, and watch- 
ing the work of great singers, than 

in any other way.”

a native term literally. The pay- 
ment of a “life” is a greater con- 
sideration than any other, and ties 
the marriage knot, says the report, 
exceptionally tight. The bride- 
groom’s father in due course gives 
the bride’s father a “life,” in the 
form of a slave child. Where the 
slave comes from Mr. Stiver’s in- 
formant does not know. He is 
usually of a different tribe and 
passes through many hands before 
reaching his final destination. 

The outcome of the transaction us- 
ually is that the bride’s father sells 
his slave, having spent most of his 
money on the wedding feast, and the 
child is sold and sold again until fin- 
ally he reaches some*Filipino family 
far distant from his native hills, 

Another cause of slavery is the aban- 
donment, now almost complete, of a 
custom to kill all orphans. They used 
to be considered a burden to society 
and were disposed of by death. Now 
they are sold. 

In another report, Mr. Stiver tells 
of the baptism of a Negrito girl. Prac- 
tically all negritos are put on the par- 
ish records. The baptism establishes 
ownership, as does the registration of 
a cow or horse, and also serves as an 
excuse for the statement that the slave 
has been adopted into the family of 
the owner. A padre at one place told 
Mr. Stiver that children three years 
old are worth about 30 pesos, but that 
prices run as high as 209 pesos. 

The padre said that Nesrito young- 
sters were frequently given away be- 
tween frients. Another report tells of 
the acquisition of a Negrito boy by a 
man at Bacolor. The boy was “given” 

to this man by another person who got 
him from some one else for 30 pesos. 

“The boy,” says the report, “was 
captured wild in the hills west of Lu- 
boa, and has not yet been domesticat- 
ed. For this reason he has to be 
penned up in his present owner’s 
house. So far . I have been able to 
learn, he has not been mistreated, 
except that he has been deprived of 
his Hberty, and that when compelled 
to take a bath he raises an awful 
disturbance,” 

John W. Hunter, an acting chief dis- 
trict auditor under Mr. Phipps, also 
submitted a report. He says that he 
has been in the islands since 1899, and 
has visited every province. His obser- 
vation has been that the largest per- 
centage of real slavery exists in prov- 
inces adjacent to, or in part inhabited 
by, hill tribes, or so-called non-Chris- 
tians. He has observed that human be- 
ings are sold quite frequently. This is 
not only for servants, but there is also 
a considerable traffic in girls. 
When he was in Cebu last year he 

was personally offered boys and girls 
for 20, 30 and 40 pesos. The cause of 
it all was the scarcity of food. Mr. 
Hunter says peonage exists in all parts 
of the islands, and in many instances 
practically amounts to slavery. The 
most common method is the debt sys- 
tem, where natives are placed in the 
debt of some one well-to-do and kept 
.there by various means the rest of 
their lives. 

A report from Iloilo says that there 
is no siavery in that district, but that 
peonage is general, and is run on they 
debt system. Peons are transferred 
from one master to another upon the 
payment of the pean’s debt. 

An auditor stationed in Cebu {llus- 
trates the debt system by telling of 
seeing a peon fined 24 pesos for steal- 
ing an axe worth about 4 pesos. The 
man has to work out the fine, which 
is imposed not as punishment, but as 
a means of keeping him on the plan- 
tation. Other of Mr. Phipp’s agents 
reported slavery and peonage in vary- 
ing degrees. Others were unable to 
report havine found either,

containing the large shell pins is @ 
graceful fashion. The hair is separated 
as in the colffure first described; that is, 
the front from the back. In this in- 
stance, ‘however, the hair is parted 
slightly to one side, and is then drawn 
back low oyer the ears. The back hair 
and the ends of the sides are then 
combed together. This same loose hair 
is then evenly divided, the upper from 
the lower. The lower part is made 
into a plait and pinned so as to form @ 
complete circle about the back of the 
head and also about the upper part 
of the loose hair which is not yet ar- 
ranged. 

The loose hair thus surrounded by 
the braid resembles a horse's tail. This 
“tail” is then twisted about in a dou- 

, ble figure eight and pinned in the cen- 
ter of the braid. Unless the hair is 

quite luxuriant, a switch will have to 
be used for the braid. Two large shell 

pins ornament either side of the braid. 
You will notice that the smaller hair- 
pins do not show. Pins that are not 

prnamental should never be allowed 

to mar the appearance of any hair ar- 
rangement. Always they should be 
.concealed.as nearly as possiole. Also, 
the hair should always be braided or 
arranged with as much loosenéss as 

is consistent with firmness. The looser 
the hair, the thicker it appears, the 

softer it looks. Not only that, it is 
really a matter of hygiene. It is de- 
sirable for both health and cleanlines= 
that the air be allowed to circulate 

through the hair freely, and this it 
cannot do if the hair is'twisted into a 
tight coil or knot. It is better to wear 
a net to keep down stray ends th 

to plester them to the head b& a tight 
arrangement, 
For the maid or woman who objects 

to even a moderately elaborate coil, such 
as the figure eight, for busimess, there 
is the neat braided coll, The hair may 
be parted on the side or in the cen- 
ter; the front, separated from the back, 
is drawn down over the ears in mucl 
the same fashion as the first-mentioned 
coiffure, The ends of the sides and the 
back are then combed into one. After 

the haly is thus combed together. it is 

divided down the center and two braids 
are made, These are then shaped into 
the braided knot, the braids crossing 
and being twisted in opposite directions 

and interlapping each other, As it is 
difficult to Keep the hairpins’ from 
showing in a braided knot, it is Dest to 
use shell pins. They are not so in 
artistic as the wire ones.

Roll the back into 
one long, firm puff and pin it” length- 
wise on the back of the head" near ithe 
nape of the neck. Part the front hair 
in the center and draw it loosely back, 
endeayoring to cover the ears, After 
the coiffure is completely arranged you 
may pull the hair still further over the 
ears with the comb, pinning it in posi- 
tion at the side of the knot. 
‘The side hair 1s fastened at each side 

of a back puff with shell pins, to hold 
it im place. The ends are then loosely 
coiled in fanciful little twists, that run 
along eavh side of the large puffs. 
Bring the front hair well down over 
the forehead, especially if the forehead 
be high. 
The high arrangement of the hair is 

for the girl with the round face. It 
is suitable for afternoon or evening.

