Not Know Why Carl Davis 

Ended Life 

DECLARES MEETING ON 
TRAIN WAS BY CHANGE 

Agent of A, B, & A, Who Blew 

Out Brains Soon After She 

Left Cars at Gay Seemed 

Depressed, She Says 

Miss Mary Elizabeth Todd, of Haral- 
son, Ga., stoutly denied to The Journa:, 
ever long distance telephone . Monday 
afternoon, that she knew of any reason 
why Carl Davis, agent of the Atlanta 
Birmingham and Atlantic railway at 
Haralson, should have committed syi- 
cide. Davis blew out bis brains in a 
baggage car on the A. B. and A., train 
Sunday evening, soon after ‘he had left 
Gay, Ga., one mile from Haralson, and 
only a few minutes after he had talked 
with Miss Todd. 

Miss Todd declares she did not know 
of the suicide until after she had reach- 
ed Senoia, when the news was circulat- 
ed at the hotel at which she was stop- 
ping, Her conversation with Davis was 
only casual, she said, declaring she 
merely chatted with Bfm for a few min- 
utes where they happened to meet on the 
train. 

The handbag found on Davis’ body 
belonged tu her, Miss Todd said. Davis 
had jokingly slipped it into his pocket 
as they chatted on the train, she said, 
and failed to return it. 

MISS TODD'S STORY, 
Here is Miss Todd's story as told to 

The Journal: 
“I got on the-train at-Gay, Ga, on

The ways in which the public can co-operate with 

the postal authorities for beter service are numer- 

ous; 
dressing mail correctly. An appeal to Atlantians to 

help him to this extent has been issued by Postmas- 

ter Bolling H. Jones of the local office. 

Were those who put incomplete addresses on their 
mail the only ones to suffer by that carelessness, the 

delay would impose its own penalty.

| Danger in Talking | 

Verbomania isn’t a new disease—in fact, it is an- 
cient—but its terrible dangers to society are just he- 
ginning to be realized, says Ossip Lourié, a Russian 
writer, in an article ranking excessive talking as 4 
dangerous disease and a menace to etvilization. 

Civilization is responsible for it, in his opinion, and 
nothing but strenuous regime to enforce temporary si- 
lences on those afflicted can stop its dreaded ravages. 
And he urges humanity to inaugurate a campaign 
against tuberculosis and against excéssive alcoholism. 

“Progress is decidedly hindered, he goes on to say, 
by this prevalent vice, and he urges the immediate at- 
tention of the teacher and the minister and the doctor. 
According to his theory, human language developed 
from signs into articulate speech and then was fixed 
by writing. Then people, like pianists who can render 
aifficult compositions without thinking about them, 
acquired the power to talk without thinking about 
what they were saying. So words become possible 
without ideas in the mind of the speaker. 7] 

If it were impossible to speak without. thinking, 

Mr. Lourie insists that the greater part of mankind 
would grow dumb in a few years. For tar: from be- 
ing creatures that think “men are nothing but ant- 
mated talking machines.” They carry within them- 
selves the principal of verbal movement, which is de- 
termined by a power over which they have no control. 

When the words become divorced. from the idea 
talking becomes pathological, a disease, for a. man’é 
intelligence is not measured by the number-of words 
he speaks, but according to his power of comprehen- 
sion. Idiots frequently express themselves with great 
facility, while men of génius are often able to talk’ in 
only the most poverty-stricken terms. ; 

Verbomania, he insists; affects numbers of people 
who are in other respects quite normal and whose mal- 
ady does not prevent them, unfortunatety, from taking 
part in the regular business of everyday life. Among 
its victims he counts leaders. of! sects and of political 
parties, and also habitual gossips, whom He places in 
the same class as dipsomaniacs. 

‘These verbomaniacs become moral weaklings, and 
their disease becomes. associated with dll kinds of 
vanity, slander, calumny and perjury. It is more fré- 

quently found among women than men, and it spreads 
more rapidly among the southern races. 

