Xenator Smith's speech held the close 
attention of the delegates’ to the con- 
gress aid many of his statements were 
greéted with applause: He first. laid 
down the broad proposition, that “our 
greatest. national assets are farm lands |

A singular fact noticeable here and 
much commented on by foreign residents 
is the continued absence of any anti- 
American spirit among the Mexican pop- 
ulace.. The efforts of certain native 
newspapers to’ stir up such feeling have 
met with ttle success. Similar efforts 
at the time of the Madero revolution 
filled the streets of the capital with 
mobs of the lower classes led by stu- 
dents who shouted. against everything 
American. Mexicans explain the differ- 
ence in sentiment as due to the charac- 
ter of the present controversy. which 
fails to enlist the sympathy of the peo- 
ple.

At most of the agricultural fairs this season, th, 
exhibits of comb and extracted honey, including gran 
ulated honey pressed into Solid candy form, becewax of different grades, and also of the various appllahces 
for the bee keeping industry, are larger‘and more im, 
portant than ever before. This is due to the growine 
Fecognition of the value of the bee's service to the 
human race. The honey production of the Unites 
States is valued at $25,000,000 anually, but in the 
opinion of the bureau of entomology the service the 
bees render in the fertilization of fruit trees and 
other crops is worth many times that sum. 

eee 
The effect of placing beehtves In the midst of appi, 

pear and peach orchards is held responsible for - 
great improvement in ‘several varieties of each of 
these fruits. A Single bee may visit 10,000 blossoms 
to secure an ounce of honey. A thrifty hive of bees 
contains an average of from 80,000 to 100,900 bee. 
This is sufficient for the pollenization of two acres of 
land. At the Kansas state experiment station lust 
year six apple trees were selected for observation in 
an orchard in which several hives of bees had b 
placed, When the blossoming began, men were em. 
ployed to collect the various insects which visited the 
flowers. The bees exceeded all the others  severa) 
times over. A number of bees were watched to soe 
how many flowers they would visit upon a single trip 
One bee was seen to visit sixty-one before she they 
to the top of the tree and was lost to view. Others 
visited from twenty-five to forty-five by actual count 
of the men employed for that purpose. 

eee 
The cranberry growers of Massachusetts have dis- 

covered that the crop of berries can be enormously 
increased by having bees within access, The United 
Cape Cod Cranberry company has recently employed 
an expert bee keeper to take charge of the increase 
of the colonies in order that a sumMicient number may 
be produced for the pollenization of all their cran- 
berry bogs. In Nova Scotia, experiments show that 
where bees are kept in a cranberry bog the yield js 
thickest nearest the hives and is thinner away from 
them. The presence of bees is said to have improved 
the alfalfa crop in California and Texas. 

ma be 
Because of this service for crop improvement bee 

are receiving more care than formerly. Modern bes 
keeping methods no longer permit a man to set-up a 
few hives and then neglect them, expecting to har- 
vest his money at no expense of labor to himself. In 

most of the states #igid laws have been passed com- 

pelling a bee owner to keep his hives in sanitary con- 
dition. The farmer who will not do this will not be 
permitted to retain them. He may pass them over 
to his neighbor and still benefit from their services 
as pollenizers. as it has been found that their services 

extend at least a square mile from the hive 
sisi s 

Three diseases now menace the bees of the country 
and each of these is due to insanitary hives. Because 
one hive of diseased bees may spread the disease over 

a large area, a rigid system of inspection has been 
provided by the legislature of several states and sim- 
ilar laws are under consideration in others. In Cali- 
fornia, where bee keeping has reached the highest 
standard in the world, a bee inspector is provided for 
each county. An apiarist recently shipped three car- 
loads of bees into Tulare county without notifying 
the inspector and proceeded to set up his hives in some 
orange groves. He was promptly fined $300 as bees 
are not allowed to be brought into a county until 
they have been inspected and pronounced free from 

disease. Thesé bee diseases now are to be found in 
every state and rigid measures are being taken to 
overcome them. It is claimed that the loss due to 
them amounted to at least a million dollars last year. 

Another heavy loss to bee keepers has been caused 
by carelessness in the spraying of fruit trees to get 

rid of insect pests. Laws have been enacted in several 
states prohibiting spraying while the trees are In 
blossom. Last year a Vermont bee keeper suffered the 
loss of enough bees trom spray poisoning to fill a peck 
measure, and the bee keepers’ organization are work- 
ing toward securing legislation upon this subject. It 
is claimed that another million dollars of loss this 
season is due to spraying fruit blossoms. 

