The Wasps of War. 
Secretary Daniels aptly calls fying machines “the 

wasps of war” and predicts that they will play a 
more and more telling part in naval affairs. Indeed, 

the usefulness of the aeroplane as an auxiliary to 
army and fleet has already been weN demonstrated. 

In their campaign against the Turks in Tripoli, the 

Italians employed with fine effect this means of 

scouting and reconnoissance. Aeroplanes hovered 

securely above the encampmenis of the enemy and 

obtained information as to the latter’s strength and 

position that could not otherwise have been learned. 

In the Balkan war likewise, airships proved dis- 

tinctly valuable.

What to Do At a Fire 

A fire can usually be put out very easily when it 
starts, and here is an occasion when @ scout can show 
his presence of mind and coolness. At first a’ few 
buckets of water or blankets or woolen clothing thrown 
over a fire will smother it. Sand, ashes or dirt, or 

even flour, will have the same effect. 
If a scout discovers a building to be on fire, he 

should sound the alarm of the fire department at once. 
If possible, he should send some one else, as the scout 
probably will know better what to do before the fire 
engine arrives. All doors should be kept closed so as 
to prevent draughts. If you enter the burning bulld- 
ing, close the window or door after you,74f possible, 
and leave some responsible persen to guard it so it 
will not be opened and cause a draught. In searching 
for people, go to the top floor and walk down, examin- 
ing each room as carefully as possible. If necessary 
to get alr while making the search, close the door of 
the room, open a window and stick the head out till 
a few breaths can be obtained. Afterward close the 
window to prevent a draught. If doors are. found 
locked and you suspect people are asleep inside, knock 
and pound on the doors to arouse them. If this pro- 
duces no results, you will have to try to break down 
the door. While searching through a burning building’ 
it will be best to tie a wet handkerchief or cloth over 
the nose and mouth. You will get a little air from the 
water. 

Remember the air within six inches of the floor is 
free from smok@ <o when you have difficulty in 
breathing, crawl along the floor, with the head low, 
dragging any one you have rescued behind you. 

If you tie the hands of an insensible person togeth- 
er and-put them over your head, you will find it fair- 
ly easy to crawl along the floor dragging him with you. 

Never jump from a window unless the flames are 
so close to you that this is the only means of escape. 

If you are outside a building, put bedding in a pile 

to break the jumper’s fall, or get a strong carpet or 
rug to catch him, and have it firmly held by as many 
men and boys as can get hand holds. 

In country districts, scouts should organize. a bucket 
brigade, which conzists of two lines from the nearest 
water supply to the fire. Scouts in one line pass 
buckets, pitchers or anything else that will hold wa- 
ter from one to another till the last scout throws the 
water on the fire. The buckets are returned by the 
other line.—Boy Scouts of America.

I am assured that the best thinkers in the educa- 

tional world are spending their energies not onlengtu- 
ening, but in shortening, the period of education; in 

cutting down waste, in increasing efficiency.

I can 

that such wor's is invaluable. Let us improve, 

condense, reform, wherever we can, making four-year 

courses into three, if they teach only three years’ 
worth, concentrating and improving the work in our 

schools until they turn out boys of sixteen as well ed- 

ucated as French or German students of the same age. 
Let us save what time we can, so that the youth who 

can afford no more education than that provided by 
the usual college course may get it more speedily or 
more efficiently. But it is not a question here of pro- 

viding the best education in the least time for those 

who must hurl themselves into the economic struggle. 

It is a question of providing the best education, re- 

gardless of time, for the boy whose struggle will be 

not so much to support life as-to use it properly. If 

such an education is a luxury—and When I think of 
the pre-eminent need of the times for more intelli- 
gence, I begin to doubt my 

ea: to present statistics

America is luxurious. 

If the parent with a comfortable living or a good 
position to give his boy would put 188s emphasis on 
the rigors of the coming financial struggle, and more 
upon the advantages of a well-opened mind, the effect 
upon the college would be tremendous, The undergrad- 
uate would feel it first of all.

Dull men, 
who work, nevertheless, with faithfulness; bright men, 
lazy by natute; busy men, far too much concerned 
with social or commercial success to spend much more 

energy in thinking; all these would feel that the world 
outside was beginning to value culture ana the intel- 

lect. and, without radically changing their habits or 
their aims, would nevertheless. manage to get wnat 
they felt to be their share of mental broadening. But 
it is of the remaining 100 that 1 write; the men who 
are not content to take at second-hand, or do without

| Mr. Taft’s Philippine Outburst 

The solemn obligations that rest upon an ex-presi~ 

dent, a great judge and a university professor weighed 
lightly on Mr. Taft in his attack upon the adminis- 
tration’s Philippine policy. From a man in his station 
and with his responsibilities before the country, good 
faith and reasonable accuracy, not misrepresentation 
and partisan ‘las, might properly be expected. 

Where in any act or word of the Wilson adminis- 

tration does Mr. Taft find proof o 
withdraw from the islands or turn them over to the 
natives before they aré fit to administer their own 
affairs? The suggestion, which he makes in no care- 
fully veiled words, dishonors him and the eause that 
he advocates. 

The United. States has undertaken the education of 
the Filipinos in self-government in order to prepare 
them for a larger measure of freedom than they now 
enioy. To that policy Mr. Taft has been committed as 
governor general of the Philippines and as president 
of the United States. 

