give him a sum of money to withdraw 
from the race, and, after prevailing upors

NEW TAX LAW APPROVED, 
THINKS EQUALIZER HART 

State Official- Says All Who 
Understand It Favor It-Up 

to Officials 

That the new tax equalization law 
is receiving the approval of all thought- 
fu: people in Georgia, and that the 
vital necessity of naming high class 

citizens as local assessors and equal- 
izers has been recognized generally 
among the counties of the state, on 
the conclusions of Judge John C. Hart, 
state tax commisfMoner, in an interview 
_ ven out Saturday. 

Judge Hart adds that the taxpayers 
who have been doing even approximately 
their duty toward the state will re- 
ceive substantial benefit from the lay- 

He reiterates his former statement, 
which amazed many’ people, that not 
more than one seventh of the property 
ve fe of the state is on the tax digest. 

“I have made a number of speeches, 

I have the first man yet to see who 
opposes it, after he understands the 
scope and meaning of the law,” said he. 

DEPEND ON OFFICIALS. , 
“As I stated the morning I first saw 

the law, its success or failure depends 
upca the class of men appointed. as 
local assessors and equalizers. That 
conclusion is deepened as I have studied 
the act. I have stressed this point 
wherever I have spoken, and I judge 
from the class of men that are being 
appointed that the county commissioners 
are impressed with that truth. The 
press of the staté, likewise realizes the 
necessity of having the best of men ap- 
pointed to this office, and this feature 
has been stressed and emphasized aS 
no other feature of the law. They should 
be men of the highest character. 

“If the law is properly administered, 
instead of its increasing the burden of 
taxation it will lower it on the man who 
has been doing even approximately his 
duty. As is known, or at least should 
be known by everyone, the state cannot 
raise its rate; for since the year 1907 
it has been levying ~the full constitu- 
|tional rate, towit, 5 mills. The state 
can levy no additional tax, and this rate 
has not raised sufficient revenue to pay 
the state's current expenses. The deficit 
has grown until it has reached a mil- 
lion dollars and over. In other words. 
the rate and the volume of property 
taxéd has proved inadequate. to, raise 
the necessary money to conduct the 
business of the state and to meet its 
appropriations. 

DIGEST FAR SHORT. + 
“I made the statement advisedly, after 

careful investigation, Yhat not exceeding 
one-seventh of the property value of 
the state is on the tax digest. If all 
of the property of the state was put on 
the digest, where it properly belongs, 
and placed there at a fair valuation, 
the state of Georgia could pay her debt 
next year and the tax rate could be 
materially reduced. The effect would be 
that the man who has fairly borne his 
burden of taxation would be greatly 
benefited. And, while the law aims to 
make the man who has not borne his 
burden now to do so, even that man has 
no right to complain. It ts no hard- 
ship on a man to require him to do his 
duty. He really ought to feel that it is 
a ‘privilege.

REGIONAL BANKS PROVISION 
Currency Bill Progresses Slow- 
ly-Senators Are in All-Day 

Wrangle 

(By Associated Press.) 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.—Subjected 

to an all-day wrangle in th@ conference 
of Democratic senators today, the ad- 
ministration currency till progressed 
slowly in its preparation for final con- 
sideration on the floor of the senate. 

Practically no change wa made in the 
administration draft of the bill as pre- 
sented by Senator Owen and the five 
administration senators of the banking 

and currency committee during the day, 
but for several hours the conference 
discussed a technical interpretation of 
the provision of the bill relating to the 
retiring of the new currency to be is- 

sued. Senator Reed of Missouri criti- 
cised the wording of the section. 

The Democratic program for day and 

night sessions of the senate until the 
bill is disposed of probably will be de- 
layed until the conference concludes its 
work next Tuesday or Wednesday. The 
principle upon which the committee 
split, the public ownership and govern- 
ment control of the proposed regional 
reserve banks, was not brought before 

the conference and the administration 
plan for regional ‘banks capitalized by 
enforced subscriptions of the banks and 
controlled by bank-selected directors 
was endorsed, It was provided, how- 
ever, that the federal reserve board 
should have the power to remove all 
directors of the regional banks. 

The conference passed over the pro- 

vision of the bill fixing the number of 
regional banks. At the instance of the 
conference, Democrats of the currency 
committee are framing a guarantee of 
bank deposits provision which may be 

written into the bill.

Admiral Blue Says Ensign 
Must Wait Too Long for 

Promotion 

. (By Associated Press.) 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.—The num- 

ber of officers now in the navy is not 
sufficient to man all.the fighting ships 
in the event~of a war with a foreign 
pewer, is the declaration made in the 
annual report of Rear Admiral Victor 
Blue, chief of the bureau of navigation, 
made public today. He urges that con- 
gress enact legislation providing for a 
sradual redistribution of officers in 
the various grades to obviate a condi- 
tion that is growing worse. 

Admiral Blue points out that there 
now are 1,000 officers of the grades of 
junior lieutenant and ensign as: com- 
pared with 7'0 officers above those 
grades, and that at the present rate of 
Promotion of forty each year the junior 
ensign reaches the grade of lieutenant 
at an age at which officers are now 
promoted to be captain.

REGULATION PROPOSED FOR 
ISSUING RAILROAD STOCKS 

The Bill Would Put Issuing of 
Railroad Securities Up to 
Commerce Commission 

(By Associated Press,) 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.—Regulations 

of issues of railroad securities was pro- 
posed in a bill introduced today by Rep- 
resentative Sims, of ‘Tennessee. The 
bill would prohibit interstate roads 
from issuing any evidence of indebted- 
ness cept for some necessary physical 
purpose, and then only with approval 
of the interstate commerce commission. 

Such provisions would not apply to 
notes maturing not more than one year 
after issue, but such notes would not 
be permitted to aggregate more than 5 
per cent of the aggregate of a corpora- 
tion's stocks and bonds. All issuess of 
capital stock, ete., contrary to provi- 
sions of the bill might be enjoined by 
a court or by suit of any of the com- 
pany’s directors, officers or stockhold- 
ers. 

Violations would be penalized from 
$1,000 to $10,000 or from one to three 
years’ imprisonment or both, The bill 
was referred to the interstate commerce 
committee.

His age is twenty-two years, Manager Smith pronounces, him a man of 
ideal build for baseball, and especially for first base. He has a pafr of pawerful legs, enormous shoulders, long

As good, however, as is his offensive 

work, it is bedimmed by the brilliance 
of his defense.

In no less than 
four games this year have men been 
taken from the game following one of 
his flerce dives. Quinn, of Michigan, 
went out following « head-on collision 
with “Roaring” Ammie, as did Mayer, 
of Virginia; Rainey, of Tennessee, and 
Tolley, of Sewanee. The ‘ast two later 
returned to the game, but the first two 

were out for several days. 
We consider Newell the strongest 

competitor against Sikes. The Auburn 
captain is surely as brilliant carrying 
the ball, but he lacks some fifteen 
peunds in weight, and he could not be 
rated as highly as the Commodore back 
on defense. He is one grand little foot- 
ball player and, and. if he had the de- 
fensive power-of Sikes, it fvould be a 
very hard matter to displace him. 

Cook, of Tech, is no doubt the nearest 
approach to Sikes in defensive work. 
The Jackets’ captain was used to plug 

up holes in the line from the secondary 
defense, and right well did he do it. 
He is also a hard runner with the ball. 

It frequently appeared, fact, that he 
was making such frantic efforts to get 
away that he never got straightened 
out in order to get the best results 
from his speed, since he is really a fast 
man on.a stretch. 

Both Fielder and McDonald, who 
worked qlongside of Cook, are valuable 
men. The former is one of the swift- 
gst men in the south at skirting ends 
today. He gets away fast and never 
wavers, usually making a dive forward 
when he sees that a tackle is inevit- 
able, If Fielder qocsn't show great 
things next season, we miss a guess. 
McDonald is also good at driving past 
tackle, and is furthermore fine at block- 
ing a man out of a play in the inter- 
ference. His kicking renders him fur- 
ther valuable. 

Logan, Vandegraff and Rainey are of 
much the same type as Fielder, They 
are all fust men, and get out.in a hur- 
ry. Cochran, of Mercer, is “valuable 

largely because of his ability fo dodge. 
Had he worked with a winning team 
this season, he would doubtless have 
made a great record. 

At fullback, we believe Harris, 
red-headed terror from Auburn, is the 
best. He weighs in around one hun- 
dred and fifty pounds, but we have yet 
to see “more driving power directed 
against an opposing line in a package 
no larger than that.

The football banquet has ended what 
was perhaps the most successful sea- 
son that Auburn has ever had. The 
most remarkable thing about the season 
was the fact that Auburn was able by 
means of the .running game alone to 
carry the ball into the opponents’ ter- 
ritory and over-the goal line for touch- 
downs. Very few teams in the country 
have been able to do this. The Car- 
isle Indians and Michigan were able 
te do it against Dartmouth and Penn- 
sylvania respectively, but in modern 
fcotball very few tears have been able 
te accomplish it. 

Here in the south we hear sometimes 
the term, “Old-fashioned football.” There 
is no such thing as “old-fashioned foot- 
ball," because ,all football must be 
played according to the rules of 1913, 
else it could not be played. When the 
hiking game was abolished several 
years ago, football was radically changed 
and everybody had to begin over again. 
In the old game, especially in the line 
plays, the interference was mostly be- 
hind the runner and would pull and push 
him along. 

