The Three Candidates in Mexico. 
The voters of Mexico will have at least a variety 

of candidates to choose frori in their forthcoming 

presidential election. Frederico Gamboa, the nominee 

of the Catholic party, is seasoned in statecraft and di- 

plomacy, a man of honorable record, of unquestioned 

ability and singularly free from the old factional 

intrigues. Manuel Calero, head of the Liberal ticket, 

is said to be in high favor among the followers of 

former President Madero, though lacking the support 

of the army. His party holds a large majority in the 

Chamber of Deputies and is distinctly progressive in 

its temper. The third candidate is Felix Diaz, a 

nephew of the famous dictator whose return to Meyico 

has lately been rumored. Diaz is nominally the stand- 

ard bearer of a so-called Labor party but it seems 
doubtful that he represents more than personal am- 

bition, His role in the betrayal and death of Madero 

was anything but admirable. He is implacably hated 

by the friends of the former president and by Liber- 

als at large. 

Students of the political situation in Mexico think 

that the contest lies between Gamboa and Calero, with 

the balance of advantage slightly in favor of the 

Gamboa is backed by a well systematized 

and well financed organization. He has the tacit ap- 

proval, or rather he has not the disapproval, of Pro- 

visional President Huerta, Calero, however, enjoys

erta’s usurpation.

What has been accomplished !s good but that 

which remains to be done is now all important. “We 

have set the business of this country free from those 

conditions which made monopoly not only possible 
but, in a sense, easy and natural,” said Mr. Wilson; 

“put there is no use taking away the’ conditions of 

monopoly if we do not also take away the power 

to create monopoly, and that is a financial rather 

than a merely commercial power.” Until the Demo- 

cratic congress gives the nation a flexible, instead of 

a rigid currency, and a banking system that will be 

the instrument rather than the master of business, 

it will have gone only half its great degislative 

journey. t 
The President realizes that now is the most op- 

portune hour for the enactment of a satisfactory 

banking and currency bill, now while the attention of 

Congress is free from other matters and while ‘pub- 
lic interest is focused upon this one issue. When 

the regular session begins divers other problems will 

demand thought and action, Circumstances will be 

far less favorable for prompt, and at the same time, 

well considered legislation in this regard. The Dill 

now before the Senate committee has been carefully 

weighed and overwhtimingly passed in the House. 

Its essential provisions are admittedly sound. It 

comes nearer harmonizing all elements of honest 

opinion than any other measure of the kind ever 

proposed. 

The President is, therefore, well warranted in 

urging the speediest reasonable action on the part 

of the Senate; and the fact that he is bending his 

influence to that end is assurance that such action 

will be taken. Indeed, the administration’s task in 

putting through the currency bill is in many respects 

Jess difficult than in the case of the tariff bill. In 

the latter measure, there was a grave divergence 

of opinion among the Democrats theméelves as well 

as between Democrats and Republicans. There was 

scarcely a schedule that did not provoke spirited de- 

bate in the party caucus. Yet, all differences were 

harmonized. The general purposp of the currency 

bill, on the other hand, commends itself to all inter- 

ests that are worthy of consideration and to practi- 

cally all members of both parties in Congress. There 

are differences of opinion as to its details but few, 

if any differences a: to the urgent need of some such 

measure. 

Mr, Wilson no doubt speaks advisedly when he 

says: “I have the utmost confidence the Senate will 

pass the currency vill much sooner than some pessi- 

mistic individuals believe.” Certain it is ‘that the 
rank and file of business men the country over will 

feel a great sense of relief and assurance when this 

issue has peen determined and the force of their opin- 

ion is squarely behind the President in his efforts. to 

secure prompt and constructive action.

SOUTHERN COMMERCIAL 
CONGRESS 

BY FREDEKIC J, HASKIN. 

The fifth annual meeting of the Southern Commer- 
¢iai congress, which will convene in Mobile on October 
27, bids fair to become the most notable commercial 
meeting ever held within the confines of the southern 
states. It will be very much a “Panama canal meet- 

ing,” for it will be especially characterized by an ef- 

fort to assess the possibilities of the big waterway 
and to point the way to a proper capitalization of the 
advantages it will afford. very other meeting that 
has been planned for the fall that might in any way 

interfere with it has been called off, and the forces 
behind them have made common cause with the lead- 
ers of the Southern Commercial congress to make Mo- 
bile the one great guthering place for. all the forces 

of the south to rally for a great movement toward a 
mew era of commercial and civic growth. Bven the 
prdéposed pan-American Commercial conference, ‘which 
was to be held by the twenty-two pan-American re- 
publics, under the auspices of the pan-American union, 
has been postponed, and its Work merged with that of 

the Mobile congress. 

