PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 23.—* Lynch
law velled” was the characterization
applied today by Judge Mayer Sulz-
berger to the trial of Leo Frank.

‘* At a certain point in the trial,” =aid
Judge Sulzberger, ‘ the presiding
Judge called upon the Colonel of Mili-
tia and the Chief of Police for protec-
tion against apprehended violence to
Frank and his counsel. The Chief of
Police sat alongside the Judge on the
bench. I cannot avoid the conclusion
that from the moment the military and
police authorities intervened in the
court the court was automaticaliy ad-
journed. The verdict, moreover, was
received by a man who was not in
court, and the verdict was rendered
by a jury that was no longer a con-
stituent part of the court. I conclude
from these facts that the proceeding
was lynch law veiled.”
