‘Defense Witness Recants.

HIDDEN WOMAN TO TESTIFY

Cét;rt Orders Defense to Produce
:;"-Negress Who Swore Conley Said.

He Kllled Mary Phagan.

".A_'_I‘LANTA, Ga., May 4.—Charges of
ﬁe;‘jury, bribery, subornation of perjury,
and a deliberate attempt to manufac-
fure evidence to convict the negro, Jim
Conley, of the murder of Mary Phasan
i_eé.f_ured the hearing to-day on the ex-
traordinary motion for a new trial for
Eeo.M. Frank, who has been convicted
of-killing the girl.

.Judge Ben Hill demanded of the Frank
défense that Anna Maud Carter, the
Degro witness, be returned to the juris-
diction of the court.

.“Detective Burns admitted before
me,” sald Judge Hill, ** that he had sent
Anna Maud Carter from the jurisdiction
of ‘the court. I want an order drawn
conimanding Anna Maud Carter to be
réturned to Atlanta’in five days, or I
ﬁm‘ not consider any of the evidence 1ni
vhich she is concerned.” : :
Efforts will be made- immediately to,
brihg the m ssing woman back to At-
laxita. She is now in New Orleans,
where, according to a letter sk reccn:lsw
wrate relatives -in this ecity, she Is
working with the Burns Detective
Agéney. This letter was read to Judge
Hill by Sollcitor Dorsey this sfternoon.
. ‘Anna Maud Carcer .s tn? colured wo-;
man who accused Jim Conley of hav-
Yig’ confessed to her to the raurder of
Maiv Phagan. A mass of evidence was
thtroduced by the Solicitor to show
that she had conspired with George and
Jimmmy Wrenn in Fulton jail to ' frame
up ¥ on Conley. Other testimony was
édduced to show that she had cid,
friends and relatives uposr beig ve-
legs2d from jail that she nad tried to
“pek " Conley, and tnii he Lad firmly
fpainmmed that Frank was the mur-,
derer. :

A.surprise came in an affidavit from
Mrs, Hattie Wa.tes, the young wife of
J. M. Weites, who swore that on the
piorning of the day Mary Pnagan was
glain she saw Leo Frank and Jim Con-
ley iozether some uUme drlween su dand
11° o'clcek, and that they were engaged
in earnest conversation.

“his evidence was aimroduced to bear
out” in part that poruion of Coniey's
testimony relating to a meeting he swore
%ie .had with Frank on the fatal morn-
ing” at Forsythe and Nelson Jurcets,
when Frank was said to have instructed
him to come to the pencil factory thart
nioon to ** watch for him.” Mrs. Waites's
aTfidavit had becn kept secret uy the
Solicitor.

Burns Aid Arrested.

‘At the outset of the hearing a sensa-
tion was created when Dan S. Lehon,
Southern Superintendent of the Burns
forces, was practically put under arrest
for contempt of zourt. Following the

strenuous examination which he under-
went before Solicitor Dorsey he made a
heated attack on the Solicitor’'s tactics.
He was cut short by Judge Hill, who
instructed Deputy Sheriff Miner to take
charge of him. L
Attorneys Arnold and Rosser said tnat
the switness had not intended to LI in
contempt. Judge Hill then ordered Le-
hon’s words to be expunged from the
rgpérds, recalled Deputy Atiner, uand in-
gtircted that :Lehon be aliowed 0. %0
Hisstway. Only two witnesses were ex-
amined—Lehon and L. P. Eubanks.
Mary Rich, the colored woman who
was. alleged by the defense to have
made an affidavit in which she stated
that she saw Jim Conley emerge from
the rear of the pencil plant at 2:15
o'¢lock on the date orf the murder, has
made an aifidavit repudiating the state-
ment credited to her and submitted by
the defense, and in which she accused
Rabbi David Marx and_ Mrs. Leo
Frank, wife of the accuscd man.

~$ Some time recently,” she swears,
“Mrs. Lucille Frank and Rabbi Marx
and two men came to see me, and tried
to get me to make an affidavit. The
affidavit was not true, and I refused
to sign it. Mrs. Frank said to me: ‘' If
you will sign this affidavit you will
take the rope from my husband's neck.’
I replied that I couid not tell a lie, and

~ Charge Plot to Trap Conley,

Afr.. Dorsey presented a number of af-
fidavits dealing with an alleged con-
spiracy within the county jail between
Anna Maud Carter and Dr. George
Irenn and Wrenn's brother, Jimmie
Trenn, to compromise Jim Conley. Dr.
George Wrenn was i prisoner undat
sentence for complicity in the Gillsey
diamond robbery.

