Should Frank be resentenced this week
the probability is that the date for his
execution will be fixed for about Dec. 18.

After Frank has been resentenced his
hope will rest with the Governor and the
Pardon Board. An application for par-
don or commutation of sentence would
probably result in a brief respite until
the case could be heard by the pardon-
ing board and passed on by that body to
the Governor.
