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In cammenting upon the refusal of
the writ of error to transfer the case
of LEo FrRANK of Atlanta to the Su-
preme Court, Gov. SLaTON of Georgia
sajid that in case he was asked to
grant a respite until the Prison Com-
mission could hear the case and make
its recommendations, his procedure
would be * to review all the evidence
“and examine the arguments and
‘“then reach my conclusions.” That
is what the case of FRANK demands
and in the interests of justice insist-
ently demands. There have been
many appearances in court, but the
evidence has mnever bheen examined
and reviewed since the trial which
resulted in conviction, and there are
the most convincing reasons to be-
lieve that that was not a fair trial.
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