The front hair, too, is 
separated from the back hair behind 
the ears.

to an innocent question? And after 
you have done the damage, ail the re- 
grets in the world were rt able to re- 
call it or wipe out the harm that had 
been done. The unkind question is an- 
other thing that every one should learn 
to curb and to relegate to the golden 
silence. One day I heard a woman ask 
Where the husband of another was, and 
there was an embarrassing silence be- 
fore the reply was made that he was in 
prison.

By the time you have 
used a tablespoon of oil the dressing will 
have begun to thicken and when this stage 
is reached you can add the oil more rap- 
idly, until you get to putting in a teaspoon- 
ful or more at once. Should it become too 
thick to stir readily, thin with a little vin- 
egar, adding this cautiously, and then jut 
in more oil until you have the quantity 
you wish, One egg yolk will take a pint of 
oil, Put it aside on the ice until it is need 
It should be like heavy double cream. 

If you wish to increase the quantity whip 
the white of the egg to a stiff froth just 
before serving the mayonnaise and beat it 
lightly into the yolk mixture. Should the 
dressing curdie when halt done, set it aside, 
begin again with another egg, and when 
the dressing is again thick stir in the cur- 
dled portion carefully, as you would the 
oil. This dressing is easily made and is not 
a tedious performance after you have had 
a little practice with it.

STORY OF HIS LIFE. 
The story of Bishop Haygood’s life 

is summarized on the monument 
over his grave as follows: ‘Atticus 
Green Haygood, D.D,, LL.D. Preach- 
er and philanthropist. Born in Wat- 
kinsville, Ga., ‘November 19, 1939. 
Licensed to preach by Rev. W. R- 
Branham at Salem Camp Ground, 
September 13, 1858; married to 
Mary F. Yarbrough, June 6, 1859. 
Sunday school secretary M. E. 
church, south, 1870-75; president of 
Emo! college, 1875-1884. Editor 
Wesleyan Christian Advocate, 1878- 
iss Agent of Johm E, Slater Fund, 
1 1891 Author of “The Man of 
Galilee” and other works. Bishop of 
the M. B. church, south, 1890-1896. 
Died in Oxford, Ga., January 19, 
1896." 

On the opposite face of the monu- 
ment, and on a marble tablet to the 
right of the main entrance to the 
new Haygood dormitory, is this 
quotation from him: “Let us stand 

by what is good and try to make it 
better. Bishop Haygood’s sisters- 
in-law, Mrs, W. W. Evans and Mrs. 
S. H. Dimon, think a mistake has 
been made in the quotation. They 
remember Bishop Haygood to have 
said, “Let us stand by what is good 
and make it better if we can Dr. 
Haygood had another motto: “I must 
succeed, and I will. If I can’t do it 
this way, I can that." 
REMODELS HISTORIC CHURCH. 
The old church in Oxford is close- 

ly associated with the name of 
Bishop Haygood. The church was 
built in 1841-42. The cornerstone 
was laid June 23, 1841. Before the 
church was completed the first com- 
meneement of Emory cosege was 
held in it. The walls were up and 
the roof was on, but the floor was 
not laid. The neighbors came to- 
gether and put down a floor of loose 
boards for the occasion. The com- 
mencement sermon was preached br 
Rev. Alexander Speer, grandfather 
of Judge Emory Sper. 

The old chureh was, originally. 
rectangular in shape, stood in the 
middle of a street and belonged to 
the town. Later, in order to accom- 
modate the large crowds of com- 
mencement visitors, Dr. Haygood and 
his friend Stewart, father of Prof. 
Joe tewart, of the University of 
Georgia, remodeled the church, This 
they did by adding a wing to each 
side a rostrum to the back end and 

galleries all around. The old church 
served its purpose for a great many 
years, even if Bishop Hoss did de- 
seribe it as a fearful and wonderful 
piece of architecture. 

Possibly there is no other church 
in the south in which so many eccle- 
siastica] and civil dignitaries ha 
delivered sermons and orations. The 
pulpit there has been filled by the 
following bishops and men who were 
afterwards elected to the bishopric: 
Soule, Andrew, Capers, Bascom, 
Doggett, Wightman, Pierce, Marvin, 
MeTyeire, Hargrove, Duncan, Hay- 
good, Key, Galloway, Fitzgerala, 
Wilson, Hendrix, Hoss, Candler, At- 
kins, Tigert, Ward and McCoy. 
Bishops Warren and MeDowell, of 
the northern church, have also 
preached there. Lovick Pierce, 
Thomas O. Summers, J. M. Buckley 
and Young Allen suggest the types 
of preachers—not bishops—who have 
filled that pulpit. Orations and ad- 
dresses have been heard there, deliv 
ered by Alexander H. Stephens, Rob- 
ert Toombs, L. Q. C. Lamar, Henry 
Grady, Benjamin H. Hill, W. T. Col- 
quitt, William L. Chambers and 
many other great men. 

Possibly there is no other church 
of the Methodist denomination in 
the state of Georgia to which +o 
many hearts turn in loving remem- 
brance, as the old church in Oxford. 
It has been the spiritual home—or 
the Sunday resting place—of more 
than twenty-five thousand boys who 
are now scattered over the whole 
face of the earth. Some of them 
may have resented the ccmpulsory 
chureh attendance twice on Sunday, 
but most of them managed, some- 
how, to hold up two fingers in re- 
sponse to the monitor’s question the 

next school morning. 
In this old church some fifty Em- 

ory commencements were held and 
there is no telling how many_youns 
men have married there. 

FALLEN INTO DISUSE. 
The old church is not now in use 

except as a place of amusement. It 
still stands in the middle of the 
street and is, now, the joint proper- 
ty of the town and the college. The 
middie portion belongs to the town. 
The wings, rostrum, and galleries, 
built by Haygood and Stewart, be- 

long to the college. 
The faculty of the college still 

determines who shall be allowed to 
give an entertainment in the old 
chureh and what kind of a show may 
come to the town. It is interesting 

to observe the sedate professors in- 
specting the posters to see if the 
skirts of the lyceum girls are long 
enough. 