Mr. Lourie urges preventive remedies for family, 
School and general social use. Don't let a child pro- 
nounce a word until he knows its meaning, don't 
let him talk rapidly and force him to remain alone 
for at least one hour a day.

THE CANNING INDUSTRY 
IV. ITS PART IN FOOD CONSERVAION, 

BY FREDERICK J. HASKIN. 

The canning industry as a manufacturing and com- 
mercial enterprise is being developed as rapidly as im. 
proved methods. and the increasing demand for con- 
sumption will permit. How great is the service thus 
rendered in conserving the food supply ean scarcely be 
overestimated, “By tar the greater part of the food 
products put up in tin cans are perishable in their na- 
ture, are grown in sections of the country where the 
market is already glutted, and, but for the process of 
canning, would go to waste. 

eee 
It is apparent, however, to students of the food sup- 

ply and the problems of conservation that thé commer- 
cial canning factory cannot hope to do much more in 
this line than it is now doing. The chief desire now is 
to encourage canning of fruits and vegetables in the 
domestic kitchen—to save that which now gocs i» 
‘waste on the farm, 

eee 

More home canning, done at the proper season, would 
enable the average tamily to have fruits and yegeta- 
bles throughout the year, would greatly reduce.the cost 
of the food supply in the family budget and would save 
an astonishing amount of food that now is utterly 
wasted. The department of agriculture estimates that 
more than 50 per cent of all the vegetables, fruits and 
berries that grow in this country go to waste, simply 
because they are produced in communities where mar- 
keting facilities are inadequate and where housewives 
have not learned to care for these surplus products 
efficiently, so as to make them available for use in the 
winter months. 

eee 

The practical, sensible work being done In the rural 
districts, especially in the south, by the Girls’ Tomato 
club is having a tremendous effect on living conditions 
in rural communities. These clubs, organized in con- 
nection with the public schools, have worked many 
miracles. 

eee 
In the first place, they encourage good gardening 

by stimulating the desire of each girl to grow good, 
sound tomatoes, and as many of them as possible, 

see 
They inculcate a knowledge of domestic science hith- 

erto quite unknown in many rural districts by teaching 
the physics and chemistry of cooking. The giris in 
the club must know how to pack their tomatoes properly, 

soe 
They advance the cultural standard of living by 

giving to girls who never have had any spending money 
whatéver a supply of money, although it may be small, 
that can be spent for books, for periodicals and in many 
other ways that add to the pleasure of life. ‘Then, 
they make for more healthful home life by adding a 

supply of vegetables io tne family table during the win- 
ter months, where, in many cases, the diet has con- 
sisted simply of fat bacon and cornbread. 

eee 
The Girls’ Tomato clubs are primarily an expression 

of the pervading feminist movement. The Boys’ Corn 
clubs were organized first and were tremendously suc- 
cessful. The girls would not be left out. The tomato 
clubs were the result of the girls’ demand to be "Iet in.” 

eee 
As a matter of fact, the word “tomato” is now a 

misnomer. The clubs began their canning work with 
Packing tomatoes and tomatoes are still thechief prod- 
uct put up. Now, however, these clubs pack all sorts 
of fruits and berries, and in Mississippi, by taking 
care of the fig crop the girls’ clubs are actually laying 
the foundation for a practically new branch of the 
canning industry. 

= eee 
As has been said, fully one-half of the vegetables 

and fruits grown in this country go to wasté And 

yet, the canning industry, as represented by the com- 
Mercial’ factory, now preserves an enormous quantity 
of food. Last year the commercial tomato packed 
amounted to 336,000,000 cans, Corn ranked next witht 
312,000,000 cans, followed by green peas with 168,000, 
000 cans, Big as these figures sound, they are not so 
impressive when divided by 90,000,000, representinz the 
population of the country. Surely four cans of. toma- 
toes, three cans of ccrn and two cans of peas a year 
is not a large consumption for the average man. 