Until two vears ago, MasSachusetts was the only 
state maintaining a department of apiculture in con- 

nection with its agricultural college. Now a number 
of such departments have been opened, the latest 
being that of Minnesota for which a special appro- 
priation was made by the last legislature. A feature 
of the apiary connected with the Massachusetts col- 
lege is a garden of nectar-producing plants. The dif- 
ferent flavors of honey due to the varieties of plants 
from which it is taken have been recognized for cen- 
turies. Modern bee kepers are trying to separate the 
honey from the different plants in rotation throughout 

the season and’ a special study for this purpose is 
being conducted in Massachusetts. 

eee 
A clergyman named Langstroth revolutionized be# 

keeping, about a half century ago, by the invention of 
a hive with movable trays from which the honey 

could be taken at intervals without disturbing the 
bees. Before that bee “owners killed the bees in the 
fall by sulphur smoke in order to secure the honey 
The new style frames are filled with small wooden 
sections which the bees fill with honey. Nearly 100,- 
000,000 of these sections are used in this country 
each year. The patient, toiling bee obeys man's be 
hest with a slave-like docllity, Lately wax founda- 
tions have been provided’ which have the markings of 
the cells. These are inserted between the trays sup 

ported by! a wire netting and?the bees accept them 
as they do the sections and build upon them as indus- 
triously as if they were of their own manufacture. 

eee 
The honey extractor is the machine which has 

done most for modern bee keeping. This has been Im- 
proved until it now seems almost perfect and can be 
seen driven by electric power in the large apiaries 
while small hand .ower extractors are provided for 
the amateur. The frames containing the honey ar? 
removed from the hive and the capping cut off one 
side with a warm capping knife. They are then placed 
in the baskets of the extractor and revolved rapidly 

so that the honey is drawn from one side by centrif- 
ugal motion, The comb is reversed and capped and 
the honey removed from the other side. So perfectly 

does the machine work that the delicate waxen combs 
are unbroken. They are returned to the hive end, in 
obedience to the unspoken order, the bees fil them 
with fresh honey and recap each cell. This method 
is a great improvement over the old one of crushing 
the comb and straining out the honey. 

eee 
The modern bee keeper feeds his bees in return 

for the honey he takes. The artificial food consists 
of syrup and sugar candy, the latter being especially’ 

supplied for the queens. Several patent bee feeders 
are upon the market but a pan filled with excelsior 
over which the syrup is poured and placed in an 
empty frame at the top of the hive is a popular 
method, The exceisior makes it impossible for the 

bees to drown in the syrup. About a quart of syruP 
may be fed to a colony of bees in a day and in four 
or five days sufficient nourishment may be absorbed 
te last through the winter. This syrup is made of 
the purest granulated sugar. Attempts to overcom® 
disease by feeding medicated syrups have as yet 

proXed ineffectual. 

In ‘addition to the sweets, bees at certain season® 
need also to be supplied with a substitute for pollen. 
especially in the spring before the blossoms are ovt 
to supply natural pollen. Pollen furnishes the nitrogel 

required by the young bees. A healthy queen may 
refuse to lay eggs because of a lack of pollen in the 
hives. Rye flour and cotton seed meal are the two 
substances most used for pollen substitute “An lows 
bee keeper last spring used thirty-five pounds of flour 
in three days to feed colonies of bees. The colonies 
were broodless but immediately after the taking of 
the flour a plentiful supply of eggs was forthcoméng- 

The bees also require water when the supply of dew 
is insufficent, and means must be taken to supply 
them.

The Marcel Wave. 
It would be difficult to suggest any- 

thing more genuinely graceful than the 
undulating revolutions of gold fish as 
they pass in 4nd out among each other 
swimming about a glass globe. The 
hearest still-life suggestion of the lines 
described by these fish is to be seen in 
the beautiful wave of a woman's hair, 
which is sometimes natural and, some- 
times, acquired. The dancing step 
which refuects the best effect of the 

skiliful coiffeur is known as the marcel 
wave. It is possibly the prettiest of 
all the newer steps introduced to add 
variety to the trot. To those who see 
ii danced it looks rather difficult. But 
any ordinarily skillful dancer may ac 
quire the step with a little practice.

On the next two counts the dancers 
step back easily into regular turkey 
trot position. Then take two more steps 
in the ordinary way, follow it by a 
third, in which the man's foot passes 
to the outside as just described, and 
repeat, the. movement indefinitely.