Independence for the Philippines is 
day, as a matter of fact, than it was when Mr. Taft 

left office. But the work of preparation of the peo- 
ple to that end is progressing slowly and steadily un- 
der the enlightened nolicy of Mr. Taft's successor, If 
a people or a race is ever to learn the duties and cares 
of self-government, it must be led forward, not back- 
ward; it must be entrusted with a large share in the 
management of its affairs as it develops the capacity, 
and the individuals and the native leaders who show 
fitness must be encouraged and trained in experience, 
net always held back in subjection to suit the foreign 
office helders imposed upon them. 

The burden of Mr. Taft's complaint seems to be 
that certain Americans in office in Manila have been 
displaced, amd in some cases, especially on the execu- 
tive council, have been replaced with well known Fili- 
pinos.

The theater managers are never able to decide 

on just what their patrons may care for or how long 
their disposition toward any form of entertainment 
may continue. Every season brings forth its sur- 

This year it has been the apparent loss of in- 
terest in musical pieces which takes the entrepreneurs 

by surprise. Not only here but in England has the 
musical play been accounted one of the most popula: 
forms of diversion in the theater, and thus the kind of 
investment which appealed to managers. Indeed, a 
certain number of these farces with -usic, of operettas 
and burlesques, was regarded as an inevitable part of 
every season’s output. 

Now one of the best known firms of managers has 
announced that it will discontinue its representations 
of a comic opera by the best known of the Contempora- 
neous Viennese composers. Another operetta by a mu- 
sician in this same field who had acquired almost 
equal reputation will no longer be kept before the 
public, In these two cases the lack of public patron- 
age is said to be the cause of the discontinuance of the 
performances. There is another reason and the mana- 
gers have not failed to dwell on its importance in the 
present surprising result. 

The expense involved in putting these plays before 
the public has increased durmg recent years until the 
sums that each of them costs would astonish the av- 
erage theater-goer. Naturally the risk involved has be- 
come. much greater than it ever was before. It re- 
quires large audienc2s to make the investment profita- 
ble. In connection with the original outlay must be 
considered the weekly cost of maintaining the organi- 
zation. It is sald that the compensation of the men 

and women who perform these pieces has also grown 
beyond any reasonable sum through the competition 
for their services. 

The managers regard the excessive splendor of 
these productions as an indispensable featute of their 
success. Probably in this particular the public would 
not agree with them. Is there on record a single case 
of a work made popular through its scenic attractions 
and the beauty of its dresses? Was there even an op- 
eretta or any kindred work that won its way because 
the frocks were expensive or the furnituré costly? Did 
Satin and canvas, lace and upholstery ever carry a 
play to success if more vital elements were lacking? 

In fact, audiences have often wondered at the fl- 
nancial outlay made with the object of pleasing the 
eye when other more important ingredients are want- 
ing. The simplicity of “production” in Europe is a 
marked contrast to the expense invariable here. To 
the display of taste and beauty there can be no objec! 
tion. It is always delightful to contemplate.’ But wit 
and melody are much more important to the enjoyment 
of the audience, and if the performers in a play are 
able to act and sing there is still greater entertain- 
ment for the public. Adequate representation of the 
Scenes seems all that is necessary. Managers do not 
attempt to convert every play into a costly spectacle. 
Is there any more reason why they should attempt to 
do the same with the musical plays?—New York Sun.

Vi—Postal Savings Banks Abroad. r 

BY FREDFRIC J. HASKIN. ' 

The use of the postoffice as a place where the peo- 
ple of small means could deposit their money for safe 
keeping was first suggested in England in 1807, when a ~ 
member of parliament introduced a bill to encourage 
saving among the small wage earners. His proposition 
was practically ridiculed out of existence, and the ides 
did not receive serious consideration until 1860 when 
Charles Sikes, a bank bookkeeper of Yorkshire, drafted 
a plan and presented it to Gladstone, who was then the 
chancellor of the exchequer. In doing so he pointes 
out that existing financial institutions were unable, 
even if willing, to reach the working classes, while the 
postoffice, with an office in every community, cama 
into daily contact with them,

The idea appealod to the great British statesman, 

and he immediate.y lent it all the powerful force of 
his leadership and enthusiasm. The result was that 
in 1861 the English Postofifce Savings bank came into 
being under appropriate parliamentary legislation. Ang 
before Gladstone laid down the care: of statesmanship, 
in a summary of the things that had been accom 
plished by him he announced that he considered the 
postoffice savings bank the most important institutions 
that had been created in the half century under review 
for the welfare of the people and of the state; and ne 
declared further that he regarded the act creating th. 
postoffice savings banks the most useful and fruitful 
of his long career.

In opening accounts the full name of the deposi- 

tor, his occupation, and his place .of residence must be 

given, and he must show that he is not a party to any 
other individual account. Married women may keep

Any sum from a shilling upward may be deposited, Sub- 
ject to a limit of $200 in any one year and $1,000 all 
told. Exceptions to these limits are made in favor of 
charitable and co-operative institutions. Children who 
can save only a ha’penny or so at a time—a ha'penny 
beig equivalent to our 1-cent piece—may buy stamps 
and paste them on forms provided by the postoffice, 
and when they have a shilling’s worth the postoffics 
opens an account and issues a pass book.