In the new game everything has to 
be ahead of the runner, So the play- 
ers had to be trained differently and 
the qestion of open field interference 
became one of the most important 
things in the game. In the successful 
teams there has been more develop- 
ment along this line than any other. 
And the successful teams of the future 
will combine hard driving line plays 
with brilliant runs in the open. Harvard 
has this better than any other team in 
the country, while in the south Auburn 
had the most effective open field inter- 
ference. ‘4 

There is a difference, however, be- 
tween “conservative” football and “‘rad- 
ieal” football. Every strong team is 
conservative just as long as it can be 
so, while every weak team is always 
radical and necessarily so. The most 
radical'thing in football is the forward 
pass and in its present form the spiral 
pass was first used by Auburn in 1906. 

In that year, Auburn with a very 
weak team managed to play a lot of 
close games by means, of the onside 
kick and the forwaré#pass, but won 
few if any for the simple season that 
the team had no scoring power in the 
opponents’ territory. The onside kick 
was legislated out of existence so it 
left the forward pass alone as the only 
rtsource of the weak team. 

The forward pass holds a very im- 
portant place In modern football, be- 
cause it keeps every defense scattered 
and gives a weak team a chance to 
gain ground against a strong team. The

trouble with the forward pass is that 
it is as liable to tend to the advantage 
of the team not using it as the team 
using it. The team that can gain 
ground otherwise js not Hable to risk 
the loss of the ball by using the for- 
ward pass. Under thé present restric- 

tion which necessitates the pass being 
made from at least five yards back of 
the line, it can never be anything 6f 
a sure ground gainer against effective 
defense. As a playin itself’ it has 
not been used a great deal in the west, 
but even there the best teams this year 
placed most of their dependence in the 
running game, especially in the most 
important matches. The tendency in the 
west, too, has been to use a great many 
formations in order to get a varity of 
attack. 

The most effective form of attack 
in the coming game of football is that 
which will consist of a féw compact 
formations from which a great’ variety 
of plays may be run. The defense must 
be kept guessing as to where the at- 
tack wjll strike, and the attack that 
can outguess the defense and strike a 
threatened point with drive and force 
is going to be the only sure form of 
attack. ; 

The Auburn attack thig year has been 
spoken of as old-fashioned, but in ob- 
taining the last touchdowns against 
Georgia and Vanderbilt the attack was 
wide open, had drive and foree and was 
deceptive. It was conserative, however, 

and also the most effective attack of 
the year, comparatively speaking. Any 
team that can take the ball seventy, 
sixty or fifty -yards from the oppo- 
nent's. goal line and then march for a 
touchddwn.has very little need or use 
for radical fodtball, not that Auburn 
did not have this form of attack. 

It sperit as Much time, perhaps, as any 
other tearh in perfecting radical plas. 
/But as-Auburn was hever really pushed 
to its limit, and-as there was no game 
in which thé issue was at all doubtful, 
the few .forward passes used were 
pretty .safe, not at all apt to be boom- 
erangs, and used more for the purpose 
of keeping the defense back rather than 
with the idea of ground gaining. The 
risky ones that. might have gained 
ground were kept on the ice until the 
time when Auburn may be in the post- 
tion that her opponents were this year. 

The weakness of the wide-open form 
of attack ts its inability to score when 
inside its.opponent's twenty-yard line. 
It hag to score from somewhere near the 
midaf of the ficld or not at all. No 
team was able to advance thé ball when 
it. got to-Auburn's twenty-five-yard line 
this year, so they had to have-récourse 
to'the forward pass, or place kick. Mote 
forward passes scored for touchdowns 
against Auburn than in the’ last six 
years put together, and the most pecu- 
liar thing about it is that Auburn knew 
in each cade just what was coming. 
The absence of Taylor caused confusion 
in the defense against this form of at- 
tack and has allowed scores by a form 
of attack that has always been helpless 
against Auburn’s defense. 

As yet.in this new game of football 
the defense is somewhat phead of the 
attack, but the latter is coming fast, 
and with another year or two in devel- 
oping the attack, the game wil be well 
balanced and will be full of thrills which 
will make it more popular than ever 

for the player and spectator alike. 
Auburn is very well satisfied with the 

success of this new game. In the last 
six years only three S. I. A. A. games 
have been lost, one each to Vanderbilt, 
Sewanee and Georgia. Auburn has 

scored in S. 1. A. A. games nearly 900 to 
100, winning thirty-two and losing 
three. A govd deal has been said of the 
1908 championship, but in 1910 Auburn’ 
did not concede that the championship 
had a team that was not scored on 
in the S. I. A. A. and was ready to play 
anybody for the title. The team fin- 
ished second in 1911, and in 1912 lost a 
tie by losing to Georgia on Thanksgiv- 
ing day. fi

NEW YORK, Nov. —Forty-two

To the south 
on the side line was the Army stand, to 
the north sat the Navy, with the field 
between ,raked by a crus fire of che 
ing that did not end till the Arm 
colors fluttered over the field f rom 
the tops of the goal posts. 

President Wilson and his 
lowed precedent in dividing their time 
at the game between the contenders. 
The president was a few minutes late 
and the game did not start until he 
had taken his seat in an upper grand 
stand mox almost directly over the 
Army stand. When the first half ended 
he was escorted by Secreotary of War 
Garrison, Secretary Daniels of the Navy 
and Assistant Secretary Roosevelt to 
the Navy side. 

Rain threatened every minute during 
the first three periods of the game and 
in the last quarter a drizzle began. 

As the Army battalions marched upon 
the field, headed by the Cadet band, the 
crowd cheered. Down the side lines 
marched the band ,th ebattalions of 
Gray and Gold following in columns 
ef four, Around the field they marched 
then followed the band the length of 
the field down the center, fifty abreast, 
tarning by fours, reforming in long 
lines and haltining before the south 
stand.

‘Forward With Currency Reform. 
The Democrats of the Senate haye wisely deter- 

| mined that there shall be no more useless delays In 
settling the currency issue. They have shouldered 

their party’s responsibility and have agreed upon a 

definite course in which Republican co-operation will 

be welcome but not indispensable. Beginning Mon- 

day, they will hold the Senate in daily session, from 

ten o'clock to six and from eight to eleven each 

evening, until a satisfactory measure is ‘enacted. 

‘There will be no rest, no pause, not even an adjourn- 

ment for Christmas holidays, until the present out 

worn and inadequate system of banking and currency 

is reformed and the country’s disquieting suspense 

relieved. 

This practical program will bring prompt results. 

It will put an end to the obstructive tactics which 

deadlocked the committee and threatened indefinite 

postponement in the Senate itself, It will drive into 

‘the open those interests which have hoped through 

petty discords and successive delays to stifle the 

spirit of currency reform. It will force them to join 

in a purposeful, constructive plan or else stand 

squarely condemned as recreants to the cause of 

business progress and security. 

The course adopted by the Democratic majority 

is not high-handed nor, in any ill sense, coercive; it 

is simply businesslike and patriotic. There {s no ex- 

euse for prolonging through months to come an 

issue on the main points of which all sides are in 

substantial agreement. The currency question has 

been uppermost in the thought of Congress since 

early summer. It has been amply discussed by the 

Senate committee on banking. Its larger problems, 

those which hitherto have caused the sharpest divis- 

jons, haye been solved. There is no very wide dif- 

ference between the reports submitted by the two 

branches of the committee; both indorse the basic 

principles in the administration measure. The 
present situation is thus as if architeéts had agreed 

upon the design of a house but were delaying work 

simply because they differed as to the exact number 

of windows or the width of a particular veranda, 

These details are relatively unimportant beside the 

general purposes of the bill and the country’s com- 

mon business needs for*banking and currency reform. 

Should the Senate defer action until a bill equal- 

ly pleasing to all individuals or all interests could 

be devised, no law would ever be enacted. Bankers 

themselves are hopelessly divided as to precisely 

what kind of law will be best. It is impossible, fur- 

thermore, that an ideal measure, one that will meet 

eyery need of the future or the present, can be se- 

cured. Any bill that might be proposed will be open 

to criticism. The important fact is that Congress, 

and for the most part competent judges the country 

over, have now reached an agreement on the essen- 

tials of the legislation demanded. Never before has 
there been such a unanimity of intelligent opinion 

on this issue; and it is doubtful that there ever will 

be again, if the present opportunity to enact a law 

is lost. 

The duty of the Senate is, therefore, unmistak- 

able. The duty of the Democratic majority in the 

Senate is unmistakable. It should unite on the com- 

mon ground of agreement that has been so clearly 

defined and, with no more time than is necessary for 

honest debate, press through a bill that will meet 

urgent business needs and relieve existing uncer- 

The moment Congress speaks the decisive 

word on this great question, a tremendous weight 

will be lifted from the nation’s business activity.

The 

need for prompt action on the banking and currency 
question is even more imperative than it was in the 

case of the tariff.

The question is raised, as it was in the 

case of Congressman Clayton, who was named to 

the same vacancy but afterwards resigned, whether 

in view of the seventeenth amendment to the Con- 

stitution the Governor of a State may make such an 

‘appointment without being specifically authorized to 

do so by the Legislature. 

The Journal is not concerned with Alabama’s in- 
ternal politics; but this is a matter that involves 

the State's federal rights and, to no slight degree, 

the interests of national Democracy. It would be a 

grievous hardship for that State to be deprived of 

its due’ representation in the Senate and for ‘the 

Democratic party to be denied its due number of 
yotes in the Senate simply because of @ technical, 
if not fanciful, doubt as to the precise meaning of 

certain parts of the seventeenth amendment. 