The members of the congress who desire to do s0, 

will be able to take part in a great South American 

business men's expedition. Under the patronage and 
assistance of experts from the department of agricul- 

ture and the pan-American union, fifty selected guests 

will make a ninety-day trip for the purpose of giving 
special study to Latin-American, trade conditions.. In 

addition to this there will be a special trip to the Pan- 

amaeanal open to all members, and it is the hope of 
the officials of the congress that they may be able to 
be the first organization to go through the canal.

The other matter of unusual importance that will 

come: before the congress will be the report of the 

American commission for the study of European co- 

operation, To show the people of the south how to 
help themselves and how to aid one another is one 
of the primary aims of the congress, and it has bor- 
rowed some remarkable pages from the book of Euro- 
pean experience—pages which show that intelligent co- 
operation has in it infinite possibilites. 

The nation’s best authorities on the divers subjects 
with which the Southern Commercial congress deals 
will be present to use it as a forum from which to 
present their ideas as to what may be done in the 
south to capitalize its possibilities and to give 
practical demonstrations of what will result if 
the whole section moves forward in step with 
some of its progressive communities. President Wil- 
son will tell the congress about the canal in its bear- 
ing on our international relations. Tuis promises to be 
one of the most notable utterances yet made by the 
present occupant df the White House, and will put 
the world on notice as to what the policy of the Wil- 
son administration is going to be with reference to the 
international questions that will arise out of the open- 
ing of the canal.

The Mobile meeting will be the first one in which 
the women will figure. A woman's auxiliary of the 
Southern Commercial congress has been organized, and 
will hold its first annual convention. There will be 
addresses on women in industry, women in religion, 
women in club work, and women ofthe American coun- 
tryside. Co-operation will also occupy the attenuon 
of the women, and the Countess of Aberdeen, on be- 
half of her European sisters, will tell the southern 
women how co-operation helps the women of Europe.

The yield of opportunity in the sonth is a rich 
one, and the service of the Southern Commercial con- 
gress in advertising to the world just how these op- 

portunities may be found and developed has. been in 
no mean degree responsible for the remarkable expan- 
sion of industry in the south between 1900 and 1910. 
‘The world has been so accustomed to thinking of the 
south as a region of run-down plantations and worn- 
out soil, where the people live from hand to mouth, 
that it may come as a great surprise to be told that 

the south shows a higher gross acreage value for its 
crops than the remainder of the United States Ac- 
cording to the crop reports of a recent year the value 
of the crops of the south per acre amounted to $17.23, 
while the per acre value for the other sections of the 
United States amounted to $14.07—a difference of -4 
per cent in favor of the southern farmer. These fig- 
ures were confirmed by the census inquiry as to crops 
made in 1900. That inquiry showed that the returns 
from farming, based on the value of farm values, was 
27 per cent in the south and 18 per cent in the other 
sections of the country. 

‘The south has a longer coast line than all of the 
rest of the United States together. This gives it,op- 
portunities for more commodious harbors and better 
shipping facilities than any other part of the country. 
At the same time two-thirds of all the navigable riv- 
ers are found there. If the navigable rivers which 
pass through its territory and are accessible to its 
steamboats be taken into the account, it will be found 
that 24,000 miles of the 27,000 miles of navigable river 
waters in the United States are at its command. When 
the inland waterway imprgvement policy that the open- 
ing the Panama canal promises to put into effect ig 
carried forward to @ successful culmination, the south 
will have oné of the finest systems of inland water- 
ways in, the world.

No part of the country is richer in water power 

than the southern states. New England has developed 
less than 2,000,000 horsePower in its industries, yet 
this has made the New England states one of the in- 
dustrial centers of the earth. The officials of the 
Southern Commercial congress call attention to gov- 
ernment statistics which show that the south has 
5,000,000 horsepower running to waste.

These few instances will serve to show how differ- 
ent the south of reality is from the south of popular 
fancy, and how much greater its possibilities for the 
future are than its achievements of the past. Swept 
by a gory war that laid waste its resources, wrecked 
the fortunes of its people, and depleted its supply of 
able-bodied men, in less than half a century it is back 
on its feet with an industrial status comparing favora- 
bly with any other part of the world, and getting ready 
to show its sister sections that it has only begun its 
program of progress.