One angle of this evidence is an affi-
davit from Frank Reese. an ex-trusty
in the Tower, who worked in the prison
laundry and did odd jobs.

“I have heard Dr. Wrenn telling
Conley that he had been tried. and that
he could take the Mary Phagan murder
on himself ang that it would free Mr.
Frank,”' said Reese: '“also that Conley
could never be tried any more for it.
Conley refused to consider this,

“ Wrenn talked to Fred PerKkerson—
another prisoner—and myself several
times, and tried to get us to agree to
o into Conley's cell and come out and
claim Conler had confessed to us. He
said we would get lots of money if we
did. I knew Annie Maud Carter, and 1
have seen her and Dr. Wrenn talking to-
gether very often. I saw Dr. Wrenn at
one time throw a note to Annie Maud
Carter from the second floor. She car-
ried it to Conley’'s cell, pitching it
through the bars at the wing door.

Fred Perkerson. the prisoner aliuded
to in the Reeves affiaavit, has signed a
statement to the effect that C. W.

jurke, the private nvestigator attached
to ‘Luther Z. Rosser's office. who has
been accused of bribery and other
charges; Jimmie Wrenn, Burke's assist-
ant,. who has been the object of similar
accusations. and Dr. George Wrenn, the
convict hamed in the Reeves affidavit,
had often conferred with Frank ' the
latter’s cell in confirmation of Reeves's
story .of a jail plot to compromise Con-
ley, Perkerson swore that Dr. Wrenn
advised him and Reeves to go into Con-
-ley’s ‘cell and upon coming out pretend
,that  Conley had confessed to Mary:

Phagan's murder. He sald he asked
Wrenn why he did not do so. and that:
YWrenn replied that he. did not care to
be-mixed up in the case. |

which the minister directly eharged that

Attorney Arthur Thurman had inspired
the--** confession ’’ affidavits and that
Thurman personally had paid him $200

Phillipp Chambers, formeriy office boy
at the National Pencii Factory, and J.
M. Gantt, also an éx-employe, swearing
that the affiants were in, the office of
' Frank when the desk of H. F. Becker,
formerly master mechanic at the fac-

tory, was brought down into Frank’s
office. They said that all the old order
blanks, including the old carbons ‘of

requisitions, such as the Phagan mur-
der notes were written on, were re-
moved from'the desk and placed in the
outer office, not more than ten Teet
from Frank's office.

Both sald they never had known of
the order blanks being taken to_the
basement and destroyed, nor of pads of
this sort lying around in the basement.
| These affidavits were submitted to dis-
pose of the defense's contention tnat
such pads were never in Frank's office,
“and could only have been found in the
" basement.

R. A. Devore, a photographer for A.
K. Hawkes, also hit at the Becker evi-
dence by his affidavit that he had pho-
fographed the murder notes with the
special view of bringing out the order
number on the blank on which_one of
the notes was written. He declared
that the number was 1818, not 1015, as
the defense had contended.

Another Money Offer Charged.

C. Burtus Dalton, back from TFort
Mpyers, Fla., repudiated in an affidavit
the statement he nad mads for C. W.
Burke, and charged that Burke had of-
'fered him %100 for his signature. Burke,
according to Dalton, came to Fort Myers
and represented that he wanted Daiton
to sign a petitlon to present to the Par-
don Board to save Frank from hanging.
'Dalion said that he was in a hurry,
whereupon Burke read him a smali part
of the affidavit, but there was no refer-
‘ence to his testimony at the trial.
| Dalton swore that his evidence at lhe
trial in regard to acts of abnormality
by Frank was true and again toid of
a%lfgged scenes with women in Frank's

ice. ‘

An affidavit of the negro, Ivey Jomes,

"branded the affidavit credited fo him

by the defense as a forgery. Affidavits
from Conley and another negro, Eugene

Perry, corrohorated Jones in his stoty
of meeting Conley shortly after 1:30
o'clock on April 26, 1913,

A long affidavii, signed by Jim Con-
ley, was read in denial of every essen-
tial statement in the ‘‘ confession ™ af-
fidavit by Annle Maud Carter, in_which
she charged Conley with telling her he
killed Mary Phagan. Conley said that
Carter had slipped@ him letters, that one
day he saw Dr. George Wrenn drop her
a letter from the second floor of the
jail, and tha‘* a few minutes later she
delivered it to him as one of her own
letters. A specimen of the wWoman's
handwriting was submitted as an_é&x-
hibit. Comnley charged that Deputy Rob-
erts left the door open so that friends
of Frank could get into his cell block.

An affidavit from J. E. Duffey told
of a night ride to Austell with agents
for Frank in an endeavor to Keep him
out of the way of detectives from Dor-
sey's office. \

“ That was truth on the run,” re-
marked Mr. Dorgey, paraphrasing a
statement by Frank: ‘ The truth is on
the marei.”