AS COLLEGE PRESIDENT. 
Dr. Haygood found the endow- 

ment of Emory $13,000 and left it 
approximately $160,000. It is, said 
that the enrollment -of the eollege 
went from 50 to over 300 under his 
administration, but this statement 
has not been verified. Dr. Haygood's 
freat work, as college president, 
however, was not in raising money 
or swelling the roll, but in his hand- 
ling of students. He was accessible 
to his boys at any time, day or night. 
They went to him, on matters of 
business, as freely as they would 
have gone to a father. They even 
consulted him, in all seriousness, in 
regard to their love affairs. 

One evening President Haygood 
called a young man <nto his study 
and said to him, “X—, I notice you 
are paying attention to Miss Y—- 
Are you in earnest?” 

The sudden and unexpected ques 
tion almost knocked the young fel- 
low from his feet. cornered, he 
tremblingly replied, “Yes, sir, I am 
in dead earnest.” 

“Well, then,” laughed the doctor, 
“T am going to help you.” 

A few minutes later, when Dr. 
Haygood had saddled his pony and 
was riding down to the college, he 
stopped at the young lady’s gate and 
called her out. When she came near 
enough, he tapped her across the 
shoulder with his riding whip, and 
said, “Y—, if you don’t marry X— 
you are a goose." With that he rode 
away, leaving the blushing and be- 
wildered girl gazing at his retreat- 
ing figure. 

One of the old pranks of the Emo- 
ry college boys was a tin pan seren- 
ade. These they gav frequently 
while Dr. O. L. mith was president 
of the college. Dr. Smith would get 
out and watch for the fellows and 
“run them in.” When Dr. esaygood 
became president the boys decided to 
give him a famous “send off.” They 
gathered, in a body, on Branham’s 
hill, bringing every available tin pan 
in town. Marching quietly to the 
“president's mansion,” where it was 
planned that the storm should break 
loose, imagine the surprise of the 
serenaders, to see Dr. Haygood come 
out at his gate with a big lard can 
and a stick ready to head the pro- 
cassion. He started off but the boys 
did not follow. 
“Why don’t you come on, boys?” he 

inquired. 
“It’s not any fun,” declared one of 

the bravest spirits, “unless you object 
to 

“My dear boys,” be declared, “I 
baven’t a nerve in my body. Serenade 
me whenever and wherever you 
please; but remember there are a few

nervous women in the town.” 
‘That was the only silent. tin-pan 

serenade remembered in Oxford, and 
the only attempt at such a démonstra- 
tion during the presidency of Dr, 
Haygood. 

PADDLE HIM AGAIN. 
Formerly there stood a building be- 

tween where Seney Hall and the old 
gymnasium now stand. In this build- 
ing there was a lunch room and study 
hall for the Covington students. Dr. 
Haygood appointed two upper class- 
men to keep order in this room. One 
day a young man, who was related to 
the doctor, created some disturbance 
by kicking on the door. The two or- 
derlies proceeded to paddle him. Dr. 
Haygood heard. about it and called 
them into his office. “I hear,” he be- 
gan, slowly and seriously, “that you 
have paddled “be 
Wondering if they were about to be 

expelled, the two boys acknowledged 
that they had done the paddling, ana 
explained why. 

“Well,” replied the doctor, in great 
seriousness—almost sadness—if he 
does it again, paddle him again, only 
be careful not to break any bones.” 

A young south Georgian, who found 
himself without funds, at the end of 
his sophomore year, wrote to Dr. Hay- 
good to that effect, and asked his as- 
sistance in securing a scholarship in 
Peabody college, Nashville. Dr. Hay- 
good responded, “Come on back to 
Emory. We need you here. Your in- 
fluence among the boys is good. We 
are reserving for you the best room 
in_our house.” 

Board was then $20 a month. When 
the young man had received his di- 
ploma, he went to Dr. Haygood and 
asked him to fix up the papers for the 
$360. 
“Young man,” the doctor inquired, 

with a characteristic smile, “aren’t 
you now engaged to a member of my 
family? The boy timidly acknowl- 
edged that he was, “Well, then,” 
added the doctor, “it’s all in the fam- 
ily, now, and you do not owe me a 
cent.” 

A NATIONAL CHARACTER. 
It was Dr. Haygood’s Thanksgiving 

sermon, “Gratitude, | Amendment, 
Hope,” that brought $265,000 of 
George I. Seney’s Money to Georgla: 
$125,000 to Emory, $125,000 to Wes- 
leyan, and $10,000 to Lucey Cobb. At 
the conclusion of that sermon, Prof. 
Morgan Callaway. Sr., who had been 
a gallant and efficient officer of artil- 
lery.in the Confederate service, arose 
and moved that the sermon be printed 
in pamphlet form. The motion was 

What Is Good’ 
unanimously carried. A copy of the 
pamphlet, and copies of the Wesleyan 
Christian Advocate, which Dr. Hay- 
good was editing at the time, fell into 
the hands of Mr. Seney, a_wealthy 
Methodist, of Brooklyn. He  tele- 
graphed to Dr.. Haygood, “Come at 
once to New York.” He went. On his 
return he brought back $50,000, in 
bonds, in. a hand satchel. In Wash- 
ington City, as he was getting off the 
sleeping car, he was attacked by two 
men who had observed how careful 
he was with the satchel. Lifting his 
precious package above his hwad he 
rushed between them and got off the 
train and to safety. 

Dr. Haygood’s broadmindedness at- 
tracted the attention of John F. Slater. 
Mr. Slater invited him to become the 
general agent of the Slater fund. Dr. 
Haygood declined the position be- 
cause Emory college was, at the time, 
in debt some $25,000 or $30,000 dol- 
lars. He insisted on remaining with 
the colllege and clearing it of debt. 
Mr.. Slater was so much impressed 
with the sincerity and worth of Dr. 
Haygood that he paid the debt of the 
college to enable the president to be- 
come agent of the Slater fund. 