eee 
‘This means, of course, that many people cannot af- 

ford to buy canned goods from grocery stores is un- 

thought of. It is in these same country homes, and in 
the poorer homes in the towns, thatthe domestic can- 
ning industry has its beneficent future. 

eee 
Home canning undoubtedly may be used to reduce 

the cost of living in the family. Even those who are 
accustomed to use canned goods in the winter do not 
realize that they sometimes pay a good price for trans- 
portation on goods shipped from distant sections of the. 
country, wHen in their. own neighborhood in the sum- 
mer months a surplus of the same product goes to waste. 

eee 
The department cf agriculture, in inipressing this 

point on the farmers, took for example a can of toma- 
toes bought in the winter time in a certain town in 
Colorado for 15 cents. This can of tomatoes was put 
up in Maryland. The people of the town where it was 
purchased live in an irrigated district where there is 
always a surplus of tomatoes in the summer. Yet they 

paid .a high price for canned tomatoes, transported 
from distant Maryland, when they might have put upa 
similar can during the sunimer season in their own 
town that they could have sold at a profit in their own 
grocery stores for’ 5 cents. 

eee 
The canning factories realize that they will not be 

injured by a great increase in home canning, such as 
the agricultural and conservation experts hope to bring 
about. Many people will still continue to use the com- 

mercial products, because they have neither the time 
Inclihation nor opportunity to can their own food. On 
the other hand, the increase in home canning will ac- 
custom people generally to a greater consumption of 
canned products, and,therefore, will have a stimulating 

effect on the commercial branch of the industry. 
“oe 

It is interesting to note that the canning industry 

in this country now finds its chief inspiration in two 
laboratories. One is that maintained by the National 
Canners' association, where chemical engineers and bac- 
teriologists are co-operating with practical factory men 
to do everything possible to attain the scientific per- 

fection in their business, 
eee 

Another laboratory which has the interest of the 
home canner at heart, is maintained in the office of 
farm management at the department of agriculture 
This laboratory is not what is known as a “modern, 
well equipped Iboratory.” In fact, it is nothing more 
or less than an ordinary, everyday kitchen. It is 
equipped with no utensils that are not available in 
every farm house. In this laboratory recipes that are 
Practicable for home use are thoroughly tested and are 
gladly furnished to any housekeeper upon application? 
A description of several kinds of simple canning olt- 
fits available for the ordinary home is given in a bul- 
letin issued by the department of agriculture. 

eee 
The department hopes that this kitchen laboratory 

will aid the Girls’ Tomato clubs in greatly increasiné 
the amount of home canning that will be done in the 

United States next summer.

Tyrus Cobb. the w. k. Georgia 

Peach, has perfected a new system 

of driving a-golf ball. 
Insiead of teeing It up on a little 

mound of sand, gluing his eye on 
if and swatting it, Tyrus prefers to 
have his caddy pitch the ball to 
him in such a way that it sails 
along very close to the ground or 
else strikes the ground in front of 

him and bounces up an inch or so. 

The first and final rule for every 
other golfer in the world except 
Tyrus Cobb is to keep the eye on 

the’ ball, 
But Tyrus, having gotten his pre- 

liminary golf training in the Amer 
ican league, where all pitchers look 
more or less alike to his batting 
timber, 18 not accustomed to keep- 
ing his eye on the ball. 

As. he says, a ball player at the 
bat doesn't keep his eye on the 
ball—or even try to. That is, keep- 

ing his eye on the ball is not the 
thing that enables him to connect. 

“A man hits a baseball by in- 
stinct,” says Tyrus, “He sees the 
ball leave the pitcher, of course 
But he doesn't try to Keep his eye 
on it right up to the moment of 
hitting it. If he did, his batting 
average would be minus zero or 

thereabouts, A man hits by in- 
stinct in the game of baseball.” 

And so it was the element of in- 
stinct that interfered with Tyrus 
when he took up the royal and an 
cient game of golf on the links of 
the Country club in Augusta. 

Keeping his eye on the ball didn’t 
seem to help him a little bit’ He 
seemed to connect better if he would 
locate the ball, as you might say.