This amendment, providing for the popular elec: 

tion of United States senators, particularly declares 

in the final clause that it “shall not be so construed 

as to affect the election or term of a senator chosen 

before it becomes valid as a part of the Constitution. 

Senator Johnston's term extended to 1915 and he 
was chosen before the new amendment went into 
effect. It would seem, therefore, that the vacancy 
caused by his death may legally be filled through 
the method that obtained before the seventeenth 

amendment became operative, that is through ap- 

pointment by the Governor, because as the amend- 

ment itself stipulates it is not to affect “the term 

of a senator chosen before it becomes valid.” 

The crux of the. question, however, lies in the sec- 

ond clause of the amendment which provides that: 

When vacancies happen in the representa- 

tion of any state In the senate, the executive 

authority of such state shall issue writs of 

election to fill such vacancies: Provided, that 

the legislature of any state may empower the 

executive thefeof to make temporary appoint- 

ments until the people fill the vacancy by elec- 
tion as the legislature may direct. 

Yet, this clause cannct be fairly or reasonably con- 

strued saye in the light of the amendment as a 

whole. Its true intent depends upon what follows 
and precedes it. It must be taken in connection with 

the other clause we have quoted. Thus considered, 

it obviously refers, as the New York Times logically 
contends, “to elections to be held in all coming 

years when the amendment has been in effect for so 
long a time that no senatorial term will have had 

its beginning in a year prior to the time when the 

amendment became valid.” — 

“Thereafter,” the Times adds, “vacancies 

would be filled as provided in the second clause; 

until that time the Governor would have power 

to fill vacancies by appointment, since the ameénd- 

ment is not to affect terms beginning before It 

beeame a part of the Constitution.” 

It is estimated that it would cost Alabama ap- 

proximately a hundred thousand dollars to .adjust 

itself forthwith to a narrowly technical interpreta- 

tion of the new amendment. In its Legislature, 

which meets only once in four years and which will 

not hold another regular session until 1915, there 

are now twenty vacancies. The Governor would have 

to call a special election to fill these vacancies, and 

then a special session of Legislature and after that 

a special election by the people. All this would re- 

quire not less than ninety days’ time in addition to 

beavy expense. It can scarcely be presumed that 

the amendment was ever! intended to impose such 

hardships upon a State. 

If the new amendment will in any wise permit 

such a construction as will allow the seating of Mr. 

Glass, it should be so construed, Alabama should 

not be shorn of equal representation in the Senate 
and the Democratic’ party should not be deprived of

An Amazing Order. 
It was learned yesterday that the war department 

has instructed the supply officer at Ft. McPherson 

to make requisition hereafter on the eastern division 

depot at Governor’s Island, New York, for all sup- 

plies, except perishables, used. by the Seventeenth 

infantry. 

If this inexplicable order stands, it will mean a 

loss of a hundred thousand dollars or more annually 

to Atlanta's wholesale grocers, from whom the regi- 

ment’s supplies have heretofore been purchased at 

prices which evidently were as reasonable as could 

be obtained anywhere in the country; It will mean 

a loss not only to the grocers, but also to the entire 

community’s business interest and, indirectly at least, 

to all Georgia and the South. 

It is of utmost importance, therefore, that our 

Congressmen and Senators at Washington inquire 

promptly and diligently into the war department’s 

amazing action. If there is any legitimate reason 

why Atlanta dealers should be deprived of trade to 

which they are naturally entitled and which have 

served well and economically, it remains to be stated. 

Some years ago a similar order was issued by the 

war department, whereupon there was made an in- 

vestigation which proved conclusively that supplies 

could be bought here as cheaply as anywhere, if not 

more cheaply; and the order was rescinded. 

Conditions are apparently the same now as then, 

The purchase of supplies at 2 point far remote from 
the regiment's quarters can serve no useful or right- 

ful purpose. In the name of the Atlanta people and 

in behalf of a great field of worthy interests, 

The Journal protests against this uncalled for order.

~ The-Human Side of Huerta 

By ma@vert Corey. . 
NEW YORK, Nov. 29.—President Huerta, of Mexico, 

is a very kindly, human, convivial sort of man—be- 

tween times. He Keeps a firing squad and a pock- 

marked brick wall nandy for any one who gets in his 

road. But after 8 o'clock almost any evening he may 

be found with one foot.on @ brass rail and a glass in 

his hand. ‘ 
This is the picture of the dictator painted by F, F. 

Searing, a New York banker who has had fairly inti- 
mate relations with the central figure in the Mexican 

turmoil. Mr, Searing lived in Mexico for several years. 

When Huerta became president he returned to Mexico 

City as the representative of a group of interested 

bankers. He had many chances to study Huerta—in 

the palace at Chapultepec, in Huerta’s own house in 
the American quarter, and in Bach's restaurant, where 
Huerta likes to take his evening meal. 

“He is a dictator of the old school,” said Mr. Sear- 
ing. “A man of great ability and quick decision, he 
will not tolerate opposition. Last May the Mexican 
congress considered a project for a new loan which 

Huerta desired. Congress thought the terms exorbi- 
tant. He sent for some of the leaders. 

“‘I need this money,’ said he, very simply. ‘With- 
out ft I cannot put down the banditti warfare now rag- 

I wish to co-operate with you. But remember 

‘I ani « soldier. If you do not do what I want 
you to do—look out!” - 

Later on he placed the entire congress under arrest. 
But the man who does not hesitate at a, ruthless 
use of power is as simple and unpretentious as a cor- 
ner grocer. On Independence day Mr, Searing watched 
President Huerta, surrounded by his cabinet, ride in 
state under the escort of cavalrymen to open the 
chamber of deputies, 

“At last,” said Mr. Searing, “he rode down the fa- 
mous Street of the Silversmiths. He was in evening 
dress, his coat wag covered with medals, and a broad 
ribbon carrying the colors of Mexico crossed his bos- 
om, He was surrounded by a guard, They flashed 
by at a slashing trot. It seemed the fitting way for a 
dictator to appear before the people he ruled. Two 
hours later I sat in the Cafe Globo eating dinner when 
an automobile stopped outside. 

A PRESIDENT AT THE BAR. 
“Huerta—dressed in a wrinkled old gray business 

suit, wearing 4 slouch hat, and without e.single guard 
—entered the bar. He called for a drink and stood 
there alone. = : 

Huerta likes to, Gine at the restaurants. It is not 
at all uncommon to see him taking a drink at the bar 

of the Cafe Colon, or eating dinner at Bach's restau- 
rant. 

“I have seen him come into Bach's restaurant,” 
said Mr. Searing, ‘and walk from end to end, looking 
for an unoccupied place at table. By and by some 
American would surrender his seat. It is not that 
the Mexicans were discourteou8—they are the most po- 
lite people in the world—but Huerta has been seen so 
frequently in these places-that he has made himself 
common, They look upon him just as they would upon 
any other guest who might desire to be served.” 

Huerta’s cabinet members are hard-worked and un- 
certain as to their term of office. His most intimate 
associates do not know what he proposes to do. Most 
of the acts which have been most harshly criticised 
were ordered after Huerta had spent some hours in the 
restaurant. Usually the members of his cabinet are 
with him, for he insists upon their accompanying him 
as he makes his evening rounds of the cafes. 

“He has notified members of his cabinet at mid- 
night to present at once their resignations,” said Mr. 
Searing. “They always did. Huerta is not the man 
to issue an order more than once.” 

He is loya] to his friends he made before he haa 
climbed upward on the ladder. One night he had been 
drinking in a cafe. The hour was late, and every one 
was blissfully content, when in walked one of his old 
cronies. For years this man and Huerta had been com- 
panions in the cafes almost every evening. Huerta 
slapped his old friend roughly on the back. 

“Why aren't you at headquarters—Mr. Chier of Po- 
lice?" 

The old friend stared at Huerta in astonishment. 
“Take charge tomorrow,” said Huerta. “I mean it.” 

HUERTA’S PRIVATE LIBRARY. 
His home is in the Calle Liverpool, in the heart of 

the new American quarter. He did not change his res- 
idence when he became president. But he doesn’t go 
home very much. Some time ago he had a sort of 
bungalow built at Popotla, a suburb about three -miles 
from the center of the city, and most of his cabinet 
meetings are held there. On one occasion a commission 
from one of the states called at the palace to present a? 
petition. Huerta has given one or two state banquets 
there, but never goes near it for any other purpose. 

“You'll find ‘the president at Popotla,” the commts- 
sioners were told. “ 

Sure enough, Huerta was at Popotla, and in a de- 
lightfully companionable mood. After the commis- 
sioners coneluded their business he personally con- 
ducted them about the place. In one room were soma 
handsome bookcases. ‘ 

“Let me show you my library,” said he. 
Throwing open the doors, the commissioners found 

the shelves of the library cases filled with a variety 
of bottled lquors. - 

“These books,” 
merry.” 

By a quaint contradiction, Mr. Searing finds that 
the consumption of pulque has fallen off since Huerta 
seized the reins. Under Madero the peons revelled in 
their new found liberty. The pulque shops did a thriv- 
ing business. 

“Often far into the night a shouting mob of peons 
would parade the streets. Now and then one would 
mount upon the famous iron horse of the statue of 
Charles IV, in the Plaza de la Reforma, and from that 
vantage deliver a political speech. Nothing of that 
Sort is seen upon the streets at night. Because peons 

whq offend are caught upon their staggering way home 
—and the next day they volunteer for the army!” 