To carry out this program the Southern Commercial 
congress seeks to assist. It desires to be an all-the- 
year-round institution, serving as a clearing house be- 
tween those without and those within. It desires to 
show the outsid® world where it may find safe invest- 
ment of its capita! in the south, and te show the 
dwellers in Dixie how much they can do with their 
own resources. It seeks to bring into the southern 
states an infusion of that sort of immigrant blood 
that makes for civic and material progress wherever it 
flows. It aims to bring the People of the north and

Cities have their peculiar plagues. 
They are not so picturesque as the Ten Plagues of 

Egypt, which were bloody water, frogs, lice, flies, mur- 
rain, boils, hail, locusts, darkness and death of the 
first-born, but they are well-nigh as deadly. 

Among them may be mentioned the public sale of 
alcohol with alcoholism, the social evil with syphilis, 
overcrowded housing with tuberculosis, insufficient 
and insanitary transportation, reckless driving of au- 
tomobiles with numerous accidents, quarrels between 
employers and employed, and political parties with at- 
tendant corruption of all civic activities. 

But perhaps the greatest plague of all is DUST. 
From early morning the city streets give forth par- 

ticles of matter which form a dense atmosphere of 
poison. A constant cloud hovers over the main thor- 
oughfares. 

This cloud 1s composed of minute grains of the 
droppings of horses, of parts of the skin of men and 
animals, of eggs of infusoria, of microbes some inoc- 
uous and some pathogenic, of flecks of stone, dirt, 
cloth, paper, ashes, vegetable matter, and the like. 

All this mix of uncleanness is raised and set in mo- 
tion by the perpetual agitation of the feet of horses 
and mien, and.by the wheels of trucks, carriages, street 
cars, and motors. 

When one walks in the street, rides in a car, or sits 
by the open window,these noxious air-borne particles 
Train incessantly upon his eyes and into his nose and 
mouth, 

Many of the poisonous germs, to be sure, are ren- 
dered harmless by the action of the sun and air. But 
there is another danger: the particles irritate the eyes 
and the throat. 4 

They produce or prepare the way for diseases of 
the eye, mouth, throat and lungs. 

If you will take a clean towel or handkerchief, 
when you come home from downtown, and wipe out 
your nose with it, you will be able to form some idea 
of what the inside of your lung looks like. 

Dust is the mother of consumption. 
What are we going to do about 4t? 
‘We must keep our city streets as 

house halls. ‘ 
To this end horses and all domestic animals must 

eventually be banished. Offal should no more be tol- 
erated upon the street than on a house floor. The 
horse is already going, gasoline taking its place. 

Cobble stones and paving full of crevices to harbor 
dirt must go, The street of the future will be smooth. 
The wheel of the future will be tired with rubbed or 
its equivalent. 

Streets will be constantly taken care of by sweep- 
ers and sprinklers to insure cleanliness, and kept al- 
ways in repair. é 

Some coating, tarry or otherwise, will be used to 
prevent flying dust. 

Cities will. learn some day, when they grow up out 
of their present party-cursed and graft-ridden adoles- 
cence, that a perfectly smooth and clean street is not 
only a thing of beauty and a joy forever, but it is an 
insurance of public health, a matter of life and death 
to the people.

The pale eyes of the 
chinless being who sold tickets looked perfectly blank. 

“No such place, sir,” he said.

finger upon it. 

“Oh, Pomfret!” said the pale eyed vender, and smiled

Mark of 69 for the 18 Holes 
Has Long Stood — Held by 
Barker and Maiden—Course 
Not Now So Hard 

The forthcoming visit of the world’s 
best known golfers to Atlanta has 
started discussion among the local colo- 
ny as to the probable scores they will 

make on the Bast Lake and the Brook- 
haven. courses while here next Satur- 
day and Sunday. . 

Vardon and Ray, acknowledged to be 
the most consistent players the game 
has ever produced, have been making 
wonderful records in this country dur- 
ing the past sixty days. True, they met 
defeat at, the hands of a young amateur 
in the great contest for the open cham- 
pionship of the United States, but this 

fact does not in the least inipair their 
standing as regular day in and day out 
record-breakers, and there is an im- 
mense amount of speculation already 
generated on the probability of their 
lowering the course records of the two 
Atlanta clubs. 