Mell Ainold, a relative of Duffey,
signed an affidavit saying that he had
got his job back with the Soutkern
Raflway after Duffey had made an af-
fidavit for the defense.

L. P. Eubanks, who was involved in
obtaining the affidavit from Duffey,
admitted that he lent Duffey money, but
denied that it was with the understand-
ing that Dufiey need never pay it back.
An affidavit by Duifey's father contra-
dicted this.

Helen Ferguson, In telling of the metl:-
ods that she swore were used by the de-
fenise to get her out of town, said that
an offer of $1(0 was made to her if she
would leave. This failing, she sald that
Jimmie Wrenn came to her, under the
name of J. W. Howard, and that after
that he began taking her to theatres
and payving her attentions, finally pto-
posing marriage. She said she went
with him to_the Grant Building, where
she was induced to sign an afridavit
telling of an occasion when she had
heen frightened by Conley. This, she
said, was after she hzd refused to sign
cne changing her testimony on the stand.
She s#a‘d she met Burke, who represent-
ed himself as Jimmie Wrenn's father.

T.ater, she said. Wrenn renewed his
declaration of love and tried to kiss her.
She slapred his face. and thereafter his
ardor cooled, according to her affidavit.

Lehon Attacks Dorsey.

Dan Lehon's attack on Dorsey came
when the Solicitor was examining him
as to the connection of the DBurns
agency with the Frank case, the source
of Burmns's pay, and the agency's con-
nection with the Ragsdale affidavit,
when Lehon interrupted:

‘“ Can T make a statement, Judge, with
referarce to this case? ™

‘“ You may make an_explanation if you
desire,”’ answered Judge Hill.

“ 1 am an American citizen,”” retorted
Lehon. “ and T have been in the police
business for twenty years. These ques-
tions asked here are the most out-
rageous I have been asked.”

. ‘“You cannot state that,’” the Judge
interrupted. ‘It is not admissible.”

‘“ This is the most outrageous treat-
ment.”’ continued the witness, ‘' from
the District Attorney ''—

‘“ You cannot state that, Mr. Witness,"’
the Court repeated. ‘T will have to
send you to jail if you persist.””

‘“T don’t mean any discourtesy to the
Court.”” said Lehon.

Lehon, in naming the source from
wh'ech he obtained money, frequently
mentioned the name of Herbert J. Haas,
an attorney for the defense. He admit-
ted that Boots TRozers was emploved
by the Burns agency. and that Carlton
C. Tedder was also an attache. He told/
of having paid C. C. Tedder %200 on his
salary a short time previous to the
Ragsdale afftdavit. He said the money
had been obtained from Haas, from
whom he got most of his fees. He ad-
mitted that the Burns azency had re-
ceived large sums vor its work on the
case.

A development of wide interest was
the report of a move on foot by the
Board of Police Commissioners to re-
voke the license of the Burns Detective
Agency permitting thern to do husiness
‘n Atlanta on the ground of failure to
comply with police regulations and city
ordirances. The matter, it is said., will
be taken up at the next board meeting.

The retrial hearing was adjourned un-
til to-morrow morning. when Solicitor
Dorsey told the court officials that he
would spr ng his greatest surprises. It
is said that he has more cvidence of
money offers. Mr. Dorsey also an-
nounced that all evidence as to charges
of bribery. perjury. and subotrnation of
.mierjury would be laid before the Grand

ury. '

HELD AS DRUG SMUGGLERS.

Barber of the Baltic and Another
Arrested and Cocaine Seized.

Acting under instructions from Col-
lector Malone, Customs Ingpectors from
Surveyor Henry's office and Special
Treasury Agents yesterday arreste:d
Harry Kirk, barber of the White Star
Line steamship Baltic, and William

Abramson of 223 Lynch Street, Brook-
fan, on a charge of smuggling cocaine.
United States Commissioner Shields
held them in §3,000 bail, in default ot
which they were committed to the
Tombs.

The Customs authorities received in-
formation that cocaine was being smug-
oled on ships of the White Star Line.
The Baltic was searched April 5 on_her
arrival here, but without success. Yes-
terday, with more complete informa-
tion, the officers searched the ship at
her pler in the North River without
find'ng any traces of the drug, but ar-
rested Kirk.

A visit was then made to Abramson’s
home, where he was taken into custody.
and a quantity, of cocaine seized. The
Tnspectors told the Commissioner that
Wirk had been bringing in the cocaine
~nd Abramson was disposing of it.

The Customs men are keeping a close
watch on the crews of other steam-
<hips from Europe who are suspected of
heing engaged in the traffic.