While Dr. Fraygood was attracting 
the attention of nqrthern philanthro- 
Pists, he was, at the same time, ex- 
erting an influence upon the great 
men of his own state. It was he who 
kept Henry Grady from allowing his 
name to go before the Georgia legis- 
lature for the United States senate. 
“My son,’ said he, “you are young. 
Colquitt is old. You have plenty of 
time. Stay where you are and help 
me to fight for the 500,000 poor boys 
and girls of Georgia in the rural dis- 
tricts whe cannot get an education. 
Help me as no one but you can. Yo 
have the ear and the heart of the peo- 
pe. 8: 

Rey. Luke G,. Johnson says, “Dr. 
Hoygood gained his point and through 
Grady’s ringing appeal that created 
public sentiment, and through Judge 
John I. Hall's influence in the capi- 
tol, the legislature raised the common 
school appropriation that year a mil- 
lion dollars.” 

TWICE ELECTED BISHOP. 
Few men in Georgia—a state of 

great orators—have equalled Dr. Hay- 
good on the platform. Bishop Duncan 
said of him, “He dashes at his sub- 
ject like an eagle at the sun.” In 
addition to eloquence, he had what 
may best be described as inspiring- 
power. Without apparent effort: he 
knew how to reach the heart of young 
and old, black and white. His per- 

sonal magnetism was such that the 
same men, who, a little while before, 
turned from him because of his friend- 
ly attitude toward the black man, 
came back clamoring that he be made 
bishop. 

The bishopric is the highest office 
in the gift of the Methodist church. 
Usually men elected to the position 
have shown their fitness for it by feel- 
ing unworthy of it, and by pulling no 
wires to get it. There are bishops 
living today who did not allow their 
clos: friends to mention the sub- 
ject in their presence, before they 
were elected. 

In 1882 Dr. Haygood was elected 
bishop but declined the office. Some 
who knew him, and many who did not, 
were at a loss to understand his de- 
clension of so great an honor. His 
warm friend, Bishop Pierce, explained 
the matter to the satisfaction of all. 
There were thirty boys in Emory de- 
pendent upon President Haygood: He 
determined to stick to his seat and 
see them through to graduation—and 
he did! 

When Dr. Haygood was elected to 
the bishopric the second time, eight 
years later, he was a member of the 
North Alabama conference. He was 
living in Sheffield, wither he had gone 
to found a great university for young 
women, The project was never real- 
ized because a land company falled to 
supply. the expected grounds and 
buildings. 

WEARS SACK COAT. 
At the session of the North Alabama 

conference, Dr. Haygood was not even 
elected a delegate to the General con- 
ference. This is said to have been due 
to the opposition of Dr. Anson West, 
who, in his day, a power in his 
conference, Dr, Haygood aS again 
elected bishop and this time he aceept 
ed the office. He was there, at the 
time, merely as a spectator. As was 
generally his custom, he was wearing 
a sack coat. The day before his ordi- 
nation some of his friends made up a 
purse and bought him a Prince Albert 
suit. This he declined to wear, say: 
ing, “They elected me in a sack coat, 
they can ordain me in a sack coat or 
not at all.” 

The trustees of Emory have done 
the college a signal honor in naming 
the home for the boys for the man 
who loved boys better than he loved 
his own life. It is more than likely 
that the trustees did not have to name 
the building at all. It just seemed to 
name itself: “Atticus G. Haygood 
Dormitory.” af

With the water In the ditch, 
dredgers, scows and barges, ten 
years will be sufficient to enrarge the 
canal.

The expenses\of the delivery 
system and the expe! of the credit 
system would be done away with, and 
we could affora to sell things for a 
great deal less than we now are forced 
to charge.” 

FULTON COUNTY’S FARMS. 
From government statistics, the 

state department of agriculture last 
week compiled figures which compare 
with farm products in Fulton county 
in 1910 with those in 1900. These fig- 
ures, however, show little about truck 
farming. 

According to these statistics, the 
number of farms in Fulton coun‘g in 
1900 was 1,175 and in 1910 was 1,109. 
The number of acres of improved farm 
land in 1900 was 30,185, and in 1910 
was 37,444. The bu of corn raised 
in 1900 numbered 135,520, and in 1910, 
95,160, The bushels of oats raised in 
1900 numbered 9,490; and in 1910, 13,- 
246. The bushels of wheat raised in 
1900 numbered ; in 1910, 
9,600. potatoes 
raised in 1900, numbered 45,541; and 
in 1910, 61,553. 

These figures show a decrease in 
the production of corn, but an increase 
in the production of oats, wheat, and 
potatoes. 

In a recent discussion in the South- 
ern Ruralist of the cost of living, the 
principal suggestion was that the city 
move back to the country and there 
find comfort without expense. 

Mrs. Charles A. Lindle 
upon the cost of living, said: 

“A careful study of the changing 
cost of living leads to the conclusion 
that it is due to world wide causes.

INTERNATIONAL CAUSES. 
“The rapid advance in food stuffs 

in the United States is due, accord- 

ing to students of economies, to sev- 

eral causes, some of which are tech- 
nical, some national, and others be- 
long to the chain of sequences pro- 
duced by the increased production of 
gold, and it is evident that interna- 
tional causes are at work. 
«However, since our thinkers are 

unable to quite solve this problem, 
we shall not attempt to do so, nor 
shall we blame it all on the ‘trusts,’ 
but awaken to the fact that a little 
study will show us a reason or two 
for the higher prices much closer at 
home. 

“To begin with, we are not satis- 
fied to live as simply as our forbears, 
and while the cost of commodities has 
advanced, yet our wants have grown 
in the same proportion. For instance, 
we women are no longer satisfied 
with cotton hose, but must wear 
silk, and in many other ways follow 
the clowns of fashion. 

“However, the country woman is 
not a foolish spender, but I am sure 
that country people are the lords of 
the earth when it comes to a good 
living. 

REFUGE OF THE COUNTRY. 
“tn the panic of 1893 my husband 

was living in a northern city, and 
was hit so hard that he resolved taat 
another panic would find him in the 
country, and not liable to suffer 
therefrom. In 1906 we were com- 
fortably settled on an Alabama farm 
and knew nothing about the hard 
times—the high prices only meant 
more money for what we had to sell. 
Our_table was supplied with tae fin- 
est vegetables, the juiciest peaches, 
figs, plums, grapes and berries; also 
milk, eggs and chickens. That but- 
ter was 40 cents per pound, and meat 
steadily rising in price did not worry 
us in the least—and this is true of 
the majority of country families. 