His personal bravery has never been questioned by 
those who knew the man. The day before Huerta 
started for the north in his campaign against Orozco— 
before he succeded to the presidency—Mr. Searing was 
dining in a restaurant witha friend, when Huerta came 
in with his wife. The friend knew Huerta very well. 

“Iam so afraid he will never come back," said Mrs. 
Huerta, with tears in her eyes. 

“Of. course I will come back,” said Huerta, with 
great positiveness. “The soldier who fears he will 
never come hack had best not start.” 

HIS QUICK DECISION, 
He is a man of quick decision. Mr. Searing’ called 

upon Huerta at his kogrie in the Calle Liverpoo! at 8:30 
o'clock one morning by appointment. Huerta had been 
out at cafes until after midnight the evening before. 

“Fle seemed energetic as usual when he came 1n,” 
said Mr. Searing. “He kept his soft hat on, but 
greeted,us pleasantly, There had been a fete at the 

house the previous night, and the rooms were filled 
with fading flowers. They reminded me unpleasantly 
of a funeral. I put my proposition before him. 

“"T like it very much,’ he said, confidently. 
“He called in an aide and gent us to the treasury. 

‘When we got there we found the minister of the treas- 
ury was waiting to see us. Huerta had given him 
orders, 

sald he, “always make the heart 

Mr. Searing cautiously commented upon’ Huerta’s 
action to one of the cabinef ministers on the day that 
the president dissolved the chamber of deputies. He 
was curious as to Huerta’s authority. The cabinet 
minister smiled. 

“Years ago, senor,” said he, “we had a president 
named Gonzalez. One day he ordered the minister of 
the treasury to send $50,000 to his home. The minister 
aid so—and also sent a note:

GERMANS ARE WARED 
TO BEWARE OF FRANGE 

Prince Von Buelow Declares 
Loss of Alsace-Lorraine 

Still Rankles 

(By Associated Press.) 
BERLIN, Nov. Prince , Bernhard 

Von Buelow, formerly German imperial 
chancellor, today abandoned the silence 
which he once declared he would main- 
tain until death. He does this to warn 
his countrymen, he says, that inveterate | 
hostility to Germany is the soul of 
French policy. This, he declares, will 
continue so long as Frenchmen have the 
slightest hope of regaining Alsace-Lor- 
raine, by their own efforts or with out- 
side assistance. 
Prince Von Buelow expresses this con- 

viction in a review of German politics, 
published this morning. He points out the 

folly of ignoring this inbred hostility of 
the French and of trying to arrange 
German relations with France on any 
other basis. 

“It is idle to hope for a reconcillation 
with France,” he says, ‘without restor- 
ing the provinces of Alsace and Lor- 
raine. 

FRENCH HATRED A FACTOR, 

“The French determination to attack 
Germany whenever there is a prospect 
of success must continue to be a factor 
in the calculations of statesmen. 
“Germany should try to maintain cour- 

teeus and correct relations with Franco, 
with whom she can co-operate in minor 
questions but she should not chase fan- 
tasies nor aspire to overcome -France’s 
ingrained rancor by compliments,”* 
Prince Von Buelow does not criticise 

the French, declaring he fully compre- 
hends their attitude. On the other hand 
he criticises indirectly the emperor's oc- 

casional holding out of the olive branch. 
Other parts of his statement dealt with 

the Mokoccan policy of Germany, the 
Bosnian ‘crisis and Buclow's resignation 
ef the imperial chancellorship.

For my own part I hold the Chagres 
River a much maligned.stream. Pirates, 
pioneers, prospectors and even Poets 

have taken their fling at it, but the 
fact remains that but for it we should 

not have the Canal—at, least according 
to the American plan. The French look- 
ed on it with apprehension, filled wtih 
dread of its sudden floods and propénsi- 
ty to bring down great masses of silt 
and. deposit them precisely where they. 
would do the most harm. Accordingly 
they planned its banishment by damming 
it "high up in the neighborhood of Alha- 
juela, some miles beyond the boundar- 
ies of the Canal Zone, from which point 
they intended to divert its channel 
through a ten-mile tunnel under the 

Cordilleras and thereby lead.the erring 
stream to the Pacific instead of the At- 
lantic, into which it at present flows. 

The Americans approached the Cha- 
gres differently. When their survey 
was completed they found that the river 
crossed the line of the Canal some 
twenty-six times between Gatun and 

Gamboa, a distance in a straight line of 
about fifteen miles. Manifestly no sel?- 
respecting canal would submit to being 
thus crossed. Adopting the principles 
of politics, the engineers turned the en- 
emy into a helpful friend. A great dam 

at Gatun has turned the narrow rush- 
ing stream into a lake with an area of 
164 square miles. Into every depression 
of the land, in all directions, the water 
has backed, or will back when the great 
flood gates are closed down and the 
basin allowed to fill. Native villages 
and isolated huts now clinging to the 
borders of the river will be submerged 
and their inhabitants driven to the new 
lake shores. For what they are losing 
they are being duly, even liberally, paid, 
though much of what should go to them 
is taken by pettifogging lawyers whose 
services are wholly useless, but who 
have persuaded the natives that they are 
indispensable. Considerable villages; 
even towns, built by the Commission, 

like Gorgona with a population of 3,444, 
will -be partly submerged and wholly 
abandoned, to be overgrown by the jun- 
gle. : 

Through the lake the Canal _ is 
dredged, as a channel is dredged in New 
York harbor or through the St. Clair 
flats above Detroit. The friendly waters 
of the reformed Chagres form an inland 
sea, vastly expediting the work of the 
Canal builders.

Ascending the river toward Gatun, 

one passes through a primitive tropical 
jungle. This part of the stream has 
been untouched by the Canal builders 
and nothing in future is likely to dis- 
turb its »rimeval simplicity, as the 
Canal diverts traffic far away from it 
toward Colon, Natives paddling their 
cayucos—slim canoes hewn or burned 
out of a single trunk—herons, white and 
blue, ducks and cormorants, and, once 
in a while, an alligator are the only 
signs of life. The tropical thicket which 
borders either bank is too dense for any 
save creeping things to come down to 
the water, and though we are told of 
deer, ant-bears, jaguars, boa-constric- 
tors and other animals, we see none. 

Along the upper Chagres are lines of 
hydrographic stations at which the stage 
of the water is recorded several times 
daily and telephoned to. the office at the 
dam. The stream has a habit of some- 
times rising forty feet in a few hours, 
and the watchers at the Spillway must 
be prepared to meet the emergency lest 
the Canal itself be swamped under an 
uncontrollable tide.

ATLANTA GROCERY 
JOBBERS PROTEST 
AGAINST ARMY ORDER 

It Directs That All Provisions 
for Fort McPherson Except 

Perishables Be ~ Supplied 

From New York 

WILL MEAN LARGE LOSS 

TO LOCAL WHOLESALERS 

Congressmen and Senators 

Will Be Requested to Busy 

Themselves at Once to Have 

the Order Rescinded 

The grocery jobbers of Atlanta are at 4 
loss to understang the order that has 
been issued by the war department to 
the authorities at Fort McPherson that 
hereafter all provisions for the soldiérs 
at the fort except perishable products 
will be supplied from the commissary de- 
pot in New York and not bought of At- 
janta jobbers as has been the case here- 
tofore. 
Contracts for the supplics at Fort Mc- 

Pherson have been awarded to Atlanta 
jobbers on competitive bids, but the re- 
cent order received from headquarters 
restricts the purchases here to potatoes, 
onions, fresh meats, ice and other such 
perishable articles. The order will mean 
a loss to the wholesale trade of Atlanta 
of about $5,000 a month. 
Not only are the jobbers at a loss to 

understand the order but they think that 
it will work an injustice to them, as 
they are assured that the records of the 
fort will show that the purchases of pro- 
vislons there have been as cheap, if not 
cheaper, than at any other army post in 
the United States. They made a fight 
several years ago to have the purchases 
of supplies for the soldiers placed in At- 
lanta and succeeded. At that time the 
Post at Chickamauga and other points 
under the department of the gulf were 
all supplied from this city and the gov- 
ernment purchases here amounted to 
$10,000 to $20,000 a month. About a year 
ago the purchase of supplies for Chicka- 
mauga was discontinued here, at which 
the local jobbers made no protest, but 
they do think that the supplies for the 
local post should come from local job- 
bers and they will request Georgia sen- 
ators and representatives to werk to 
have’ the recent order rescinded. Con- 
Sressman William Schley Howard has 
already assured representatives of the 
jobbers that he will exert himself to this 
end 

“There seems to be really no good 
reason why the Atlanta post should be 
supplied from New York,” said H. L. 
Singer, of the H. L. Singer company. 
“Just as good goods in every respect 
and just as cheap and cheaper in many 
instances can be supplied by Atlanta 
dealers. We think it an injustice to 
the trade here and will ask our repre- 
sentatives in congress to have the or- 
Ger changed. Congressman Howard has 
already assured us of his support.” 
“We made the fight through our rep- 

resentatives in congress several years 
ago,” said George W. Walker, of Walker | 
Brothers, “to have the purchasing of 

supplies for the soldiers placed in At- 
lanta, and for a time this was done. We 
made no objection when the supplies for 
Fort Oglethorpe, at Chattanooga, were 
discontinued here, but we will insist} 
that the local fort be supplied by local 
dealers. Statistics will show that the 
tort here has obtained supplies as cheap 
and in many cases cheaper than at any 
other post in the country. At the time 
we made our former fight, the army 
authorities acknowledged that the 
quality and prices of our goods met com- 
petition anywhere.” 