‘The record at Fast Lake is 69 strokes 
for the 18 holes. ‘This record was made 
several years ago by H. H. “Barker, 
then professional at the Garden City 
links. He came here to compete in. a 
professional tournament against twenty- 
five of the best in the country, includ- 
ing Freddie McLeod, Gil Nichols, Isaac 
Mackie, Stewart Maiden and others of 
that class. He breezed along with about 
72 for the first three rounds and on 
the last round, thoroughly familiar with 
the course and all its hazards, he turned 
in the 69 which at that time broke the 
course record. To accomplish this he 
had to play machine golf throughout 
the 18 holes, sinking every putt and 
placing every shot exactly where it 
should be placed in order to establish 
the new mark. é 

Since that time Stewart Maiden, the 
local professional, has equalled the 69 
of Barker twice, but lost an oppor- 
tunity of breaking that figure on both 
occasions. Once he came to the 18th 
putting green with a 67, giving him one 
putt to break Barker's record and two 
putts to equal it. He failed to sink the 
first putt, but dropped the second in 
the cup. . 
George Adair, the best of the local 

amateurs and at present the holder of 
the Atlanta Athletic club championship, 
has made a 72 on the course. W. H. 
Glenn, another well known amateur, 
once went through the first 9 holes with 
a 34, establishing the amateur record 
for 9 holes. Tick Tichenor, F. G. Byrd, 
A. Davidson and several others have 
made good scores, but no one has ever 
beat that 69 of Barker's. 

Will Vardon or Ray turn the trick on 
one of their rounds next Saturday? That 
is the question uppermost in. the minds 
of the Bast Lake golfers and several 
wagers have been laid for and against 
the accomplishment of this feat. 

Should either of them break the 
course record on their brief visit here 

jit will be perhaps the greatest golfing 
event, from purely a technical stand- 
point, of their American tonr. In the 
first place, they will find the putting 
greens at East Lake far different from 
those they have been playing on in this 
country. Here the. greens are covered 
with a short, bristling grass that re- 

|quires absolute perfection in putting. 
One or two missed shots on the greens 
will make it impossible for the Eng- 
lishmen to lower the record, yet a con- 
sistent game on the part of either 
liable to land them the distinction of 
lowering the mark on one of the most 
scientific courses in the United States. 

Another fact in favor of one of these 
experts setting a new mark is the dif- 
ference in distance on several of the 
difficult holes. When Barker and Mal- 
den made thelr 69, for instance, the eup 
on the sixteenth hole was located on 
an island at least fifty yards further 
from the tee than the present cup. Like- 
wise, ‘the eleventh and the cighteenth 
holes are considerably shortened as com- 
pared with the time when Malden and 
Barker played their best. There are 
golfers however, who contend that the 
Shorter distance means nothing to such 
skilled players as Vardon, Ray, Barker 
or Maiden and that the present course 
is just as difficult as it has ever been. 
The fact stands, however, that as the 
course now stands there is not a green 
that cannot be reached in two well 
placed shots, while formerly the six- 
teenth required three, no matter who 
played them 

At Fast Lake next Saturday Vardon 
and Ray will play against Maiden and 
Willie Mann, in a foursome. This 
foursome will play two rounds, one in 
the morning and one in the afternoon. 
Only club members will be allowed to 
witness the play, as the course is con- 

|structed in such a maner that over- 
lcrowding will seriously interfere with 
the players. 

The golf committee of the Atlanta 
Athletic club, which, has the visit of 
Vardon and Ray at East Lake in charge, 
is desirous that no cheering be indulged 
in during the matches there. Demon- 
stralions of this character, it is pointed 
out, are strictly against all rules of golf 
etiquette, a fact well known to ex- 
perienced players, but as vet seemingly 
undiscovered by the general public that 
has heen following the Englishmen at 

| several courses.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 7.—Sena- 

tor Hoke Smith, of Georgia, at the open- 
Ing of the session of the senate today 
served notice that he would not slack- 
en his efforts to secure the passage of 
the bills now pending to secure agricul- 
tural extension work and vocational ed- 
ueation. He said that he would at the 
sarllest opportunity endeavor to secure 
the passage of the bill providing agri- 
cultural extension by the government in 
conjunction with the state agricultural 
colleges of the country, and he present- 
eG numerous letters from college presi- 
dents and educators approving the bill 
and urging its passage. 

Senator Smith said that the passage 
ef this bill would in no sense interfere 
with the welfare of the bill providing 
vocational education, nor would it in- 
terfere with the resolution which has 
passed the senate at this session and 
Which is now pending in the house pro- 
viding for a commission to study and 
report on the question of vocational ed- 
ucation, These measures are all kin- 
dred, he said, and the friends thereof 
in congress were working to bring about 
thelr passage, and he hoped that their 
friends and advocates outside of con- 
gress, who were manifold, would under- 
stand that urging one in no way meant 
the neglect of the other. 

Senator Smith hopes to see all of the 
measures in question passed at this 
session.