“People everywhere are loking to- 
ward the country with its pure water 
and health-giving breezes and varied 
opportunities—but in the north that is 
about all they can do—look—as the

right in the country, 

WHEN PRICE WENT UP. 
“The cost of living began to go up 

with the rush to the city, and no doubt 
will decline with the movement back to 
the farms. In the country, one need 
not fear the fluctuation in the cost of 
living, at least not in the south, where 
we do not have the pig fuel bills nor 
the expense of heavy winter clothing. 

“Farming opportunities here as com- 
pared to the north—well there is no 
comparison. A farmer in the south can 
make more money, sad make it 
easier. Soil is not naturally as rich 
as northern soil, but it can be built 
up much faster, and wnat 1s more, 
it can be used twelve months in the 
year. 

“The movement to extend agricul- 
tural credit is in the right direction, 
and it is predicted by our political 
economists that. the prodyction of 
food stuffs will increase, also the 
price, which will mean better in- 
comes for the farmer and a greater

From the opening of the Wesley Me- 
morial hospital, August 16, 1905, until 
November 1, 1912, there have been treat- 
ed in it 5,193 patients, of whom 2,869 
have not been able to pay for their 
treatement, over half of the total num- 
ber. The value of charity work, esti- 
mated at prime cost, has been $59,151.08 
in these seven years. 

During the same period the Christmas 
collections have aggregated only $23,- 
656.86, or $35,494.20 less than the hos- 
pital has expended upon the poor. 

The original cost of the ground and 
first building was $17,500.00,

given itself away twice In seven years.

with the ‘now stationary right foot. 
And continue this alternate movement 
forward and backward, as the case may 
be, always remembing that the frst 
foot must be firmly fixed on the ,floor 
before the movement of the second one 
begins. 

Care should be used to avoid too short 
a step, as that has a tendency to create 
a hopping movement. 

In turning, the movement should be 
on the ball of the foot, with the heel 
slightly raised but ready to come 
down flat-footedly as soon as an arc 
is described. In turning to the right, 
for example, the right foot revolves 
on its own plane, while thé left marks 
a semi-circle, the movement being re- 
peated indefinitely until a complete 
revolution or a number of revolutions 
are made. In reversing, the process is 
simply the opposite of this. Here the 
left foot would be the one that moves 
least, etc. 

In the earlier stages of the trot a 
habit of shrugging the shoulders was 
developed, but this tendency has been 
overcome by good dancers, and every 
effort should be made to avoid it. 
Keep the shoulders well back, with the 
head poisgd easily, and allow all that 
portion of the body which is above the 
waist line to be as rigid as possible. 
Balance and sure-footedness, the most 
important general essentials for 
ful dancing, will be thus acquired. More- 
over, the effect will be apparent in sour 
walking, which will become easier and 
more graceful. In fact, if turkey trot- 
ting continues to be general the stoop- 
shouldered men and women will find 
themselves a considerable mirtority in 
the population, And if trotting had no 
other merits in its favor that would 
be enough to commend it as a good and 
useful exercise,

Once Dangerous Game Has

PRINCETON, N. J., Nov. 15.—The so- 
lution of the critictema against water 
polo, as {t used to be played among 
the colleges, by creating a modified va- 
riety of the aport, to be known as “in- 
tereollegiate water polo,” has met with 
the approval of Franklin Sullivan, coach 
ef Princeton's championship teams for 
two years, and the most prominent au- 
thority on the game in the country. 

Mr. Sullivan was bitterly opposed to 
the game of English soccer in water, 
which is used by the athletic clubs, ana 
which was suggested as a substittue 
for the former college game, and as- 
serts that the new modification ig far 
better, if any change was necessary.

The chief changes are in the time of 
the game and the rules governing sub- 
stitutions.

An unlimited 
number of substitutions may be made 
instead of the former two, which re- 
stricted the number of men that could 
be used to eight, Now any number may 
be used. 3 

A substitute may go in only when 
his team is in possession of the ball 
and men taken out may be returned 
to the game. The team scoring will 
now have to give the pall to the oppos- 
ing ‘goal keeper instead of putting it in 
play at the center. This will avoid a 
great deal of the racing for the ball.

DeOro, Champion for 18 
Years, Amassed Fortune, 
Still Champ at Fifty 

NEW YORK, Noy. 16,—That the cue 
ig mightier than either the pen or the 
sword is the opinion of Alfredo De Oro. 
the world’s famous pool and billiard 
expert. De Oro is the champion of all 
champions, as he has been the king of 
his favorite sport longer than anybody 
in any other line. 

Over a generation ago De Oro was 
known the length and breadth of the 
country as the foremost pool player. 

and he has been going along, trimming 
all comers up to the present time, at 
the age of fifty years. De Oro has won 
over $100,000 in purses and side bets at 
pool (now styled pocket billiards) and 
three-cushion billiards. He is the pos- 
sessor of all the emblems ever offered 
in competition at pool except the one 
Benny Allen recently captured from 

him, but before long he hopes to re- 
annex that. 

De Oro never plays unless he has a 
bet on himself. He has such great con- 
fidence in his ability to outplay all com- 
ers that he is willing to back himself 
for any reasonable amount, but never 
for the big sums he wagered on him- 
self years ago when his eyesight was 
keener and his arm steadier. 

De Oro held the pool title for eighteen 

years at a stretch, the longest period 
that anybody ever held a championship 
in any division of sport. 

De Oro was once worth a tremendous 
fortune, and he really was obliged 
to follow the game of pool, which he 
at first took up as a pastime, because 
he needed the money. At the timo of 
the Spanish-American war, in 1898, he

Cross Has Few 
Equals in Ring 

He Is Tough and Has Good 
Wallop, but Is Physically 
Frail and Has Endurance 

NEW YORK, Nov. 
the lean fragile looking Hebrew, has 
seen three lightweight champions pass 
since he first donned the mitts. During 
that time he has been boxing steadily, 
and yet he is now at the height of his 
form. While the two former champions 
now living are battered wrecks Cross is 
better than ever. And yet he has been 
as active as they. ‘ 
During his long career Cross has met 

most of the best men of his class, but 
only one champion. No title holder un- 
til Ritchie's time has thought fit to grant 
Cross a match. In fact there never was 
a demand for Cross to figure in a titular 
battle until recently. For years he was 
Jooked upon merely as a New York sec- 
ond rater. His fame was strictly local. 
But now at this late date he has become 
known all over the country as one of the 
leading contenders for the title. 
Few boxers have reached the zenith 

of thelr careers after taking part in as 
many bouts as Cross has. With him hls 
turning point may be some distance off. 
Certainly, he shows no signs of being 
near the time when his powers will be- 
gin to wane. 
What adds to the mystery ts the fact 

that physically Cross is far from rug- 
ged, as far as appearances go. His long, 
thin neck looks out of place in a fight- 
ing man and his lean body and attenu- 
ated features appear, more like those of 
a victim of the white plague than those 
of a robust athlete. 