“I Rave not been officially informed 
of the order,” said J. J. Simmons, of 
Kelly Brothers company, “but I under- 
stand that it is in effect. I can't see 

the reason for it. The records will show, 
Tam informed. that the post here gets 
its goods as cheap as any post in the 
United States.

It is to be driven by a 125- 
horse power engine, and will sustain 
three tons. 

If it is successful, the inventor 
hopes that within a year, a line of 
passenger-carrying aircraft will be 
journeying along the air lanes from 
Savannah to Liverpool. 

The first of. the hydro-aeroplanes 
was built on Dutch Island, near 
Thunderbolt. It is so constructed 
that it can sail the water or fly 
through the air. Models of the ship 
have proved successful and the in- 
ventor sees no reason to doubt that 
the hydro-aeroplane itself will have 
equal success.

ATHLETICS BETWEEN COLLEGES 
SERIOUS INJURY TO STUDENTS 

Bishop Candler 

“The Facts In. the Matter Are that the System of Any Collegiate Athletic 
Is Injurious To the Students Mentally, Physically and Morally. - 

College Authorities Should Put Away the Evil.” 
By Bishop W. A. Candler 

IGNS of an awakening in the 
S educational werld against 

inter-collegiate athletics are 
beginning to appear. A few years 

before Dr. Eliot retired from the 
presidency of Harvard University 
he attacked the evil in one of his 

annual reports. He demonstrated 
been a hurt, and not a help, to the 

University, and that the notion 

that such games advertise an edu- 
cational institution and increase 

its patronage was not ustified by 
the facts in the case of Harvard. 
Now comes 

Stokes, of the United States Navy, 

and Colonel Townsley, the Euper- 
intendent of the United States Mil- 

legiate games, especially games of 
football. These officials are not 
sour Puritans nor snarling fanatics. 

They are strong men stating plain 
facts plainly. 

In his annual report Colonel 
Townsley shows that 75 per cent. 

of all the physical inuries of the 

cadets, treated by the surgeons in 

the season at West Point, are due 

to casualties in games of football, 
although only forty or fifty stu- 
dents participate in games while 
the 25 per cent. of patients treated 
come from 600 cadets who take no 

part in these contests, 

ARMY JOURNAL QUOTED. 

The Army and Navy Journal 

(New York) has taken up the mat- 

ter and publishes the facts in a 
clear and convincing manner. 
Among other things it says: 

“Colonel Townsley says that the 
frequency of injuries to football 
players, and the permanent char- 
acter of many of such injuries, 
make it a question of whether foot- 
ball is of sufficient value to the 
corps to warrant its continuance 
and the tremendous expenditure 
of time and money involved. Of 
the sixty-one injurigs due to foot- 
ball and treated at the hospital at 
West Point from September 1 to 

November 30 last year, eleven 

were of a character liable to cause’ 
future trouble—that is, 18 per cent . 
of the injuries were of a serious 

nature. Colonel Townsley say: 
‘Football certainly serves no use- 

ful purpose in the physical develop- 
ment of training in the corps, as 
it 1s voluntary and attracts to its 
squad only the few who are al- 
ready physically strong, active, and 
well developed. Its value, if it 
has any, lies mainly in the inter- 
est, entertainment, and excitement 
it affords to the other members 
of the corps and the thousands 
who attend its principal contests 
and are willing to contribute to 
its support." 
“Surgeon-General Stokes, from 

the very beginning of his term as 

head of the Bureau of Medicine 

and Surgery of the Navy, has 
thundered against the injurious 

effects of football and other too 
strenuous sports, and in his very 

first annual report took strong 
ground against the encouragement 
of games which he believes tend 
to weaken the heart of the partici- 
pant and thus make him an easy 
victim in later years to the in- 
roads of disease, Dr. Stokes has 
had studied the careers of a num- 

. ber of officers who were athletes 
in their Academy days, and has 
sought to prove from the data thus 
collected that the service suffers 
@ positive loss in weakened physi-

que at a time in life when the best 
should be expected of officers in 

the coordination of mind and body. 

In one of the surgeon-general's 
reports he gave the records of 622 

star athletes in classes from 1891 

to 1911, compared.with the records 

of 580 of non-athletic midshipmen, 
showing that the former had suf- 
fered severely in health. An ex- 
cess of 60 per cent was shown 
among these star athletes over 
the non-athletic in valvular dis- 
eases of the heart, general poor 
health, obesity, tuberculosis, ete. 
The surgeon-general of the Navy 
believes that this condition is 
brought about by overtraining and 
overstraining, and has recom- 
mended that athletics be regulated 
to avoid such conditions, that en- 
durance contests dependent upon 
brute strength be eliminated ftom 
the catégory of Academy sports, 
and that a maximum effort be 
made to ‘develop a symmetrical, 
normal physique rather than 

highly specialized machine.” 

The conelusions of Colonel 
Townesley _and Surgeon-General 

Stokes are abundantly justified by 
the facts reported daily in the 
newspapers. 

SERVE NO GOOD PURPOSE. 

It is Certainly quite true that 

these games “serve no useful pur- 
pose in the physical development” 
of the students of a College. Even 
if they were beneficial, their bene- 

fits would be confined to only a 

small part of the students—; less 
than sixty of the 600 cadets at West 

Point, for example, or less than one 

in ten. 

Every College should provide for 
the physical development of fts 

students; but this is done by a 
good gymnasium, under a careful 
and competent physical director, to 
which each student is required to 

go regularly, unless excused for 
eause. In this way every student 
receives the exercise for which the 
particular features of his case call. 

As Surgeon-General Stokes shows, 
the system of inter-collegiate athlet- 

ics absolutely hinders the physical 
development of the young men who 

play in the games. The star ath- 

letes of the Academy are shown to 

have “suffered positive loss in weak- 
ened physique.” 

Dr. Stokes is right when he in- 

a 

sists.that these games, which in- 

volye “over-training and over-strain- 
ing,” should be eliminated from 
sports of the Naval Academy, and 
that attention should be directed to 

the development of “a symmetrical, 
normal physique rather than a high: 
ly specialized machine.” This 
should be the course pursued by 
every college. 

Games that are not good for tle 
Military and Naval officers, who are 
to fight‘our battles in time of war, 
are not good for the thousands of 
young men who are to engage in 

the battle of life for the achieve 

ment of the victories of peace. 

EFFECT OF THE SYSTEM. 

The facts-in all this matter of 
inter-collegiate athletics are beyond 
dispute; and only one conclusion 
ean be drawn from these facts, viz, 

the system is injurious to students, 
physically, mentally, and morally. 

College authorities ought to put 

the evil away; for in their heart of 

hearts they know it is an evil and 

wish it were abolished. But they 
are intimidated by the clamor of 

immature school-boys; they wish 

big enrollments and fear to act as 

they ought to act lest they lose 
a few students to competing instt 
tutions, 
A compelling public opinion shoul¢ 

constrain the putting away of this 

evil. Let parents firmly refuse to 
send their sons to institutions 
which allow intercollegiate ath 
leties and the thing will perish 

from the land in a year. This 
much parents owe to the country 

as well as to their sons. 

In the case of the Naval Acade 
my at Annapolis and the Military 

Academy at West Point congres 
sional legislation may be required, 
if the authorities in charge of 
those institutions are not already 
clothed with power to abolish these 

injurious games. 
It may come to pass that legisle 

tion by the several states will b 

needed to put an end to the evil 

in some quarters. 
But whatever may be the method 

adopted to put away these maim 

ing games, they ought to be ended 
speedily.

neck is to first gently rub the face and 
neck with glycerin, rosewater and 
lemon juice, using about equal parts of 
each. “Sbake them together in a bot- 
tle and then apply. The glycerin will 
make a good foungation for the powder, 
making it stick, and the lemon juice 
will eventually “whiten the skin, the 
rosewater, of course, being but a dainty 
addition.

HAT do you make Sunday mean 
for your household? If I put the 
juestion in this form, it i» because 

I firmly believe that the way in 
which Sunday !s regarded in any 

family is due to the woman at the head of 
{t I don't mean that the husband and 
father does not have a@ great influence in 
determining the character of the day; but, 
after all, {t is “up to you,” in the slang 
of the times, to decide how Sunday shall 
be kept. Is it a “day of rest and glad- 
ens, is It one of dullness and depres- 
sion; or is it just like the other days of 
the week, except that the men of the house 
are at home instead of at work, and that 
every one eats too much? 
Something is wrong with the manage- 

ment of your household if the work on 
Sunday is as heavy as itis the remainder of 
the week. I say this knowing the while 
that In many homes the labor is greater 
then than on other days. If this ie true of 
your establishment, set yourself 'to reform 
condition at once. .

long to the gelatine family. Select such 
vegetables as can be cooked the day be- 

it for myself. and I am inclined to believn 
that the majority of us are the better for it. 
If you will take the trouble to think tn 
advance a little, there ig no reason why the 

Sunday dinner should not be as savory as 
if you had renounced attendance at the 
house of the Lord in order to slave in the 
kitchen.

‘The third meal of the day may be a sim- 

ple affair of a more or less picnic char- 
acter, and if you have young people in the 
family turn it over to them and let them 
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my busine: Of course it is all in your 
point of view. To some of us no business 
is of more importance than using Sunday 
for the purpose for which it was intended— 
a day in which we might not only rest and 
refrestt body and mind but give repose and 
nourishment to our souls. This we cannot 
do if we devote the day to cooking and 
washing dishes.

have their way with it. If they invite ina 
few of their friends who have no place 
of their own, you give an added value to 
Sunday.