If Cross were a clever boxer his power 
to last might be more easily explained, 
but he is far from being a glove scien- 
tist.

The Monroe doctrine has been declared, 

and we must uphold it or make ourstlves less before 

the world py retracting it. We have not gone to war 

yet in Mexico, and there is small probability that we 

will; but humane motives might impel us later even 

to that. 

Just now President Wilson, that admirable and 

perfectly poised executive of our nation, is actuated 

solely in all that he does by the Monroe Doctrine. 

What is the Monroe Doctrine? 

It is a principle, a policy, not a written law, set 

down in a message to congress by President Monroe 

ninety years ago on December 2. All political par- 

tes have adhered tu it. President Cleveland invoked 

it when he threatened war .f the Guiana-Venezuela 

boundary dispute was not submitted to arbitration. 

[t has become a fixed part of our foreign policy. 

Here is an extract from President Monroe’s mes- 

sage to congress. This is the only written form of 

the Monroe Doctrine: 

“In the wars of the Buropean powers in mat- 
ters relating to themselves we have never taken 

any part, nor does it comport with our policy so 
to do. We owe it, therefore, to candour and 
to the amicable relations existing between the 

United States and those powers to declare that 

we should consider any attempt on their part to 
extend their system to any portion of this hem- 

isphere as dangerous to our peace and safety. 

With the existing colonies or dependencies of 

any European power we have not interfered and 
shall not interfe.c. But with the governments 

who have declared their independence and main- 

tained it, and vaose independence we have on 
great consideration and on just principles ac- 
knowledged, we could not view any interposition 

for the purpose of oppressing them or controlling 

in any manner their destiny by any Buropean 

power in any other light than as the manifesta- 

tion of an unfriendly disposition toward the 

United States. It is impossible that the 

allied powers should extend their political sys- 

tem to any port.on of either continent without 
endangering our peace and happiness; nor can 
anyone believe that our Southern brethren, if 
left to themselves, would adopt it of their own 

accord, It is equally impossible, therefore, that 
we should behold such interposition in any form 

with indifference."" 

The foregoing was written at a time when the 

United States had reason to apprehend European 

combination of arms to restore to Spanish domina- 

tion certain South American states which had as- 

serted their independence from Spain. It stopped 

those plans immediately, It warned against any 

future colonization by Europe on the American con- 

tinent. 

Briefly, the Monroe Doctrine is a promise that the 

United States will not interfere in the affairs of the 

eastern hemispbere, and a declaration that the na- 

tions of the eastern hemisphere shall not interfere 

in the affairs of the two Americas. It originated in 

the policy recommended by President Washington 

that the United States should avoid entanglement in 

European polities. that Europe 
should not interfere in American polities, grew stead- 
fuy through succeeding years until it was crystallized 

by President Monroe in his message to 

The counterpart, 

congress. 

Therefore, though the doctrine is aimed to prevent 
foreign interference in the political affairs of the in- 

dependent nations of North and South America, it 

earries the counter obligation (which we have never 

violated) that the United States shall not interfere 

in Europe. 

The declaration of the Monroe Doctrine was a bold 

step, but this government pledge. itself upon the 

principle and has continued to maintain it. Great 

nm was in hearty agreement with President Mon- Bri 
foe's message at the time of its delivery. In time 

the other nations of the old world acquiesced in it, 

until now it has b.come one of our fixed and recog- 

nized principles of government. 

‘That is the ground upon which the United States 

stands today in its attitude toward Mexico. It cannot 

permit foreign interference there without abrogating 

the Monroe Doctrine. In enunciating that doctrine this 

government assumed the responsibility of seeing that 

the American states protected by it commit no -rob- 

bery or destruction upon the interests, the citizens and 

their property, of the nations of Europe. We as- 

sumed the obligation to protect those interests. We 

assassination: The position of the United States is 

not one of arbitrary interference by right of greater 

power, but is one of necessity arisinc out of a fun- 

damental principle of our government.

The Trend of the Cities. 
The radical report of a committee to the National 

Municipal League that of all plans devised for the 

government of cities the best is that which calls for 

a skilled city manager, arrests the attention at once. 
Yet is it unsound merely because it is radical? 

‘The report is profoundly interesting. It is well 
worth a summary. It was rendered Friday after two 

and a half years of investigation by. a committee ap 

pointed at the Richmond meeting of the League ‘to 

study commission government and its developments: 
It was received by the nineteenth annual session of 

the league in Toronto. F 

Here, in effect, is what it sets.ont: Seven mil- 

lion people in three hundred cities and towns now 

dwell under the commission form of municipal gov- 

ernment. Of all plans, none is so sound as that of 

electing a commission purely representative and leg- 

islative im: function, permitting its members to give | 

only a part of their time to municipal work, and 
leaving the chief ‘executive work to a city’ manager 

hired by the commission from “anywhere in the 

country and holding office at its pleasure. This man: 
ager appoints and controls the remaining city em- 

ployes, subject to adequate civil service regulations. 
The city manager plan was enacted first by the 

legislature of South Carolina for the city of Sumter 

and went into effect ‘there on the first of the present 
year. Since then it has been adopted by Hickory, 

and Morgantown, N. ©.; Dayton and Springfield, 
Ohio; LaGrande, Ore.; Phoenix, Ariz, and Morris, 
Minn, 

Here are some of the advantages which the com- 
mittee reports for this new plan: It creates a single 
handed the resultant

it permits expertness in administration at the point 

where it is most valuable, namely, the head; it per- 

mits comparative. permanence in the office of the 

chief executive; it leaves the lines of responsibility 

unmistakably clear; it proyides basis for better dis- 

cipline and harmony; and it creates positions (mem- 

berships in the commission) which will be attractive to 

firstclass citizens, the service offering opportunities

Still other advantages are cited by the report, but 

among them all the one just specified is perhaps the 

most important—for it hits right at the heart of the 
trouble with Atlax and with the other average 

American city of today. 