Give yourself to the children on Sunday 
as you do not on other da; Let them 
have time with you in which you tell them 
stories, or read to them, or sing to them, 
or walk with them. Make them look on it 
as a day of festivity. As they grow up 
encourage them to bring their friends to 
the house and to feel that it is a home day 
and their day peculiarly. All this need not 
interfere with church and Sunday school, 
and it need not detract in the least from 
the sacred character of Sunday. Only 
avoid making this last a nuisance to the 
children or to your husband. Never let 
any one under your influence feel the day 
is one to be disliked and dreaded, as I 
have known it to be in some home: 

To get a good idea of what Sunday ought 
not to be we have only to observe our 
streets on pleasant Sunday afternoons 
Crowded with promenaders, out not only 
for the air and the exercise but to see and 
be seen. “ No harm in that,’ you may say, 
and In a way you are right. These walkers 
are taking their outing on the only day 
in the week when they can get it, and when 
I see husbands and wives. parents and 
children in the procession it does my heart 
good. But too often the clusters of un- 
guarded and unguided children, of reckless 
boys and girls, make up the bulk of the 
walkers. What sort of a Sunday are they 
having? Where are the parents who should 
be giving them some other notion of Sun- 
day except a chance for frolic and flirta- 
tion? Are any of your young people put- 
ing in their day in such a throng and such 
pursuits? If.so, don’t you think it is about 
time you gave some pretty serious thought 
to what Sunday means in your household? 

I would like to hear from other mothers 
on this matter, to be told what they make 
of Sunday, how they spend it, if they and 
their children love it, or if it is a tiresome 
period to be struggled through as best one 
may. Can you not give the rest of us 
some suggestions you yourself have found 
useful in making Sunday what it should be 
in your home?

Use of Citron. 
“I have lots of citrons, but know of no 

way to put them up for use in cake. Will 
you kindly publish recipe for them? I 
think I should call it crystallized citron. 
Would you publish as well directions for 
salting down string or wax beans for winter 
use? Mrs. G."" 
You make the common mistake of think- 

ing that the citron melons, #0 called, are the 
same as the citron of commerce which you 
describe as crystallized citron. The citron 
you buy to put in cake grows on a tree and 
is a member of the lemon family. It has 
nothing in common with the citron melon, 
except the name. The melon can be made 
into a good preserve, treating it by the same 
recipe you would use in preserving water- 
melon rind, but it is impossible to make it 
into a conserve which would take the place 
of the citron used in cake. This error has 
been made by a number of other “hou 
keepers who have sent me the same re- 
quest. I hope the directions for salting 
down wax or string beans for winter use 
may be supplied by some Cornerite who has 
tried the recipe and proved it good. The 
recipe for baking powder you were good 
enough to send will appear later.

The Methodist, Baptist and Pres- 

byterian conventions, at that time, 
had adopted resolutions condemning 
in strong words slit skirts, sex 
dramas and extravagant dances. The 
Episcopalians also adopted resolu- 
tions, but they deplored ‘certain 

modern customs and amusements,” 
without being more specific. 

At this time a commission has the 
authority of all four denominations 
to use its influence against customs 

and amusements considered by it as 
deplorable. Individual pastors will 
be urged to lend aid to the commis- 
sion, and in the Methodist, Baptist 
and Presbyterian denominations’ di- 
rect efforts will be made against ex- 
travagant dress and dances. 

From the woman’s viewpoint, is 

this commission justified, and can it 
do work that is needed and helpful? 

Mrs. McLendon, expressing her 
personal opinion, believes that wom? 
en can best see to their own faults 
and that men might just as well look 
to themselves, a 

She was busy last week preparing 
for a trip to Washington, Where she 
will attend the national suffrage con- 
vention as delegate from Georgia. 
and, as she explained, she was up to 
her eyebrows in work, and there was 
a sick baby in the house, but she had 
time to express her unhesitating 
opinion of styles and who should 
change them. 

“MEDDLESOME BOYS.” 
Mrs, MeLendon has a low, mother- 

ly tone, but direct, pointed opinions. 
Her smile, as she meets you at the 
door, is an invitation to enter; and, 

as she talks with you, she uncon- 
sciously says “my son,” as though to 
her you were a very immature 
grownup. She speaks of the men 
bent upon the reform. of women’s 
ways as boys who are meddlesome. 

She has seen two generations grow 
into manhood and womanhood, and 
she-has come to look with -some 
amusement and much doubt on 
efforts of women to change the ways 
of men, or men the ways of women. 

It is youthful optimism, or mas- 
culine egotism, in Mrs. McLendon's 
opinion, that expects a commission 
of men, even though they represent 
four denominations, to know how 
women should dress. 

She leaned forward a bit in her 
chair and her expression became ae- 

termined as well as motherly. It was 
the face of one grown wise through 
intimate knowledge of the world and 
its fancies by seventy odd years of 
life. It was the face of a wa‘te- 
haired little lady, who has learned 
wisdom by watching babies grow 
from infancy to maturity, and seeing 
how they fall from one mistake into 
another, from the harum-scarum 
faults of boys to the follies of youth, 
and lastly to the assurance of man: 
hood. 

“The only throuble,” she said, “is 
that women don’t assert themselves. 
Most of us are cpposed to extreme 
styles. But we are too much in the 
habit of accepting things, of making 
the most of them, and of being silent 
when we should be*sayiig what we 
think in a very firm way.. 

“And, yet, when we begin to be 
assertive,.and speak our minds on 
what we know about and we need tu 
talk about, you hear men regretting 

the old-fashioned woman and her 
womanly ways. 

“The time is sure to come, though, 
I am certain, when women will be 
outspoken upon matters of ‘imporr- 
ance to women, and will regulate 
their own affairs without the direc- 
tion of men. I am convinced the 
matter of dress is even now one thar 
should be left to women. 

“I will say this, however; that 
men have chosen their own style of 
dress better than women have chosen 
or been chosen for. I like your— 
what do you cas. ‘em—pantaloons, 
a good deal better than I do our 
tight skirts, It’s easy to get about 
in them. They are nice looking, and 
very sensible. : 

“A man certainly has less trouble 
with his clothes than any Woman, 
and he looks nice. But all the same, 
a woman's needs are different from a 
man’s, and I think he has enough to 
look after as it is without saying how 
the shall dress, 

WOMEN ARE WOMEN. 
“Just leave that to women. 

They'll solve the problem well 

enough, There are lots of sensible 

women in the world, and I think 
there are very few who are not mod- 
est and good. Talk =s much as you 
please of old-fasiiioned reserve and 

gentleness. Women are women, 
everywhere and at all times. They 
were good and gentle in the old- 

fashioned days. But they are good 
and gentle in the new-sasnioned ones 
too. 

“Hooped skirts weren’t apy more 
an emblem of modesty tnan tight 
skirts are. Women are just as jeai- 
ous of their good name today when 
they put a yard and a half of cloth 
into their skirts, and a sktmpy yard 
and a half at that, as they were when 
they bought dresses by the bolt. Be- 

sides, cloth costs more now. 

“T Will Say This, However, That Men Have Chosen Their Own Style of 
/Dress Better Than 

then, and they Sop eae know 
some of the’ stylet ig seem 
to bear out my fdea. “Dit'théy are 
styles made by men and put on the 
market where women “happen” to 
buy them more than anything else. 

“Well, at any rate, the style is 
begun, and those that aon’t like the 
prevailing manner of dress, fall in 
line because they don’t want to be 
conspicuous. 

“But this condition will change 
without any need of men mterferring. 
Women are going to assert them- 
selves, and as it is they are better 
able than mankind to decide how 
they shall dress. 

WHEN WOMEN VOTE. 

“I believe that when they begin to 
vote and enter into politics their 

dress and their manner will become 
simpler and more sensible. They will 

learn better how to see after their 
own affairs, and how to prevent such 
extravagance in styles as the men 
are now criticising. 

“I'd like to tell you more, but that 
baby’s crying and I must see about 
him. But stress*this: It's a piece of 
impertinence for any ecclesiastical or 
business man co try to tell women 
how to dress.” 

The attitude of the church and of 
the ministers was explained from his 
viewpoint last week by Dr. C. B, Wil- 
mer, rector of St. Luke's, when he 
was asked for an interview. 

“The Episcopal church,” he said, 
“does not-attempt to lay down pules 
for amusements, and certainly not 
for dress. Ic tries simply to teach 
wholesome principles. 

“But there is no doubt that some 
women today dress indecently, and

“Some of our styles of dress are 
improper, and some of our dances 
are done improperly.

“It is not their wisa to lay. dowe 
rules. They simply want to set up

Bishop’s,, in which reference is 
madeto' the tendency that the 
churches deplore.” 

As the conclusion to his interview, 
he pointed out in this 1etter the fol- 
lowing passages, which also were 
quoted recently by Bishop C. K. 

Nelson: 
“God isin the glad paths of life, 

not less than in the sad; and refine- 
ment of manners, geatieness, and 
reverence are obligations of our re- 
ligion, to which, we are constrained 
to say the fashions of the day show 
scant regard. Even good taste and 
what used to be called common de- 
cency seem to make littie appeal to 
many purveyors of poputar entertain- 
ments, and in the social life of young 
people forms of recreation are toler- 
ated which tend to blunt the edge or

conscience and tarnish the fine goid 
of maidenly modesty and reserve. 