Our very best and most representative citizens— 

not necessarily our wealthiest citizens—cannot be in- 

duced except now and then to join in the administra- 

tion of.our eity governments. They cannot be per- 

suaded that they will render high service by enter- 

ing city work. They object to the conditions under 
which they would have to labor, declaring that those 

conditions invalidate their service unless they re- 

main constantly and untiringly “on the job;” and 

that is what they cannot afford to do.’ They are not 

the men who can find monetary profit in city admin- 
istration and so affcrd to devote all their time to it, 

Under strict interpretation of the theory of city gov- 

ernment, there should be no profit in it for the legis- 

lative workers, and the sole remuneration of the ad- 
ministrative and executive departments should be ex- 

actly equivalent to the amount of the monthly payroll. 

Unhappily, the contrary condition prevails, Outright 
bribery cannot be charged in Atlanta, for instance,

High praise indeed, and from a recognized and 

wholly disinterested authority, is that which was 

accorded yesterday in an ‘interview by H. Ashton 

Richardson, an English soctologi¢al worker,’ to the 
federal penitentiary near Atlanta. eae! 

It is the world’s best prison, sald he, after look- 
ing it over. In his world-wide invedtigation he never 
hae scen one that equals it. : Cus 

“T can say that there is no country in the world 

that has a prison to equal the Atlanta federal pen- 
Itentiary,” sald be. “I say this of my own free 
will. I have reac criticisms’ of your prison, and 

that’s none of my business at all. Any country would 

be proud to have such*a prison as, Atlanta has right 

here, and through it the United States can teach a. 

lesson t0‘all) othér world powers.” ‘ 

He praised its ‘sanitation and cleanliness, the 

comfort and comparative liberty and ‘contentment 

food—in short, he found ‘no criticism to.make. He 

declared that the innovation reeently: ordered by the 

department of justice, to do away with the number- 
ing of prisoners, is a step in which this country 

should take great pride, That idea never has been 

agitated in Great Britain, said he. f } 

“We have not in the whole of Great Britain,” 

said he, “a government institution for thie purpose 
of caring for evil-doers, so fittingly appropriate for 

doing the good for its unfortunate inmates that the 

Atlanta penitentiary is doing.” 

He added that he will urge the home secretary of 

his own government to send a commission here to 

study the Atlanta prison in order that some of its 

improvements may be adapted by Great Britain.

tigated." The outside world investigates it. and the 

department of justice investigates it. To hazard the 

charge that mysteries are there, that dungeons and 
eruel treatment could be disclosed, and that this and 
that other thing could be proved if only somebody 
could be persuaded to talk, is to appeal to the gal- 
lery. Sober, sane consideration of the matter stamps 
the absurdity of any theory that anything goes on in 

the federal prison that is not known by the depart- 
ment of justice through its numerous agents, More- 

over, Warden Moyer encourages investigation. He 

invites it and a fair-minded man must admit that his 

prison seems ready for it at any time. 

Mr. Richardson’s praise is disinterested and au- 

thoritative. It should satisfy the public mind as 
that of the department of justice is satisfled already.

: MEN, W HICH? :

were founded for the purpose of making strong 
men, of the highest moral and intellectual char- 

acter. ,For the achievement of this purpose they are 
maintained. To accomplish this end, individuals make 
gifts and Churches and States make appropriations to 
them. But it is to be feared that more men are now 
maimed than are made at not a few colleges in 
America. 

A few yeans ago the mania for inter-collegiate 
ames reached such a pitch in one of the great col- 
leges of New England that the president of the insti- 
tution felt constrained to bring the matter to the at- 
tention of the Board of Trustees. A Committee was 
appointed to investigate the subject and make a re- 
port to the full Board, In the report which was made 
the Committee said that the evil had attained such 
‘magnitude that it threatened to defeat the object for 
which the institution was established. 

The case 1s now far worse than it was then. It 
has grown by degrees so that it no longer shotks the 
Public as it would if it had come upon the nation 
suddenly; for ‘what has become customary loses to 4 
degree its power to startle, In Spain the pull-fght is 
accepted as a perfectly proper diversion, while to 
Americans it seems shockingly brutal, although fewer 
men are killed in the bull-rings of Spain than on the 
-ball-grounds of the United States..In Spain they kill 
bulls and in America we Kill boys, and each nation 
seems brutal to the other and altogether civilized to 
itself. 

In Rome \the gladiatorial contests were considered 
feby the most cultivated Romans as entirely proper for 
the amusement of the most refined men and women. 
If one had objected to those bloody spectacles, he 
would have been characterized by the leaders of 
modish Roman society with some such term as “molly- 
coddle."| But now we look back with horror upon the 
records of* the brutalities of “the! arena.” 

If the human race is to make any moral progress 
in the future, will not some coming generation look 
upon the brutalitics and immoralities of the inter-col- 
‘legiate games of the present day as we now look back 
“upon the abom:nations of the gladiatorial contests? 

One cannot pick up a daily paper during” the’ ball 
season without his eye falling on some account oF 
‘boys “maimed, or Killed outright, in thee barbarous 
sports, Riding from Atlanta to Macon a few days 
“ago, 1 read of the following cases of injuries to: Col- 
lege students in foot-ball games. A 

‘Walter: Simpson of the university of Penngy!- 
vaniaj suffered a'serious injury to his eye. J. S. Baker 
of Princeton had his knee badly hurt, Tom Brown 
of Vanderbilt broke a bone in his foot. Hd.Shea ot 
Princeton University broke his ankle. Jack U'i-cuin 

of Cornell sustained. an injury /to his eye. ‘Captain 
Mills of Mercer University was forced. to leave the 
game because of a dislocated knee-cap.” ‘Several star 
men” of the Agricultural College of North Carolina, 
the press dispatches say, were hurt in a game at 
‘Richmond, Va. on November 8. , 

Five boys were hurt in the game between the stu- 
Gents of the College at Auburn and the students of 
the School of Technology, which was played in At- 

janta on November 8. In all I read of over a dozen 
injuries reported in two papers’ only. 