“Doubtless, in a time like ours, 
so vital, so earnest, so exuberant in 
physical and mental energy, we must 
not be surprised to find frivolous and 
superficial excitements accompanying 
the strenuous and sterner activides 
of life; and men and women seeking 
relief from care in an excess of 
amusement and recreation. 

“But, let us beware lest we torget 
that the body is, among other things 
a measure and index, as well as an 
instrument for the support and de- 
velopment of moral life and charac 
ter. Manners are the body's mode 
of expressing the refinements of life 
They are not mere conventiona! 
movements of a mechanism. Good 
manners indicate the respect in 
which a man holds himserr and oth- 
ers. Dress and recreative activities 
are things to be determined on their 
merits and not by the dictation of 
irresponsible leaders of society. Al! 
that tends to make the body more 
fitting as a shrine and instrument of 
refinement is worthy of support.

Exhibit Hopes to Accomplish.

‘The exhibit, which is.like the recent 

exhibit at the Knoxville exposition, 
was prepared by the national welfare 
bureau and the Russell Sage Founda- 
tion. It embracés every phase of 
activity in connection with the child, 
and seeks to insiruet parents in a 
clear, concise way, how to know the 
child’s physical, mental ang spiritual 
neefs, and how to meet those needs. 

BODILY CARE STRESSED, 
Special stress will be. laid on the 

bodily care of the child. It is re- 
grettable that girls an@ -women are 
not trained in the dutles of mother- 
hood before they are called upon to 
assume the responsibilities,of moth- 
erhood. The chiji has always been 
called the center of the nation, and 
much has been written of the im- 
portance of the child's place in civil- 
ization. ‘Notwithstanding this, girls 
become haphazard motners, with no 
understanding of the serfous obliga- 
tions of motherhood; and worse 
still with no knowledge of the smal! 

details of caring for the child’s bod- 
ily health 

This lack of education, this ig- 
norance of the fundgmentals of 
child hygiene, is largely responsibie 
for the death rate among babies, and 
for the number of deformed and aii- 
ing babies. 

It is the purpose of the Child 
Welfare Exhibit to correct as far as 
*possible this lack of practical train- 
ing in the care of the child; and in- 
asmuch as the exhibit will pe in the 
hands of experts, it behooves every 
woman to attend the exhibit. 

The mother, especially, will find 
that the welfare exhibit will be of un- 
told benefit to her. The slightest ir- 
regularity of health is apparent to the 
trained eyes and mind of those who 
will hold the clinies, and these symp- 
toms will be pointed out and the rem- 
edy suggested. 

FROM BIRTH TO YOUTH. 
The scope of the information to.be 

given out at the exhibit extends from 
the period before the birth of the child 
to that in which he is just entering 
into first youth. 

Placards, photographs, models, liter- 
ature and personal instruction will 
present pointedly all facts that need 
be known in connection with the rear- 
ing of children. 

One striking placard, outlining the 
duties of the mother, the father and 
the state, says “Mothers must learn 
how to take care of their babies, must 
learn how to take care of themselves. 

“Fathers must see that their babies 

have good, clean, happy homes, must 
take special care of the mothers*before 
the babies are born, and must study 
and obey the laws of health, 

“The state must teach. the fathers 
and mothers the law of health, must 
make and enforce laws necessary to 
prevent disease, must record the birth 
and death of every citizen.” 

There will be exhibits illustrating 
methods of feeding babies, showing the 
superiority of mothers’ milk over all 
manufactured baby foods; and this 
will be strikingly illustrated by a com- 
parative schedule showing the death 
rate among bottle fed babies as com- 
pared with the much smaller rate 
among breast fed babies. 

However, if the baby must be bot- 
tle fed, the exhibit will geach the 
mother how to prepare the milk, how 
to keep the bottles fresh and clean 
and how to guard as far as possible 
against illness, 

EXHIBITS OF FOOD. 
There will be exhibits showing the 

proper kinds of foods, Mothers will 
be told what foods to serve, and what 
to omit. 

There will be little cradles in which 
the mother will be shown how to 
place the child for its rest; there will 
be tabulations containing information 
of meningitis, infantile paralysis, 
dipththeria, colds, coughs and all dis- 
eases of children; and mothers will be 
taught how to guard against these dis- 
eases. 

The school age of the child will 
be illustrated by numerous exhibits. 

The kingarten, a “miniature world 
in which character is developed in 
reproducing the activities of the big 
world,’ will be featured, and the 
mothers will find out the best way to 
teach children good manners at tag 
table, self-help, patience, obedience, 
interest in nature, thoughtfulness 
and helpfulness. 

Statistics, giving the number of 
those attending the public schools, 
the parochial schools, private schools, 
other institutions; the number of 
children legally employed, those ille- 
gally employed, those physically un- 

able to attend school, those kept ac 
home and those unlawfully absent 
from school will be shown. 

SCHOOL WORK. 
What the public scnools should 

stand for. and what tmey hope to 
accomplish, will be illustrated by 
placards and exhibits in which model 
class rooms will be shown with chtl- 
dren at work in them. 

There will be speciat exhibits 
dealing wich the truant class of chil- 
dren, showing the cayses and the 
methods by which to remedy lack of 
interest in school work.

there is no doubt as to the ultimate 
sucoess of the project. Developments 
in the form of slides have brought 
more prominently to the front the 
exellence of the judgment which ac- 
cepted the minority plan in lieu ef 
the sea level plan as adyocated by 
the majority, and show how clearly 
greater difficulties would have 
been encountered in an attempt 
to construct a sea level canal. An 
English scientist, who at first was

The canal consists of a, sea level 
entrance channel from “the sea 
through Limon bay to Gatun about 
seven miles long, 500 feet bottom 
width and 41 feet deep at mean tide. 
At Gatun the 85-foot lake level is 
obtained by a dam acros the valley. 
The lake is confined on the Pacific 
side by a dam between the hills and 
Pedro Miguel locks, 32 miles away. 
The lake thus formed has an area 
of about 164 miles and a channel 
depth of not les than 45 feet at nor- 
mal stage. 

At Gaviun ships pass from the sea 
to the lake level and vice versa, by 
three locks in flight. On che Pacific 
side there is one lift of 80 feet at 
Pedro Miguel to a small lake held at 
55 feet about sea level by the dams 
at Miraflores, where two lifts over- 
come the difference of level to che 
sea. The channel between the locks 
on the Pacific side is 500 feet wide 
at the bottom and 45 feet deep at 
mean tide. Through the lake the 
bottom widths are not less thay 
1,000 feec for about 16 miles, 800 
feet for about four miles, 500 feet 
for about 3 miles and through the 
continental divide or, as it is com- 
monly called, the Culebra cut, from 
Bas Obispo to Pedro Miguel, a dis- 
tance of 9 miles, the bottom width is 
300 feet. The total length of the 
canal from deep water in the Car- 
ibbean to deep water in the Pacific, 
is practically 50 miles, 15 miles of 
which are at sea level. 

Provisions have been made to 
amply protect the entrances of the 

canal. During the wimter months 
occasional storms occur on the At 
lantic side of such violence that ves- 
sels cannot lie with safety in Colon 
harbor, and during the progress of 

such storms entrance to and egress 
frem the canal would be unsafe. To 
evercome this condition a break- 
water has been extended from Toro 
point in a northeasterly direction, 
which not only protects the entrance 
but provides a safe harbor. Another 
breakwater extended from the east 
side of the entrance will give some 

protection against silting and enablé 
small boats to lay alongside shipping 
anchored in the outer hafpor during 
the more severe trade winds.. The 
Pacific entrance requires no protec- 
tion from storms, but the set of the 
silt bearing current from the east is 
at right angles to the channel and 
the silting made dredging necessary. 

(By silting Colonel Goethals 
means the deposit of fine sediment 
in_a channel or waterway as the re- 
sult of the action of currents or tides 
or the natural flow of a stream.) 

To prevent this shoaling a dike has 
been constructed from the mainland 
at Balboa to Naos island, a distance 
of about four miles. 

The lakes submerged the tracks of 
the Panama railroad for the greater 
part of its length and as this roaa 

was necessary for construction pur- 

poses and for the operation and 
maintenance of the canal, it was re- 

constructed throughout, with the ex- 
ception of a few miles at elther end. 
It was originally intended to pass the 
new railroad through Culebra Cut on 
a ledge, 10 feet above the water sur- 
face, to be left for this purpose dur- 
ing the excavation of the channel 
through the cut, but the slides and 
the absolute necessity for keeping 
open railroad communication be- 
tween the two ends of the line ne- 
cessitated a change in the location 
and a new line to the east of the cut 
was selected. 

The first two and a half years of 
American control on the canal zone 
were given to preparation. All ener- 
gies were devoted during that time 
to rid the isthmus of disease by sani- 
tation, to recruiting and organizing 
a working foree, and providing for 
it suitable houses, hotels, messes, 
kitchens and an adequate food sup- 
ply; to assembling the plant to do 
the work; to increasing the capacity 
of the existing railway system, and 
to-establishing a system of civil gov- 
ernment for the canal zone, which ts 
a strip of land 10 miles wide, 5 miles 
on either side of the center of the 
canal, extending across the isthmus. 