One of the evening papers declared tho Auburn ana 
Tech combat was the roughest game of the season,— 
the roughest ever played’ in Atlanta, although that 

‘paper! suppressed much of the details. A very reliable 
man, who witnessed the game, told me that he heard 
a member of the faculty of one of the institutions, 
whose students were engaged in the contest, request 
a reporter to omit certain incidents from his, report 
and to ask the other reporters to do likewise. This 
instructor said “to report the incidents would make an 
unfavorable impression on the public.” This professor 

seemed to care more for saving his college from pub- 
lie censure than for saving the sons of parents com- 
mitted to his care trom personal injuries. Perhaps, 
however, he does not feel thus; for many presidents 
and professors in Colleges, 
games, in their secret souls wish the evil were abol- 
ished, They see, the enormity of the evil, but they 
lack the courage to resist it. This man, who asked 

the reporter to omit certain facts from his report, 
may. have been a man of this kind. ¥ 

Serious. bodily injuries have become so common in 
these games that they cannot be looked upon as accl- 
dents, but as the inevitable incidents which are t- 
separable from these brutal sports. Hurts to the pley- 
ers occur so Often that some of the reporters treat 

such things in a jaunty way, as if the wounds ‘and 
bruises of the boys were quite a trivial matter. Here 
is a specimen statement of the case of “the cripples” 
in the teams of the University of Georgia and the

School of Techonology which appeared in one of the 
Atlanta papers on November 11: 

“The cripples of the two teams are show- 
ing rapid improvement.

has been unusually brittle and prone to dis- 
memberment, or ,Cqlege correspondents nave 
been unusually desirous of filling an allotted 
amount of space, or the debrutilization of the 
ame could still move a step further on and 
not reach tne ping-pong stage. In any event, 
we have yet to observe a College that has not 
more earnest athletes in the hospital than it 
has om the foot-ball fled.” 

“Te, real truth is that this manta for inter-colle- 
slate games has reached an alarming pitch, and it is 
Killing more boys than ever because more students 
are engaged in the games, and they are playing with 
more reckless disregard of safety for life and limbs. 
The growth of the disorder has been so brutalizing 
in its effect upon the minds of students that they care 
jess than formerly for the injuries done opposing 
players. 

One of the worse features of the cause is that the 
evil is. spreading to high schools, where small boys 
are sent to get Teady for college. We are allowing 
mere children to be mangled and killed in these games. 
Just the other day the press dispatches reported the 
case of Killing of a little news-boy in a game playeu 
by “the newsies” who had become infected with the 
mania by an exciting game between two College teams 
which was played in their city. A little later came 
this dispatch;

was seriously injured Monday in a school 
football game. His. right hip was broken and

Can any Sane man believe for a moment that this 

maiming of boys and youths promotes the objects 
for which schools and colleges are established? Can 
it, by any possibility, promote the welfare of stu- 
dents, physically, mentally or morally? 

The physical injuries are bad enough, but the moral 
hurts are worse.

Great Productions Introduc- 
ing Biblical Figures 

The drama of the English stage had 
its roots in the mysteries and moralities 
Presented by the varlous orders of the 
priesthood, an@ the English church in the 
madieval days. And the strain of. religion 
which filled the production of the old 
monks has come down to the present 
time and can be found in the productions 
that have had the greatest triumphs of 
modern days. The shining example of 
this same religious drama is found in 
General Lew Wallace's “Ben Hur,” a 
drama that has drawn more people into 
the theaters who never set foot inside a 
playhouse than any other production ever 
seen on the stage. 
Plays dealing with the beginning of 

Christianity have been especially popular 
with the treatergoing public because of 
the picturesqueness and beauty of the 
time In which they are set and of the 
heroic quality of the men and women 
who first sought salvation in the tenets 
of Christianity. The period was that of 
Rome's greatest splendor when she was 
mistress of the world and her strong arm 
extended from Britain on the north 
throughout the entire length and breadth 
of Europe into India on the south, The 
magnificence and wealth of the Romans 
pilfered from conquered nations was used 
to make the lives of the conquerors one 
long feast of luxury. And this magnif- 
cence and luxury forms a splendid back- 
ground against which to show the self- 
abnegation, the humility and the strength 
of the early Christians. 
On one occasion in the history of the 

theater in America, the figure of the 
Christ has been used in actual represen- 

tation; in Salmi Morse’s “The Passion 
Play” produced in San Francisco thirty- 
odd years ago, with James O'Neill im- 
personating the Saviour. After two days’ 
representation in San Francisco the per- 
formances were stoped by the authori- 
tles as blasphemous, but Morse did not 
despair, and went to New York.with his 
play. He interested certain wealthy men 
in the project and a temple was built 
in West Twenty-third street to house the 
production, but on the night set for Its 
performance the mayor and police de- 
partment of New York forbade the per- 
formance, and in despair Morse commit- 
ted suicide. 

Even in the popular priced houses and 
in the circuits of the one night stands, 
the religious drama has had a wide 
influence and a wider success. Three 
plays built on themes directly connect- 
ed with the early history of the Chris- 
tian church have toured and are touring 
the country and drawing great audiences 
at the present day.

ve become a menace to national

The prevention of th 
floods is of direct concern to the bus 
ness and financial interests of the 
whole nation; therefore be it 

Resolved, By the Atlanta Association 
of Credit Men in meeting: assembled 

That we believe the problem of flood 
is one of national scope and 
be dealt with by the national 

government, and we respectfully call 
to the attefition of our senators and 
representatives in congress the press- 
ing need for immediate legislation pro- 
viding for the treatment of this prob- 
lem, either through the creation of @ 
national flood commission, or through 
the present efficient corps of army en- 
gineers.

six_months 

"The ly Report is a special publi- 
cation circulating almost 
among lawyers and those in 
the courts of Atlanta, its function being 
to post parties specially interested in 
the status of pending ltigation, and its 
minimum price—312 per annum—effec- 
ively excluding the publication from 
general circulation. 

“It is obvious that the selection of 
this high. priced and exclusive medium 
for the dissemination of notices to the 
public will, regardless of the motive be- 
hind the selection, operate to defeat the 
wise purpose of the law requiring gen-