The work of sanitation included 
Gearing lands, draining and filling 
pools and swamps for the extermina- 
tion of the mosquito, the establish- 
ment of hospitals for the care of the 
sick and injured, and the quarantine. 
In addition, to secure and maintain 
better health gonditions, municipal 
improvements “were undertaken In 
the cities of Coicr and Panama and 
the various settiements along the 
line of the canal, such as the con- 
struction of reservoirs, with mains 
and adjuncts, for furnishing whole- 
some and sufficient water, sewerage, 
pavements and a system of roads. 

Buildings to the number of 2,009 
were constructed, including office 
buildings, hospitals, hotels, messes, 
Kitchens, shops, storehouses and liv- 
{ng quarters. In addition to this, 
1.536 buildings out of a total of 
2,200 buildings turned over by the 

French were remodelled and repaired 
for use. . 

Recruiting agencies were estad- 
Ushed in the United States, Europe 
and the West Indies. 

The commissary department of the 
Panama Railroad company was en- 
larged until it became a great de- 
partment store, supplying to the em- 
ployes whatever was necessary fcr 
their comfort and convenience. Man- 
ufacturing, cold storage and laundry 
plants were established, and turned 
out each day about 90 tons of ice, 
14,000 loaves of bread, 2,400 rolls, 
250 gallons of ice cream, 1,00) 
pounds of roasted coffee and 7,500 
pieces of laundry. Four to five re- 
frigerator cars, loaded with meats, 
vegetables and such fruits as could 
be obtained, were sent out on the 
night freight to distant points, and 
every morning a supply train of 

about 16 cars, of which number 6 
to 8 were.refrigerator cars, left Cris- 
tobal at. 4330 to distribute foodstuffs 
and laundry to the local commisaries 
along the line, where employes could 

make their purchases and where the 
hotels, messes and kitchens secured 
their supplies for the day. 

The construction plant, consisting 
of steam shovels, locomotives, cars, 
unloaders, spreaders, track-ghifters, 
pile-drivers, cranes, dredges, steam- 
boats, tugs and barges, was pur- 
chased, for the most part “knocked 
down,” and the shops for their erec- 
tion and repair were constructed and 
enlarged. Some of the machinery 
was built from parts manufactured in 
the shops: 
home market, with attendant vexa- 
tious delays in securing parts and 
material and the necessity for keep- 
ing the. construction plant in the 
most efficient'condition for economi- 
cal operation, made it imperative that 
the shops be equipped to meet every 
possible contingency. 

‘The capacity of the Panama ra: 
road was increased by double trac 
ing it throughout, except from Cris- 
tobal to Gatun and from Culebra to 
Paraiso. Yards were enlarged ant 
connections made to areas available 
for dumping grounds. 

Laws were framed ,and civil gov- 

ernment was established with its 
necessary adjuncts of courts, polic> 

force, fire companies, custonis 
and revenue service, postoffices, puh- 
lic works and treasury. 

A purchasing department was or- 
ganized in the United States for tne 
ebtainmént of supplies of all kinds 
and descriptions. Upon arrival on 
the isthmus, the supplies were 
shipped to the various subdivisions 
of the canal work for which they 
were purchased or they were placed 
in storehouses along the line for is- 
sue when required. 

It was only after these various, 
yet mecessary, adjuncts had been pro- 
vided and the forces for their opera- 
tion were organized that the princi- 
pal work in hand, the building of the 
canal, could be pushed forward with

any hope of success, and teo much 
praise cannot be given to those who 
conceived and established them in a 
working condition. The department 
of engineering and construction was 
divided into three construction divi- 
sions. The Atlantic division em- 
braced the engineering construction 
from deep water in the Caribbean 
sea to include the Gatun locks and 
dam; the central division extended 
from Gatun to Pedro Miguel and the 
Pacific division from’ Pedro Miguel 
to deep water in the Pacific ocean: 

As already noted, the Americans 
continued the work in progress by 

the French in the cut commonly 
known as the Culebra cut, utilizins 
the French machinery until it could 
be replaced by more modern appli- 
ances. This was the most formidable 
Part of the enterprise, on account of 

the magnitude of the cutting and 
also because of the difficulties attend- 
ing it due to the excesive-rainfall and 
to the varying character of the mate- 
rials encountered. 

The French so planned the excava- 
tion that after the removal of the 
peak of the divide and lesser sum- 
mits they could work a number of 
excavators simultaneously at several 
points, so that a succession of 
benches or ledges resulted, lying one 

above the other, each with the natu- 
ral surface at the point of beginning 
By working in the direction of the 
length of the cut, the face of the 
hank gaye the longest cutting pos- 
sible, reducing the number of times 
the excavator must be hauled back, 
and secured a satisfactory drainage 
arrangement, since the cutting was 
carried up grade on elther side of 
the summit. 

The Americans followed the same 
method, the only difference being in 
the character of machinery used. 

The greatest difficulty encountered 
in the excavation was due to slides 
and~ breaks which caused large 
masses of material to slide or move 
into the excavated area, closing on 
the drainage, upsetting steam shoy- 
els and tearing up the tracks . 

The term “slide” is applied to the 
movement of the overlying clay upon 
smooth, sloping surfaces of rock or 
other material harder than the clay 

“Breaks” occur at points where 
the underlying rock is of poor qual- 
ity, intersected by vertical seams or 
seams sloping toward the canal,-and 
which is unable to bear up the super- 
imposed mass. Generally the upper 
surface of the broken portion of the 
bank remains approximately hori- 
zontal, settling nearly vertically. The 
weight of the broken portion forces 
up and displaces lateraily the mate- 
rial lying directly below it in the bot- 
tom or on the berms or ledges of the 
canal, As the material <hus. forced 
up is taken away ‘he upper part 

gradually settles and moves towards 
the axis of the canal until the entire 
broken portion is removed. 

The greatest slide was at Cucara- 

cha and ga je when the 
French began ‘3 in 188% 
Though at first confined to a length 
of $00 feet measured along the lin 
of excavation, the slide extended to 
include the entire basin south ot 
Gold Hill. This slide was the last 
obstruction to the canal and its r 
moval was the opening that finally 
makes the canal an accomplished 
fact. 

There were, all told, nine slides 
and breaks to be reckoned with, and 
there was nothing to do but remove 
all the material embraced withia 
their limits. There is no other meth- 
od known to stop or prevent them 
No apprehension is felt because of 
the slides in the future of the canal. 
They developed as the depth of the 
cut increased, and the banks slid or 
broke because of the condition of 
unstabie equilibrium. When the 
grade was reached, equilibrium was 
established and the back pressure of 
the water results in greater stability. 

Work has been in progress in the 
Culebra cut since 1880, and during 
the French control 18,646,000 cubic 
yards were removed. Between Gatun 
and Bas Obispo, the northern end of 
the Culebra eut, the French excava- 
tion which was useful to the present 

project, amounted to 2,201,000 cubic 
yards, or a total in the central divi- 
sion of over 20,000,000 cubie yards, 

Some idea of the magnitude of tne 
operations may be formed from the 
fact that this division had within its 
jurisdiction over 200 miles of 5-foot 
gauge track laid, about miles of 
which were within the side slopes of 
the Culebra cut alone. 

An earth dam across the Chagres 
at Gatun impounds the water of the 
river and creates the lake which cow 
stitutes the highest level of the Pan- 
ama canal. ‘The dam is 7,500 feet 
long over all, measured along the 

It is 2,100 feet wide at the 
808 feet through) at the water 

surface, and 100 feet wide at the 
top, which is 115 feet above sea level, 
it crosses two valleys separated by a 
hill. 

The dimensions of the dam haye 
been criticised as excessive and un- 
warranted, but its designers consid- 
ered it desirable, in view of the 
amount of material available, that 
ample provisions be made against 
every force which may affect its 
safety, and that a barrier be made 
so that the layman, without engin- 
eering knowledge, would recognize 

its stability. It extends from the 
hill in. which the locks are construct- 
ed to Spillway Hill, thence along the 
spur or hog-back of the hill on the 
west side of the valley. 

The locks are in pairs, so that if 
any lock is out of service, navigation 
will not be interrupted. Thus, also, 
when all the locks are in use, the 
passage of shipping will be expedite? 
by using one set of locks for the as- 
cent and the other for the descent 
‘The locks are 1109 feet wide and have 
usable lengths of 1.000 feet.

The middle or separating wall con- 
tains a single culvert of the same 
area as the culverts in the side walls, 
which ‘feeds in both directions 
through laterals controlled by valves 
designed to operate against a head 
from either direction. This arrange 
ment permits communication  be- 
tween the chambers of twin locks, 50 
that water may be passed from one 
lock to the other of the pair, effect- 
ing a saying of water. 

The entire lock can be filled or 
emptied, using one cufvert, in 15 

minutes and 42 onds, and in 7 
minut and 51 
culverts are used. 

The lock gates are of the mitering 
type, double leaf, straight gates, 
varying in height from 45 feet 7 
inches to 79 feet; the length of each 
leaf is about 65 feet. 

It has been accepted as a funda- 
mentai feature of the design that at 
each flight of locks there must al- 
ways be two barriers separating the 
high level from the level next below. 
To carry this out, two sets of miter- 
ing gates are placed at the upper and 
two at the lower end of each of the 
uppermost locks in each flight. 

In addition, a chain device is used 
to guard the barrier gates against 
accident and controlled as to be 
capable of checking a ship of 10,000 
tons moving at the rate of 5 miles ap 
hour.

low: wicket girders are let down 
trom these swing bridges, supporred 
by a sill at the bottom and the hori- 
zontal truss work of the bridge at 
the top. These wicket girders act as 
runways for gates, which are lowered 
and gradually stop the flow. :
